ALL PARTY DELEGATION

The all-party Parliamentary delegation led by BJP MP Ravi Shankar
Prasad concluded its visit to Germany yesterday. During the visit, India’s
firm and principled position against terrorism found resonance across the
top political leadership, decision- makers and think-tanks - reinforcing
depth of the India-Germany Strategic Partnership. The delegation met with
senior representatives from German Government, Parliament and Think-
Tanks in Berlin to convey India's principled position of 'Zero-Tolerance
against Terrorism' and its strategy to tackle cross-border terrorism. The
delegation also briefed the German counterparts and interlocutors about
Operation Sindoor, which was India’s firm, precise, targeted and non-



escalatory response to the terror attack.

The delegation interacted with senior members of German Parliament
active in the fields of foreign policy and international affairs and a leading
think-tank in Germany, the Konrad Adenauer Stiftung. Concluding the day’s
engagements, the delegation also had an interaction with representatives
from leading German think-tanks and eminent personalities at a reception
hosted by Ambassador of India to Germany, Ajit Gupte. During the
interactions, the delegation emphasised that nuclear blackmail
should not be allowed as a cover for terrorism and discussed India's
strategy against cross-border terrorism in future.

German interlocutors expressed support for India’s stance, with a
shared recognition of the urgent need for the international community to
come together in the fight against terrorism. They also discussed India-
Germany cooperation in the field of Defence, Security and Counter-

countries.

KARNATAKA CM - COMPENSATION

Karnataka Chief Minister Siddaramaiah has ordered an increase in
compensation for the 11 families of those who died in stampede in
Chinnaswamy stadium in Bengaluru on Wednesday, raising the amount to
25 lakh rupees each. Previously, the government had announced 10 lakh
rupees in compensation per family. Union Minister for Large and Heavy
Industries H.D. Kumaraswamy, Union Minister of State Shobha Karandlaje,
and the Karnataka BJP leadership have demanded a compensation of 50
lakh rupees for the families of the deceased. The Royal Challengers
Bengaluru (RCB) franchise has announced 10 lakh rupees compensation for
the deceased, while the Karnataka State Cricket Association (KSCA) has
announced 5 lakh rupees in this regard. The BJP has been demanding the
resignation of Chief Minister Siddaramaiah and Deputy CM DK Shivakumar



over the incident. The incident has proven to be a major setback for the
Congress-led government in Karnataka. The BJP further described the
initial compensation amount of 10 lakh rupees as meagre. Meanwhile, the
Special Wing of the Criminal Investigation Department (CID) has begun its
probe into the Chinnaswamy stampede tragedy, which claimed 11 lives.
Concurrently, the magisterial inquiry by the Deputy Commissioner of
Bengaluru Urban district is also progressing. CID sleuths have visited the
Chinnaswamy Stadium and collected information.

FRENCH OPEN TENNIS

In Women's Single at the French Open Tennis 2025, American tennis
star Coco Gauff defeated world number one Belarusian Aryna Sabalenka 6-
7(5), 6-2, 6-4 in a thrilling final last night, clinching her maiden Roland
Garros title and second Grand Slam crown. With this victory, the 21-year-
old became the first American woman to win the singles title in Paris since
Serena Williams in 2015 and the youngest from the US to do so since
Williams in 2002. Sabalenka, appearing in her third consecutive Grand Slam
final but first on clay, started strong with aggressive net play and drop
shots to lead 4-1 in the opening set. Gauff’s triumph also marked the first
time since the 2018 Australian Open that the top two women in the world
rankings met in a Grand Slam final. Having previously lifted the 2023 US



Open trophy, she now joins an elite club with Slam titles on both hard and
clay courts. The victory marks world number two Gauff's second Grand
Slam title and her first major triumph on clay. Gauff also became the
youngest player to win both the French Open and US Open women’s
singles titles since Serena Williams achieved the feat in 2002.

Defending champion Carlos Alcaraz will face one of his toughest
challenges yet as he takes on World No 1 Jannik Sinner for the crown
today. Alcaraz outlasted Lorenzo Musetti who had to retire with a leg injury
in their semifinal clash, while Sinner whizzed past Novak Djokovic in
straight sets.

It wont be easy for Sinner to get past Alcaraz though with the
Spaniard leading the Italian 7-4 in head to head contests. In their last four
meetings, Alcaraz has won all four and will be aiming for his 5th major
title, while Sinner looks for his 4th. After beating Djokovic on Friday, Sinner
became the second Italian man to reach the final at Roland-Garros in the
Open era, which began in 1968, after Adriano Panatta, the 1976 champion.

In Women's doubles, No. 2-seeded Italian pair Sara Errani and
Jasmine Paolini will face Kazakhstan’s Anna Danilina paired with Serbia’s
Aleksandra Krunic for the title today. While Errani-Paolini dismissed
Russian pair of Mirra Andreeva and Diana Shnaider, Danilina -Krunic duo
defeated the pair of Ulrikke Eikeri of Norway and Eri Hozumi of Japan, in
the semifinals.
