The Commission said, all elections were conducted
by it strictly as per the electoral laws passed by the Parliament. The poll
body highlighted that the entire electoral process involves thousands of
personnel, including booth-level agents appointed by various political
parties. The Commission has invited Mr. Gandhi for a meeting on a
mutually convenient date and time to discuss all issues. Meanwhile, Mr.
Gandhi, while referring to a media report, again raised the poll rigging
issue in the last Maharashtra state polls, alleging that in Chief Minister
Devendra Fadnavis’ constituency, the voter list grew by eight percent in
just five months. However, Mr. Fadnavis has hit out at the Congress leader
and dismissed his allegations.

DAY. SAMVIDHAN HATYA DIVAS with V/C: Samvidhaan Hatya Diwas
will be observed tomorrow. It serves as a reminder of what happened
when the Constitution of India was trampled over on 25th June 1975. It is
also a day to pay homage to each and every person who suffered due to
the excesses of the Emergency, the darkest phase of Indian history. The
day commemorates the massive contributions of all those who endured the
inhuman pains of the 1975 Emergency. During the emergency, civil
liberties were suspended and the government imposed strict censorship on
the press. The government choked critical newspapers by blocking ads,
journalists faced tax charges, press shutdown notices and were also jailed.
The Emergency also witnessed the centralization of power and the mass
arrest of opposition leaders, including Jayaprakash Narayan, L K Advani,
Atal Bihari Vajpayee, Morarji Desai, Madhu Dandvate. These actions were
met with widespread criticism and protests. Sharing his thoughts



during Mann Ki Baat on Akashvani, Prime Minister Narendra Modi had
described the declaration of Emergency as a black spot on Indian
Democracy.

The Emergency period was marked by various political movements
and events, including the Navnirman agitation in Gujarat, Jayaprakash
Narayan's movement in Bihar, and the Railway strike led by George
Fernandes. Mr Fernandes in handcuffs anmd shackles raising his hand in
defiance is one of the most enduring photographs of the Emergency era.
People were detained without charges and there was illegal enactment of
laws. The Maintenance of Internal Security Act (MISA) was the much-
abused statute. The era of Emergency was the darkest period of
Independent India.

NIRMALA — TRADE: Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has said
that the government has taken several measures to reduce the burden on
trade by cutting down tariffs to support manufacturing and promote
export. Addressing the Exim Bank Trade Conclave 2025 in New Delhi
today, Mrs Sitharaman said, country’s total exports reached to all time high
of 825 billion US dollars and achieved six per cent growth over the previous
year. The Minister said, the global exports grew only by only four per cent
but India's exports withessed growth of 6.3 per cent in the last fiscal year.
On the talks with various nations to finalize free trade agreements, Mrs
Sitharaman said, these agreements will change the dynamics of country’s
export in the future.

Delhi and other areas in the subsequent in next 36 hours. The IMD has



also forecast extremely heavy rainfall at isolated places over Gujarat
Konkan, Madhya Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh for the next 24 hours. The
MeT Department predicted that heavy rainfall is very likely at isolated
places over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam, Meghalaya, Costal Karnataka, East
Rajasthan, Interior Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh, Nagaland, Manipur,
Mizoram and Tripura, Saurashtra and Kutch, Sub Himalayan West Bengal
and Uttarakhand.
