INDIA-CENTRAL ASIA JOINT STATEMENT

India and Central Asian countries have emphasized the importance of
greater financial connectivity between them, particularly through digital
payment systems. In the Joint Statement of 4th India-Central Asia
Dialogue, the nations called for enhanced interbank relations, and trade in
national currencies to encourage greater trade, investment, tourism and



people-to-people exchanges. Recognising the important role of financial
and banking linkages, they also expressed interest to establish a Joint
Working Group to explore ways to further deepen banking and financial
connectivity between India and Central Asian partners.

The meeting of the India-Central Asia Dialogue was held in New Delhi
yesterday under the chairship of External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar.
Ministers of Foreign Affairs of Kazakhstan, Kyrgyz Republic, Tajikistan,
Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan took part in the meeting. The Ministers
unequivocally condemned the terrorist attack in Pahalgam. They reiterated
their strong commitment to combating terrorism in all its forms and
manifestations. They stressed that perpetrators, organizers, financiers and
sponsors of terrorist acts must be held accountable and brought to justice.
India and Central Asian partners called for early adoption of the UN
Comprehensive Convention on International Terrorism. They stressed the
need to strengthen UN-led global counter-terrorism cooperation and fully
implement the relevant UNSC resolutions, Global Counter-Terrorism
Strategy and FATF standards.

The Ministers emphasized optimum usage of the International North-
South Transport Corridor to enhance connectivity between India and the
Central Asian countries. They stressed that connectivity initiatives should
be based on the principles of transparency, broad participation, local
priorities, and financial sustainability. <><><>

The portal has been established to serve
various purposes, including registration of new Waqf properties, filing of
Wadqf details, maintenance of the register of Augaf, and the maintenance
submission of accounts by the mutawalli of a Waqgf. The key features of the
portal include a single-step process for the registration of Wagf and related
properties, mobile number or email-based login through OTP verification,
and a three-tier user system of Maker, Checker, and Approver to ensure
data integrity and prevent unauthorized entries. Speaking on the occasion,
Mr Rijiju said that UMEED central portal will bring transparency in Waqgf
property management and administration and also enhance the efficiency
of these properties. He said, Wagf Amendment Act 2025 reflects the Prime
Minister Narendra Modi's mantra of Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas.

The Supreme Court has allowed the National Board of Examinations
(NBE) to hold the NEET-PG 2025 examination on August 3, 2025, in one
shift. The exam was initially scheduled for June 15. A bench of Justices
Prashant Kumar Mishra and Augustine George Masih, which initially
questioned the more than two months time sought by the NBE for holding
the examination, said the reasons cited for holding NEET-PG 2025 on
August 3 appears to be bonafide. The Apex court, however, made it clear
no further time will be granted to NBE for holding NEET-PG 2025
examination. Earlier, on May 30, the Supreme Court, while ordering the
NBE to hold NEET-PG 2025 in single shift instead of two shifts, had
directed it to conduct the exam on the initially scheduled date of June 15,
2025. At the same time, the Court had allowed the NBE to seek extension
of time. Later, on June 3, the NBE filed an application seeking extension of
time, saying that it needs to increase the number of exam centres by two-
fold and that security arrangements have to be done.

MAHA-NAXAL SURRENDER

Twelve hardcore Naxalites, carrying a collective reward of more than
one crore rupees laid down their arms and surrendered before the security
forces yesterday in the presence of Maharashtra Chief Minister Devendra
Fadnavis in Gadchiroli district of the state.

Mr Fadnavis visited remote Kawande village in the district, located on
the Maharashtra-Chhattisgarh border, becoming the first Chief Minister to
enter this remote Naxal-affected region.

During the visit, 12 dreaded ultras laid down their weapons and
surrendered before the Gadchiroli district administration, police and
security forces. The Chief Minister presented them with a copy of the
Constitution.

Talking to reporters on the occasion, the Chief Minister said, those
laying down arms want to join the mainstream and be loyal to the country
and the Constitution. He said, 28 Maoists had been killed, 31 arrested and
44 surrendered in the state in past 18 months, which is a record. Asserting
that Naxalism will be eliminated by March next year, Mr Fadnavis said,
there are very few active Naxals in Maharashtra. He said, it is a message to
the remaining rebels to surrender or face action, adding that they will be
either arrested or neutralised. The Chief Minister said, if they surrender,
they will be rehabilitated as per government policy. Mr Fadnavis also
attended the mass wedding of 13 former Naxalites. Expressing happiness
over the ceremony, he said, they are starting their lives afresh after
struggling in the jungles with weapons. Besides reviewing development
work in the district, Chief Minister Devendra Fadnavis highlighted the plans
to transform Gadchiroli into a steel city while preserving its natural
resources, signalling a strong shift from insurgency to inclusive
development.

RCB-STAMPEDE FIR

The Karnataka police have intensified their investigation into the
tragic stampede that claimed 11 lives outside Chinnaswamy Stadium during
Royal Challengers Bengaluru's (RCB) IPL victory celebration earlier this
week.

Fresh First Information Reports (FIRs) have been filed against
multiple parties including the Royal Challengers Bengaluru franchise and
few members of the Karnataka State Cricket Association (KSCA) for alleged
lapses in event management. Earlier an FIR was registered against RCB's
event management firm, DNA Entertainment Networks.

Following a petition filed by the State Cricket Association, the
Karnataka High Court has directed the Bengaluru police not to take any
coercive action against three office bearers of KSCA including Association
President Raghuram Bhat, Secretary A. Shankar, and Treasurer E.S.
Jairam, provided they cooperate with the probe. Justice S.R. Krishna
Kumar issued the interim order, with the next hearing scheduled for
Monday.

In a related move, the state government has sacked Member of
Legislative Council and Chief Minister's political secretary. Additionally K.
Govindaraj and transferred Additional Director General of Police
(Intelligence), Hemant M. Nimbalkar. Both actions are reportedly linked to
failures in managing the event. Meanwhile, opposition parties BJP and



JD(S) have demanded the resignation of the Chief Minister, Deputy Chief
Minister, and Home Minister, accusing them of mishandling of the RCB
celebration event.
