UNSC- EMERGENCY MEET

United Nations Secretary General Antonio Guterres made an
impassioned plea for peace during an emergency special session of the



Security Council at UN Headquarters in New York, urging immediate action
to de-escalate the crisis in Iran following the US military strikes on the
Islamic Republic's nuclear facilities. Calling for urgent efforts to prevent
dangers of retaliation and deeper conflict in the region, Guterres said, we
cannot - and must not - give up on peace. Addressing the session under
the agenda item threats to international peace and security, he warned
that the US's attack on Iran was a "perilous turn" to the deteriorating
situation in the region. He condemned the military escalation, emphasising
the dire consequences of a potential cycle of retaliation, and stressed the
need to protect civilians and ensure safe maritime navigation. The UN chief
called for a return to diplomacy, advocating for a "credible, comprehensive,
and verifiable solution" to the Iran nuclear program, including full access
for International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) inspectors.

The Security Council emergency meeting was called by Russia, China
and Pakistan to proposed a resolution demanding an immediate and
unconditional ceasefire. Iran's representative to the Council, Amir
Saeid Iravani said Tehran reserves the right to defend itself against blatant
US aggression. He said that the timing, nature and scale of Iran's
proportionate response will be decided by its armed forces.

Israel’'s UN envoy Danny Danon said the US attacks has made the
world a safer place, rejecting calls for condemnation. China’s ambassador
Fu Cong condemned the US strikes and urged restraint. Russia's
ambassador Vasily Nebenzya said the United States has opened a
Pandora's box and that Washington is clearly not interested in diplomacy.
US ambassador to the United Nations, Dorothy Shea said Iran should not
escalate and any attack, direct or indirect, against Americans or American
bases will be met with devastating retaliation.

IRAN PARLIAMENT DECISION

Iran's Parliament has unanimously approved a dramatic proposal to
close the Strait of Hormuz, the world's most critical oil and gas shipping
route, in direct retaliation for US airstrikes on Iranian nuclear facilities at
Fordow, Natanz, and Isfahan. The parliamentary decision represents a
potentially catastrophic escalation that could trigger global economic chaos,
though final authority to implement the closure rests with Iran's Supreme



National Security Council, which has not yet issued a formal order to
execute the blockade.

US Secretary of State Marco Rubio immediately condemned the
Iranian move as 'economic suicide' and warned that closing the strait
would provoke a strong American and allied military response. He has
urgently called on China to use its influence with Tehran to prevent the
closure, emphasizing Beijing's heavy dependence on the waterway for oil
imports. Oil prices have already begun spiking on international markets as
shipping companies place their fleets on high alert, with analysts predicting
prices could surge well above 100 per barrel US Dollars if the blockade
proceeds.

The Strait of Hormuz handles approximately 20 percent of
global oil exports and a significant share of the world's liquefied
natural gas shipments, making it one of the most strategically
vital maritime chokepoints on earth. Senior Iranian lawmaker and
Revolutionary Guards commander Esmaeil Kowsari stated that
parliament concluded the strait should be closed but emphasized
that the Supreme National Security Council holds final decision-
making authority.

The potential economic impact extends far beyond energy
markets, with economists warning that a full closure could trigger
cascading effects on global inflation and economic stability.Major
economies in Asia and Europe, which rely heavily on West Asian
enerqy supplies transiting through the narrow waterway, face the
prospect of severe supply disruptions that could cripple industrial
production and consumer markets.

China’'s response remains critical to preventing the crisis,
given Beijing's massive dependence on Persian Gulf oil imports
that transit through the strait. While Chinese officials have not yet
issued an official statement American diplomats are pressing
their counterparts to intervene with Iranian leadership before the
situation spirals beyond control. This is Vinod Kumar for
Akashvani News from Dubai.

US military officials have placed forces throughout the region on
heightened alert. The Pentagon is reportedly preparing for potential naval
confrontations to keep the strait open, as any sustained closure would
represent an existential threat to global energy security and economic




stability.

The Iranian parliament's decision represents the most serious threat
to global energy supplies since the 1980s Tanker War, when both Iran and
Iraq targeted commercial shipping during their prolonged conflict. Current
tensions in West Asia have already disrupted international aviation and
shipping patterns, but a Hormuz closure would represent an
unprecedented challenge to the global economy at a time when energy
markets remain volatile and geopolitical tensions continue escalating across
multiple regions.

OPERATION SINDHU

A total of 285 Indian nationals arrived in New Delhi last
night on a special flight from Mashhad of Iran. External Affairs
Ministry said that one thousand 713 Indian nationals have been
evacuated from Iran under Operation Sindhu so far.

As part of the ongoing operation, the Indian Embassy in Iran has
been assisting large numbers of Indian nationals in moving from areas
seeing increased hostilities to relatively safer areas within the country and
to evacuate them using the available options.

Indian nationals in Iran have been advised to stay in touch with the
Indian Embassy in Tehran through its emergency helpline, and with the
24x7 Control Room established by the Ministry of External Affairs in New
Delhi.

JITENDRA SINGH-GOVT 11 YEARS
