NT MODI - PM MUSEUM

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today chaired the 47th Annual General
Meeting of the Prime Ministers Museum and Library Society at Teen Murti
Bhawan in New Delhi.

NT OPERATION SINDHU

A total of 290 Indian nationals and one Sri Lankan national
who were evacuated from Mashhad arrived in New Delhi this
evening on a special flight under Operation Sindhu.

The External Affairs Ministry informed that with this, 2003
Indian nationals have been brought back safely from Iran so far.

Meanwhile, the first batch of 161 passengers will arrive in Delhi
tomorrow from Amman, Jordan under Operation Sindhu. These 161
individuals were evacuated from Israel and moved to Amman by road.

In view of the recent developments between Israel and Iran,
government is evacuating those Indian nationals from Israel who wish to
leave. Their travel from Israel to India will be facilitated through the land
borders and thereafter by air to India. The Embassy of India in Tel Aviv is
making arrangements for the evacuation of Indians. All Indian nationals
have been requested to register themselves with the Embassy of India in
Tel Aviv.

He added that Iran will initiate the ceasefire, followed by Israel
on the 12th hour and, upon the 24th hour, an official end to the 12 day
war will be saluted by the World. The statement also noted that during



each side's ceasefire period, the opposing side is expected to remain
peaceful and respectful.

UNIFIED PENSION SCHEME

The government has decided to extend the cut-off date for exercising
the option for Unified Pension Scheme by three months till 30th September
of this year. This cut-off date will apply for the eligible central government
employees, retirees, and the legally wedded spouses of deceased retirees.

The Unified Pension Scheme for eligible Central Government
employees was notified by the Ministry of Finance in January this year. As
per the regulations eligible government employees were given a period of
three months till 30th of this month to exercise their option under the
scheme to migrate from National Pension System to Unified Pension
System. According to the Ministry of Finance, the decision to extend the
cut-off date has been taken in view of the representations received from
various stakeholders to extend the date.

TEST CRICKET- IND - ENG

In Test cricket, India have set a target of 371 runs before England in
the first match of the Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy at Headingley, Leeds.
Chasing the target, England were 21 without loss at stumps on Day 4, last
night. They need 350 more runs on the final day, while India must take all
10 wickets to win the match, setting the stage for a thrilling finish.

Earlier, India were bowled out for 364 in their second innings,
suffering a late collapse in the final session. The innings was highlighted by
brilliant centuries from KL Rahul and Rishabh Pant. Rahul scored 137, while
Pant made 118. For England, Josh Tongue and Brydon Carse took three
wickets each. Pant also made history by becoming the first Asian
wicketkeeper-batter to score two centuries in a single Test match, having
also scored 134 in the first innings. In their first innings, England posted
465 in response to India’s 471 runs.
