CABINET-BRIEFING

The government has taken the decision for the extension of Pune
Metro Rail Project Phase-II with the cost of three thousand 626 crore
rupees. Briefing media on the decisions taken by the Union Cabinet under
the chairmanship of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Information and
Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said, additional length of 12.75
kilometers will be added as the new metro line with 13 stations. He said
the Pune Metro Rail Project will serve IT hubs, commercial areas,



educational institutions, and residential pockets, increasing the share of
public transport and ridership across the network.

Mr. Vaishnaw said, the government has given its nod for the revised
master plan for rehabilitation of Jharia coalfield in Jharkhand. He said, with
the implementation of the revised master plan, issues related to fire, land
subsidence, and the rehabilitation of affected families in the Jharia Coalfield
will be addressed. He said, the total financial outlay for the implementation
of the revised plan is five thousand 940 crore rupees.

Axiom-4 mission carrying Indian astronaut Shubhanshu Shukla will
dock with the International Space Station (ISS) this afternoon. According to
Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO), docking is scheduled at 4:30
PM IST. After the docking with the ISS, Group Captain Shukla will become
the first ever Indian to visit Nasa's orbiting laboratory ISS. Axiom-4
carrying 4 astronauts lifted off from Nasa's Kennedy Space Center in
Florida at 12:01 PM IST yesterday. Group Captain Shukla, who is piloting
the Axiom-4 mission to ISS, has become only the second Indian to travel to
space. Ax-4 team of astronauts includes former Nasa astronaut Peggy
Whitson of the US, Slawosz Uznanski-Wisniewski from Poland and Tibor
Kapu from Hungary. Indian Air Force officer Shukla's trip comes 41 years
after cosmonaut Rakesh Sharma became the first Indian to fly to space
aboard a Russian Soyuz in 1984. Within minutes of take off yesterday,
Group Captain Shukla had a message for his fellow coutrymen. He said, we
are back in space after 41 years and what an amazing ride it has been.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has welcomed the successful
launch and said Group Captain Shukla carries with him the
wishes, hopes and aspirations of 1.4 billion Indians. In Shukla's
home city Lucknow, his parents joined hundreds of students to
watch the lift-off. They were welcomed by a music band on their
arrival at the school and were seen breaking out into applause as
the rocket lifted off. Born on 10 October 1985 in Lucknow, Group




Captain Shukla joined the Indian air force as a fighter pilot in
2006. He has flown MiGs, Sukhois, Dorniers, Jaguars and Hawks

and has more than 2,000 hours of flying experience. Besides
piloting the mission, the Indian astronaut will have a busy
schedule during his two weeks on ISS. But most of the time, the
four-member crew will be conducting 60 scientific experiments,
seven of which come from India. ISRO's experiments will help
improve our understanding of space and its effects on biology and
micro-gravity. One of the key experiments will investigate the

impact of spaceflight on six varieties of crop seeds.

REV CBSE- TWO EXAMS

The Central Board of Secondary Education (CBSE) today announced
that Class 10 board exams will be held in two terms starting from next
year. According to the new framework, the initial examination will take
place in February which will be compulsory for all students. Meanwhile, the
subsequent examination in May will be optional for those students who
seek to enhance their performance. All passed students will be allowed to
improve their performance in any of the three subjects out of Science,
Mathematics, Social Science and languages. The results for the two phases
will be announced in April and June, respectively.

Union Education Minister lauded this as a much-needed step
and said this will reduce exam stress, provide more flexibility and
foster joyful learning environment. Mr Pradhan noted that this
was a key recommendation of the National Education Policy,
2020, as twice-a-year exams are a student-centric approach,
aligning with global education practices.

This initiative aligns with the NEP 2020, which advocates for the
alleviation of exam-related stress by providing students with a second
opportunity within the same academic year.

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh will attend the SCO Defence
Ministers’ meeting at Qingdao in China today. Mr. Singh reached China
yesterday evening. During the meeting, the Defence Ministers are expected
to discuss a host of issues, including regional and international peace and
security, counter-terrorism efforts and cooperation.

The Defence Minister is expected to highlight the country's vision
towards achieving greater international peace and security, and call for
joint and consistent efforts to eliminate terrorism and extremism in the
region.

On the sidelines of the meeting, the Defence Minister will also hold
bilateral discussions with his counterparts from several participating
countries, including China and Russia.

Current SCO
members include Kazakhstan, China, Kyrgyzstan, Pakistan, Russia,
Tajikistan, Uzbekistan, Iran, Belarus, and India. China holds the Chair of
the SCO for 2025 under the theme “Upholding the Shanghai Spirit: SCO on
the Move.” India continues to attach high importance to the SCO as a
platform for strengthening multilateralism, regional security, economic
cooperation, and people-to-people engagement.

RBI - FDI

Gross foreign direct investment (FDI) inflows into India surged to 8.8
billion dollars in April this year, higher than 5.9 billion dollars in March and
7.2 billion dollars in April 2024. According to the RBI's monthly bulletin,
manufacturing and business services accounted for nearly half of the gross
FDI inflows in April this year. India ranked 16th globally in FDI inflows and
recorded 114 billion dollars in greenfield investment in digital economy
sectors over the last five years (2020-2024), the highest among all
countries in the Global South. Foreign portfolio investment (FPI) recorded
net inflows of 1.7 billion dollars in May 2025, driven by the equity segment.
Equities gained for the third consecutive month as India-Pakistan ceasefire,
US-China trade truce, and better-than-expected corporate earnings results
in 4th Quarter 2024-25 fiscal lifted investor sentiment and spurred portfolio
rebalancing towards Indian assets. Telecommunication, services, and
capital goods emerged as the top recipient sectors. The debt segment,
which had experienced outflows in the previous month, observed a pause
in net withdrawals in May, even as the yield differential between Indian
and US government bonds remained below 2 per cent for most of the
month. Non-Resident Indian (NRI) deposits rose to 165.43 billion dollars
during April this year, up from 164.68 billion dollars in the same month of
the previous year. The build-up in forex reserves also helped to strengthen
the rupee and reflects a strong external balance position, which is sufficient
to finance more than 11 months of the country’s exports.
