Minister of State for External Affairs 
Pabitra Margherita welcomed the group of 285 Indian nationals who 
arrived in New Delhi last night on a special flight from Mashhad of Iran. He 
said that one thousand 713 Indian nationals have been evacuated from 
Iran under Operation Sindhu so far. He informed, that 2 to 3 more flights 
have been scheduled from Iran for the next two days. Mr. Margherita 
added that the Ministry is in constant contact with all Indian nationals 
residing in Iran and Israel.

UN SECRETARY GENERAL 

 United Nations Secretary General Antonio Guterres made an 
impassioned plea for peace during an emergency special session of the 
Security Council at UN Headquarters in New York, urging immediate action 
to de-escalate the crisis in Iran following the US military strikes on the 
Islamic Republic's nuclear facilities. Calling for urgent efforts to prevent 
dangers of retaliation and deeper conflict in the region, Guterres said, we 
cannot - and must not - give up on peace.

 Addressing the session under the agenda item threats to 
international peace and security, he warned that the US's attack on Iran 
was a "perilous turn" to the deteriorating situation in the region. He 
condemned the military escalation, emphasising the dire consequences of a 
potential cycle of retaliation, and stressed the need to protect civilians and 
ensure safe maritime navigation.  
 

DAY IRAN-ISRAEL CONFLICT 

 

The conflict continues between Iran and Israel, as both countries exchange 
missile strikes. Iranian Supreme Leader Ayatollah Ali Khamenei has vowed 
that punishment against Israel will continue, making his first statement 
after the U.S. joined Israeli attacks on Iran. In a social media post, he said 
Israel has made a big mistake. Meanwhile, Iranian authorities stated that 
the military is determining the timing, nature, and scale of its response to 



U.S. strikes on nuclear facilities. Earlier, Iran’s Parliament unanimously 
approved a proposal to close the Strait of Hormuz, one of the world's most 
critical oil and gas shipping routes, in direct retaliation for U.S. airstrikes on 
Iranian nuclear facilities at Fordow, Natanz, and Isfahan. The 
parliamentary decision marks a potentially disastrous escalation. However, 
the final move awaits approval from Iran's Supreme National Security 
Council, which has not yet issued an execution order. Oil prices have 
already begun to spike on international markets, with shipping companies 
placing their fleets on high alert. Analysts predict prices could surge well 
above 100 U.S. dollars per barrel if the blockade proceeds. The Strait of 
Hormuz handles approximately 20 percent of global oil exports and a 
significant share of the world’s liquefied natural gas shipments, making it 
one of the most strategically vital maritime chokepoints globally.

OIL MARKET PRICE SURGE 

 

 Oil prices jumped to a five-month high this morning after the US 
struck Iran's nuclear facilities and Iran's decision to close the Strait of 
Hormuz. The price of the benchmark Brent Crude rose more than 2 
percent, climbing to over 79 dollar a barrel, while the WTI Crude was 
trading near 75 dollar a barrel up by over 2 percent.  Brent crude 
prices surged as much as 5 per cent. However, prices could not sustain at 
those levels and pared the early advance almost immediately. Crude oil 
prices extended gains for a third straight week amid rising geopolitical 
tensions. Closure of the Strait of Hormuz, the world's most critical oil and 
gas shipping route, represents a potentially catastrophic escalation that 
could trigger global economic chaos. Global oil prices have jumped to their 

highest level since January. 

HARDEEP SINGH PURI 

 Petroleum and Natural Gas Minister Hardeep Singh Puri said that the 
government has been closely monitoring the evolving geopolitical situation 
in West Asia since the past two weeks. In a social media post yesterday, 
Mr Puri said that India has diversified its supplies in the past few years and 
a large volume of supplies do not come through the Strait of Hormuz now.  

  



IMD-WEATHER 
 The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to 
very heavy rainfall at isolated places over East Rajasthan and West Madhya 
Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Gujarat, Madhya Maharashtra, 
Nagaland, Manipur, Assam and Bihar today. It also predicted heavy rainfall 
at isolated places over Haryana, Chandigarh, Delhi, Punjab and Uttar 
Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Jharkhand, Kerala and Mahe.  The 
weather agency said, Northwest India can experience light and moderate 
rainfall accompanied with thunderstorms and gusty winds likely over till 
26th June.  Southwest monsoon has further advanced over most parts of 
Himachal Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir, some parts of Punjab and entire 
Ladakh.  
 

KANISHKA BOMBING - JAISHANKAR 
 On the 40th anniversary of the Kanishka bombing today, External 
Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar today paid homage to those who lost their 
lives in the attack, terming it one of the worst acts of terrorism. On this 
day in 1985, Air India Flight 182, en route from Montreal, Canada, to 
London, and then to New Delhi, exploded mid-air over the Atlantic Ocean, 
off the coast of Ireland, as a result of a cowardly act of terror carried out 
by Canada-based Khalistani terrorists. In this attack, 329 innocent 
passengers were killed, including Canadian and other foreign nationals, as 
well as many Indian nationals, including children. Dr. Jaishankar described 
this attack as a stark reminder of why the world must show zero tolerance 
toward terrorism and violent extremism. 
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CRICKET- INDIA-ENGLAND 

 In Cricket Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy, India will resume their second 
innings with 96-run lead on Day 4 at Headingley, Leeds this afternoon. At 
the end of day three's play, which was cut short due to rain, India ended 
with at 90 for 2, with KL Rahul  batting on 47 and skipper Shubman Gill  
batting on 6. Earlier, India kickstarted the final session having secured a 
six-run lead over England, who were bundled out for 465 runs in their first 
innings in reply to Team India's first innings total of 471 runs. Subhman Gill 
hit 147 runs while Rishabh Pant scored 134 to India's big score. Brydon 
Carse and Ben Stokes took one wicket each. For hosts Ollie Pope's 106 



runs and Harry Brook's 99 helped them to be closer to the target.  
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PIB FACT CHECK-US STRIKE 

 The Government has debunked the claims made by several social 
media accounts that Indian Airspace was used by the United States to 
launch aircraft against Iran during Operation Midnight Hammer. The Fact 
Check Unit of Press Information Bureau termed the claim as fake, stressing 
that Indian Airspace was not used by the United States. It said that 
Chairman of Joint Chiefs of Staff of US, General Dan Caine explained the 

routes used by US aircraft during a recent press briefing.  
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
