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Prime Minister Narendra Modi visited the Ahmedabad Civil Hospital in
Gujarat this morning and met those injured in the Air India plane crash
which claimed the lives of 241 people. Later, in a social media post, the
Prime Minister said, the country is devastated by the air tragedy in
Ahmedabad. He said, the loss of so many lives in such a sudden and
heartbreaking manner is beyond words. The Prime Minister also met the
lone survivor of the crash Vishwash Kumar Ramesh, who is a British
national of Indian origin, and is currently undergoing treatment at a local
hospital. Later Mr Ramesh shared the devastating experience with Prasar

Mr Modi also visited the plane crash site and said the scene of
devastation is saddening. Later, Mr Modi held a review meeting in
Ahemdabad. He also met the family members of former Gujarat Cheif
Minister Vijay Rupani, who lost his life in this tragedy. Our correspondent
reports that identified bodies from the plane crash are being handed over
to relatives after post-mortem. So far, four bodies have been handed over
to the family members.

Aircraft Accident Investigation Bureau has initiated formal investigation into
Air India plane crash in Ahmedabad. Civil Aviation Minister Ram Mohan
Naidu said that the investigation will be done in line with international
protocols set by the International Civil Aviation Organization. The Minister
informed that the government is constituting a high-level committee
comprising experts from multiple disciplines to examine the matter in
detail.

Earlier, Air India has confirmed that 241 people on board its London-
bound flight were killed when the aircraft crashed shortly after takeoff from
the Ahmedabad airport yesterday. The dead included several people on the
ground. Former Gujarat Chief Minister and BJP leader Vijay Rupani was
among the dead.

Union Home Minister Minister Amit Shah visited Ahmedabad hours
after the plane crash yesterday. Speaking to the media, Mr Shah said that
the entire nation is shocked by the unfortunate incident, and all citizens of
the country stand in solidarity with the families who have lost their loved
ones in this tragedy.

The Home Minister also confirmed that the Ministry of Civil Aviation
has already initiated a formal investigation into the incident to determine
its cause.

He also visited the Trauma Centre at Ahmedabad Civil Hospital,
where several of the injured are being treated.
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Indian Embassies in Israel and Iran have issued advisories to the
Indian nationals to stay vigilant and adhere to the safety protocols. The
step has been taken in the wake of Israel strike on Iran. In a social media
post, Indian Embassy urged the Indian nationals in both countries to
exercise caution, avoid unnecessary travel within the country and stay



close to safety shelters. It also urged the citizens to follow the Embassy’s
Social Media accounts for further advisories.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall in Karnataka, Kerala, Mahe, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry,
Karaikal, Konkan, Goa, and Maharashtra over the next three days.
Thunderstorms accompanied by lightning and gusty winds, reaching
speeds of up to 60 to 70 kilometres per hour, are also expected at isolated
places in these states. IMD further said that moderate to heavy rainfall is

likely to continue in the northeastern states for the next two to three days.

Meanwhile, heatwave conditions are very likely to persist in Delhi,
Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, and Himachal
Pradesh. IMD also issued a Red Alert for Punjab, Haryana and
Rajasthan, and an Orange Alert for Delhi due to the extreme heat
conditions. IMD has also predicted warm night conditions at isolated
places in Delhi, Punjab, Haryana, and Rajasthan over the next 24 hours.
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
