Due to the torrential monsoon rains over the past 24 hours,
several areas in Himachal Pradesh have witnessed cloudbursts,

flash floods, and landslides, severely affecting normal life. In
Dharamshala, the district headquarters of Kangra, flash floods
occurred in_the Manuni_rivulet in Khaniyara. Several laborers

residing in temporary sheds near the Indira Priyadarshini Hydro
Project were swept away by the floodwaters. So far. two bodies
have been recovered, while six individuals are still missing.

Additionally, one person was seen fleeing into the forest in an
attempt to save his life. The district administration, SDRF, NDRF,

and police are engaged in relief and rescue operations. For safety




reasons, other workers at the power project have been shifted to
safer locations. Meanwhile, in Kullu district, cloudbursts were

reported in four places: Jeevanala in Sainj, Shilagarh in Gadsa, the
Snow Gallery in Manali, and Hornagarh in Banjar. causing

extensive damage. In the flash flood at Jeevanala in Sainj, three
people were swept away, and four houses were completely

damaged. According to the Meteorological Department, the state
