FUR. REV. AIR INDIA CRASH

Aircraft Accident Investigation Bureau (AAIB) has initiated formal
investigation into Air India plane crash in Ahmedabad. Civil Aviation
Minister Ram Mohan Naidu said that the investigation will be done in line



with international protocols set by the International Civil Aviation
Organization. The Minister informed that the government is constituting a
high-level committee comprising experts from multiple disciplines to
examine the matter in detail. The committee will work to strengthen
aviation safety and prevent such incidents in future.

Air India has confirmed that 241 people on board its London-bound
flight were killed when the aircraft crashed shortly after takeoff from the
Ahmedabad airport yesterday. The Boeing 787-8 aircraft was carrying 242
passengers and crew members. The passengers comprised 169 Indian
nationals, 53 British nationals, seven Portuguese nationals and one
Canadian national. The dead included several people on the ground.
Former Gujarat Chief Minister and BJP leader Vijay Rupani was among the
dead. One passenger identified as Vishwash Kumar Ramesh survived the
crash. According to Air India, of the 230 passengers, 169 were Indians, 53
British, seven Portuguese and one Canadian. The other 12 people on board
were two pilots and 10 crew members. The pilot of the plane issued a
'Mayday' distress call, denoting a full emergency, soon after takeoff at 1.39
pm. The ill-fated flight was under the command of Capt Sumeet Sabharwal
along with First Officer Clive Kundar. While Sabharwal has 8,200 hours of
flying experience, Kundar 1,100 hours. Aircraft maker Boeing said in a
statement that it is in contact with Air India and stands ready to offer any
support to the Tata-owned airline. Shares of Boeing fell more than 4
percent yesterday after Air India plane crash. The plane involved was a
Boeing 787-8 Dreamliner, delivered to Air India in 2014.

Tata Group Chairman N Chandrasekaran has announced that
the company will provide one crore rupees to the families of each
person who lost their life in the tragic crash. He also said that the
Tata Group will cover the medical expenses of those who were
injured and ensure they receive full care and support. He added
that the Tata Group will also help build a new hostel at B] Medical
College as part of its support efforts.

Union Home Minister Minister Amit Shah visited Ahmedabad hours
after the plane crash yesterday. He also held a meeting with Civil Aviation
Minister Ram Mohan Naidu, Gujarat Chief Minister Bhupendra Patel, and
senior officials to review the relief and rescue operations. Speaking to the
media after the meeting, Mr Shah said that the entire nation is shocked by
the unfortunate incident, and all citizens of the country stand in solidarity



with the families who have lost their loved ones in this tragedy. He also
confirmed that the Ministry of Civil Aviation has already initiated a formal
investigation into the incident to determine its cause.

The Home Minister also visited the Trauma Centre at Ahmedabad
Civil Hospital, where several of the injured are being treated. He reviewed
the medical arrangements and interacted with doctors and officials
overseeing emergency care.

NIA - SEARCHES

National Investigation Agency (NIA) has conducted searches at
multiple locations in Punjab and Haryana related to the Babbar Khalsa
International (BKI) terror organization, in connection with the Amritsar
Police Post grenade attack case.

In a statement, the NIA informed that a total of 15 locations were
searched across Amritsar, Tarn Taran, Ferozepur, Pathankot, Kapurthala,
and Rupnagar districts in Punjab, as well as in Sirsa, Haryana yesterday.

During the searches, several incriminating materials, including mobile
phones, digital devices, and documents, were seized. These are being
examined for further clues related to the BKI terror syndicate.

The grenade attack on Police Chowki Gumtala under Police Station
Cantonment was part of a series of similar attacks carried out by BKI
operatives targeting law enforcement establishments in the two northern
states. The attack was claimed by Happy Passian, a foreign-based
operative of the proscribed BKI.

The NIA further informed that investigations revealed that the
grenade, along with the funding for the terror attack, were provided by
Sarwan Singh to the perpetrators, Bagga Singh and Mandeep Singh. Bagga
was arrested by Punjab Police in February this year, which initially
investigated the case. Mandeep Singh, however, remains absconding.

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IMD - WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall in Karnataka, Kerala, Mahe, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry,
Karaikal, Konkan, Goa, and Maharashtra over the next three days.
Thunderstorms accompanied by lightning and gusty winds, reaching
speeds of up to 60 to 70 kilometres per hour, are also expected at isolated
places in these states. IMD further said that moderate to heavy rainfall is

likely to continue in the northeastern states for the next two to three days.

Meanwhile, heatwave conditions are very likely to persist in Delhi,
Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh, Rajasthan, Uttar Pradesh, and Himachal
Pradesh. The IMD has also predicted warm night conditions at isolated
places in Delhi, Punjab, Haryana, and Rajasthan over the next 24 hours.

TRMUP-PLANE CRASH

US President Donald Trump has described the Air India plane crash in
Ahmedabad as a terrible tragedy and extended his condolences while
offering support to the authorities.

President Trump mentioned that the United States is ready to assist
in any way possible, emphasizing that while India is a strong country
capable of handling the situation, the US is prepared to help immediately if



needed.

The US president also noted the scale of the tragedy, stating that
most of the passengers are presumed dead, though there may be a couple
of survivors but nobody has any idea at this point. He explained that,
before the crash, the plane appeared to be flying normally, with no signs of
an explosion, suggesting that the engines may have lost power.

President Trump called the crash one of the worst in aviation history,
expressing his sorrow over the magnitude of the incident.
