UGC - RAGGING

The University Grants Commission (UGC) has issued a notice to 89
institutions across the country, including four IITs, three IIMs, and Aligarh
Muslim University, for failing to comply with anti-ragging regulations. As
per the UGC Regulations on Ragging, 2009, every institution affiliated with
UGC is required to submit Compliance Undertaking and Anti-Ragging
undertakings from students. According to the notice, these institutions
have not submitted the mandatory Anti-Ragging undertakings from
students and the compliance undertakings from institutions, despite
repeated advisories and follow-up calls. Compliance with the UGC
Regulation on Ragging, 2009 is mandatory for all Higher Education
Institutions (HEIs). Non-compliance not only breaches UGC guidelines but
also endangers student safety, especially amid rising concerns regarding
ragging-related distress and hostile campus environments. The four IITs
named in the defaulters' list include IIT Bombay, IIT Kharagpur, IIT
Palakkad, and IIT Hyderabad. The IIMs include IIM Bombay, IIM Rohtak,
and IIM Tiruchirappalli. Other notable institutions cited for non-compliance
are AIIMS Raebareli and the National Institutes of Design in Delhi, Andhra
Pradesh, and Haryana.

JAISHANKAR - US VISIT

The exhibition will highlight the devastating impact of terrorist acts
worldwide, as well as the steps taken by the international community to
combat terrorism. The event comes just a day before Pakistan assumes the
rotating presidency of the UN Security Council.

RAILWAY - RESERVATION CHART

Railway Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw has directed the railway board to
initiate the implementation of preparing reservation charts eight hours prior
to train departure in a phased manner. This move will reduce uncertainties
for passengers with waitlist tickets. It will also provide more time to make
alternative arrangements in case the wait list is not confirmed. For trains
departing before 2:00 PM in the afternoon, the chart should be prepared
the previous day at 9:00 PM itself. Mr Vaishnaw emphasized that the
ticketing system should be smart, transparent, accessible, and efficient.

Railways is undertaking a series of steps to make ticket booking
easier. The new upgraded Modern Passenger Reservation System is
designed to handle ten times the current load. The Railways Ministry said,
the new Reservation System is capable of generating over one lakh 50
thousand rail tickets per minute, which is about five times the current
capacity of 32 thousand tickets. The Ministry said, the new Passenger
Reservation System will be ready by the end of this year. The ticket
enquiry capacity will also jump ten times, from four lakh in a minute time
to over 40 lakh enquiries every minute.

Indian Railways will allow only authenticated users to book Tatkal
tickets on IRCTC website and mobile app beginning 1st of next month. The
OTP-based authentication will be done for Tatkal bookings from the end of
July this year. The Railways Minister has instructed officials to broadbase
the authentication mechanism for Tatkal bookings. Mr Vaishnaw said, the
authentication should be done using Aadhaar or any other verifiable
Government ID available in the user’s DigiLocker account.

MONSOON-ENTIRE COUNTRY

The monsoon has covered the entire country today, nine days before
the normal date. Heavy to very heavy rainfall activity is likely to continue
over many parts of Jharkhand, Odisha, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh,
Chhattisgarh, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Uttar Pradesh, Goa, Gujarat
and Northeast India during next seven days.

Talking to Akashvani News, Director General of India Meteorological
Department, IMD, Mrutyunjay Mohapatra said, the southwest monsoon has
covered the entire country against the expected date of 8th of July.

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REV. BADMINTON - US OPEN

In Badminton, 20-year-old Ayush Shetty made history by becoming
the first Indian to win a BWF World Tour title this season by clinching the
US Open 2025. Ayush capped off his dream run with a commanding 21-18,
21-13 victory over Canada's Brian Yang in the final. Playing with confidence
and precision, Shetty dominated the match, keeping the Canadian shuttler
on the backfoot from the outset. His triumph in the final came on the heels
of an electrifying semifinal performance, where he pulled off a massive
upset by defeating World No. 6 Chou Tien Chen. With this title, Shetty not
only opens his BWF World Tour account but also delivers India its first
men’s singles title on the BWF Tour on foreign soil since the Canada Open
2023.

However, in the women's singles, Tanvi Sharma’s remarkable run
ended with a runner-up finish after a hard-fought three-game battle
against top seed Beiwen Zhang, which she lost 11-21, 21-16, 10-21 in 46
minutes. The unseeded 16-year-old, playing in her first BWF World Tour
final, showed great promise but faded in the decider after forcing a third
game

WOMEN'S FIH HOCKEY

In the FIH Pro League, the Indian women's hockey team suffered
their eighth consecutive defeat, losing 2-3 to China in Berlin last night.
India took an early lead through Sunelita Toppa in the 9th minute, and
Rutuja Dadaso Pisal added a second goal in the 38th minute from a set
piece. However, China responded strongly, with Zhang Ying converting two
penalty corners and Xu Wenyu scoring from another set piece to seal the
win for China. With this defeat, India finished at the bottom of the nine-
team standings, earning just 10 points from 16 matches. The Indian team
will have to win the next edition of the FIH Nations Cup in order to return
to the Pro League for the 2026-27 edition.
