Reserve Bank of India’s Monetary Policy Committee (MPC) meeting
began today to decide on the repo rate cut. Chaired by RBI Governor
Sanjay Malhotra, the committee’s decision will be announced on Friday.
According to economists and industry experts, the Central Bank is likely to
go for a third 25 basis point cut in the repo rate to 5.75 per cent. A new
SBI report has even projected a mega 50-basis point rate cut in June’s RBI
MPC policy. The Reserve Bank has already reduced the repo rate by 50
basis points in the previous two monetary policy reviews, lowering it to 6
per cent.

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ASSAM-FLOOD

In Assam, flood situation continued to remain grim, affecting over 6
lakh 30 thousand people in 21 districts, with the death toll rising to 12 in
the state.

The
Indian Meteorological Department has warned of continued heavy to very
heavy rainfall at isolated places in the districts of Dhubri, South Salmara
Mankachar, Goalpara, Dima Hasao, West Karbi Anglong, Lakhimpur,
Demaji ,Cachar, Hailakandi and Kokrajhar districts. Meanwhile, Nagaon
district administration has imposed several restrictions, including a speed
limit of 40 kilometer per hour, along the entire stretch of national highway
715 passing through the Kaziranga National Park.
