The station is
envisioned as a vital platform for local expression, knowledge sharing, and
the preservation of cultural heritage. Its broadcasts will include
programmes on education, environment, weather, entertainment,
employment, disaster preparedness, tourism, health, and traditional arts.
In his inaugural podcast, the Army Chief said Ibex Tarana is not just a
radio station but a powerful medium to amplify the voice of youth. He
added that it will bring the community together, promote local talent, and
reconnect people with their cultural roots. He also felicitated distinguished
veterans with the Veterans Achievement Award in recognition of their
outstanding contributions to nation-building and social development.

EVE EAM - EUROPE VISIT

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar is on a seven-day official visit to
France, European Union and Belgium from today. During his France visit,
the External Affairs Minister will hold bilateral discussions with his
counterpart, Minister for Europe and Foreign Affairs of France, Jean Noel
Barrot. He will also engage with the senior leadership of France, and
interact with think tanks and media. Dr Jaishnakar would also participate in
the inaugural Mediterranean Raisina Dialogue. Meanwhile, during his EU
visit, Dr Jaishankar will hold a strategic dialogue with the EU High
Representative and Vice President, Kaja Kallas. He will also engage with
the senior leadership from the European Commission and the European
Parliament. During his visit to Belgium, the Minister will hold bilateral
consultations with the Deputy Prime Minister and Foreign Minister of
Belgium, Maxime Prevot and also meet the senior leadership of Belgium.
He will also interact with the members of the Indian community. The
External Affairs Ministry in a statement said that the visit is expected to
further deepen India’s friendly relations with the European Union, France
and Belgium, giving renewed momentum to ongoing cooperation in diverse
areas.

ECI-RAHUL GANDHI: The Election Commission of India (ECI) has
responded to Congress leader Rahul Gandhi's allegations, stating that he
has criticized the Booth Level Agents and Polling Agents appointed by his



own party in Maharashtra. The ECI said that as per instructions of the
Commission, the CCTV footages of polling stations can always be
scrutinised by the competent High court in any election petition.The ECI
has questioned Rahul Gandhi's intentions behind seeking CCTV footage of
polling stations, which could invade voters' privacy. The Commission has
noted that Rahul Gandhi has neither written any letter to them nor sought
any time for a meeting. ECI said that it will respond formally only when
Rahul Gandhi writes to them, following due procedure.

REV. AKASHVANI 90 YEARS: Akashvani celebrates its 90 years today.
This day, on June 8" 1936, the Indian State Broadcasting Service was
renamed All India Radio (AIR). This red letter day marks a special moment
in the cultural, information and broadcasting history of the country, where
a voice was born that would echo through generations. On June 7™ 1936,
the front page of The Indian Listener, the then official magazine of All
India Radio announced AIR to the world and inscribed a day before the
magic began. A moment frozen in time. A legacy that lives on. The humble
Delhi Station of Akashvani became a centre where voices found wings and
history found a mic. From these quiet walls emerged echoes that shaped a
nation that has since remained timeless, soulful and unforgettable. Post-
independence, AIR expanded rapidly, adopting the name "Akashvani" in
1956. Today, Akashvani operates 591 stations, reaching 98 percent of
India's population, broadcasting in 23 languages and 146 dialects.
Akashvani’s External Services Division broadcasts to over 100 countries,
projecting India's voice globally and connecting with the diaspora. Living
up to its noble ideals of “Bahujan Hitaya, Bahujan Sukhaya”, the News

NIA MANIPUR ARREST: National Investigation Agency, NIA has arrested
three insurgents in a case related to a deadly attack on security forces that
killed two police commandos and injured several others in Manipur last
year. The three men, along with their associates, had planned, conspired
and executed the attack on an Indian Reserve Battalion post and security
forces in Moreh on 17th January last year. Among the arrested accused is
Thangminlen Mate, a resident of Tengnoupal district and member of the



Kuki Inpi Tengnoupal insurgent group. He had played a key role in
orchestrating and carrying out the attack. He was apprehended on 19th
May in Silchar, Assam and produced before the NIA Court in Guwahati. He
was remanded to custody until 28th May. He is currently lodged in Central
Jail, Guwahati, under judicial custody. The other accused are Kamginthang
Gangte who is a member of the Kuki National Army and Hentinthang
Kipgen who is associated with the Village Volunteers group in
Churachandpur district. They were arrested from Imphal on 6th June. They
were presented before the Duty Magistrate, who granted a transit remand
until 9th June for their transfer to the NIA Special Court in Guwahati. NIA
is continuing its investigations and search for the other perpetrators of the
attack in the case.

REV. LA- RIOT: US President Donald Trump has ordered the deployment
of 2,000 National Guard troops in Los Angeles to help manage the unrest
over raids on undocumented migrants. The city saw a second day of unrest
last night as residents of a predominantly Latino district clashed with
Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) federal agents. As many as
118 arrests were made in Los Angeles this week as a result of ICE
operations. President Trump praised the National Guard’s role in
restoring order following two days of violence and protests. In a
social media post, he stated that the Radical Left protests, driven
by instigators and often paid troublemakers, would not be
tolerated. He also announced that, going forward, masks would
no longer be allowed at protests.

EVE. FRENCH OPEN TENNIS: In the French Open Tennis 2025, second-
seed Italian pair Sara Errani and Jasmine Paolini have won the Women's
Doubles crown. The pair defeated Kazakhstan’s Anna Danilina paired with
Serbia’s Aleksandra Krunic 6-4, 2-6, 6-1 for the title in the final today. In
the Men's Singles, defending champion Carlos Alcaraz will face World No 1
Jannik Sinner for the crown later today. Alcaraz outlasted Lorenzo Musetti
who had to retire with a leg injury in their semifinal clash, while Sinner
whizzed past Novak Djokovic in straight sets.
