1PM-ADB PREZ MEET: Prime Minister Narendra Modi today met with President 
of Asian Development Bank Masato Kanda in New Delhi. In a social media post, 
the Prime Minister said that India’s rapid transformation over the last decade has 
empowered countless people and we are working to add further momentum in 
this journey. During the meeting, both sides shared perspectives on a wide range 
of issues. Mr Kanda conveyed that ADB will direct 10 billion dollars, including 
third-party capital, over the next five years into municipal infrastructure 
development, extending metro networks, building new Regional Rapid Transit 
System corridors, and modernizing city services. Sharing this information on 
social media, Mr Kanda said, Viksit Bharat 2047 vision is bold, and ADB is 



supporting that ambition. Noting that India is a steadfast partner of ADB, he 
emphasised that by scaling up public and private sector finance, deepening 
knowledge collaboration, and mobilizing capital, ADB stands ready to support 
India’s drive to become a developed nation by 2047. He added that it is ready to 
deliver inclusive, resilient, and sustainable growth for its 1.4 billion people. 
 
FURTHER REV. EVE AMIT SHAH WB: Union Home Minister Amit Shah today 
claimed that the Bharatiya Janata Party is aiming to form the next government in 
2026 assembly elections in West Bengal. Addressing a rally at Netaji Indoor 
Stadium in Kolkata, Mr. Shah  strongly criticized the Trinamool Congress 
government in the State and pointed to the post-poll violence, infiltration from 
across borders, corruption, and a rise in crimes against women as signs of 
administrative failure. He alleged that the state government had failed to uphold 
democracy and raised concerns over the deaths of several BJP workers since the 
last assembly elections. Without naming specific incidents, Mr. Amit Shah 
accused the TMC of undermining national security and refered to recent 
controversies surrounding central military operations that drew opposition from 
the Bengal leadership. He felt that such positions reflected insensitivity to both 
national pride and the sentiments of the citizens. The speech is seen as start in 
the BJP’s early campaign for 2026, particularly as the party intensifies its focus 
on regions like North Bengal where it has seen past electoral gains. 
GOYAL FRANCE VISIT: Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal 
commenced his three-day official visit to France today. The visit reflects India’s 
continued commitment to deepening strategic and economic ties with key 
European partners and advancing a shared vision for resilient and inclusive 
global growth. During his engagements in France, Mr Goyal is scheduled to hold 
bilateral meetings with French Ministers, including Minister of Economy, Eric 
Lombard and French Trade Minister, Laurent Saint-Martin. The discussions will 
focus on strengthening the Indo-French economic partnership and exploring new 
avenues for enhancing trade and investment cooperation. As part of the high-
level visit to France, a comprehensive agenda of strategic business meetings and 
engagements has been scheduled - with top leadership of major French 
companies. The visit will feature the India-France Business Round Table and the 
India-France CEO Forum, fostering dialogue between leading industry 
stakeholders from both countries. During his stay, the Minister will also 
participate in the informal gathering of WTO Ministers on the margins of the 
OECD Ministerial Council Meeting. At this crucial forum, he will engage with 
global counterparts on key multilateral trade issues and articulate the 
perspectives and priorities of India. 



 
AMIT SHAH-NE CMs: Union Home Minister Amit Shah has reached out to 
the Chief Ministers of four northeastern states-Assam, Manipur, Sikkim, and 
Arunachal Pradesh - offering full support as the region battles severe floods 
and landslides caused by heavy monsoon rains. Mr. Shah personally spoke 
with the state leaders today, promising that the central government would 
provide all necessary help. He said, the Modi government stands like a rock 
in support of the people of the Northeast. Assam Chief Minister Himanta 
Biswa Sarma confirmed the conversation and thanked Shah for his concern 
and immediate assistance offer. Rescue teams, including the NDRF, SDRF, 
fire services, and local authorities, are working around the clock to help 
those affected. With more rain expected, officials are on high alert and 
continuing efforts to reduce damage and deliver relief. Six northeastern states 
have been hit hard by moderate to heavy rain triggered by the depression in Bay of 
Bengal. Officials have confirmed that heavy rain-induced landslides, house collapse and 
drowning claimed 27 lives since yesterday. The Meteorological Department has forecast 
heavy rainfall over Northeast India during the next 7 days.  
          Out of 27 victims, nine died in Arunachal Pradesh, six in Meghalaya, five each in 
Assam and Mizoram, and one each in Tripura and Nagaland.  
  
REV. DANISH OP. SINDOOR: India's firm and resolute crackdown on cross-
border terrorism, in response to the barbaric and savage terror attack in Jammu 
and Kashmir's Pahalgam, won it global praise. Denmark's top diplomat became 
the latest proponent of India's war against terror. Freddy Svane, the former 
Danish Ambassador to India, described Prime Minister Narendra Modi as the true 
defender of India and also welcomed India's diplomatic offensive to expose 
Pakistan globally. Svane, in an interview with a news agency,  said, India has 
shown that it has grown as a global and very, very important player and that it 
can take action. He also lauded India's diplomatic push, in the wake of Operation 
Sindoor, to name and shame Pakistan globally for its brazen support to terrorists 
and said that the move to all-party delegations to various parts of the world will 
surely achieve its purpose.        The ex-envoy to India also slammed Pakistan for 
its constant abetment and instigation of terror on foreign soil, including India and 
said that it was important for all countries of the world to speak in one voice 
against it. He advocated the international community to take a strong action 
against Pakistan, including by putting the country back on the grey list of the 
Financial Action Task Force (FATF) for its continuous involvement in terror 
financing and backing global terror outfits.      <<<>>> 
 



GST MAY: India’s gross Goods and Services Tax, or GST, collection crossed the 
2 lakh crore rupees mark for the second consecutive month in May. According to 
data released by the Union Ministry of Finance, gross GST collection in May stood 
at 2.01 lakh crore rupees, which is 16.4 percent higher in comparison to 1.72 
lakh crore rupees collected in May 2024. In April 2025, India’s GST collections 
surged 12.6 percent to an all-time high of 2.37 lakh crore rupees. The year-on-
year growth in May was driven by a 25.2 percent jump in GST collected from 
imports and a 13.7 percent rise from domestic transactions. Gross GST revenue 
from imports was 51,266 crore rupees, while domestic sources contributed 1.50 
lakh crore rupees. After refunds, net GST revenue for May was 1.74 lakh crore, 
which is 20.4% higher in comparison to 1.44 lakh crore rupees collected in May 
2024. Total refunds for the month was 27,210 crore rupees, down 4 percent 
year-on-year. 
 
IMD-RAINFALL 
        Rainfall lashed several parts of the National Capital in the evening, 
bringing much needed relief from the heat. Meanwhile, the India 
Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall over 
Northeast India during the next five days. The Met Department also 
predicted heavy rainfall accompanied by thunderstorms, gusty winds and 
lightning in Southern Peninsular India over Kerala, Mahe and Karnataka till 
Wednesday. Similar conditions are predicted over Jammu, Kashmir, 
Ladakh, Gilgit, Baltistan, Muzaffarabad, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, 
Punjab, Haryana, Chandigarh and Delhi till Wednesday. In Central and 
Eastern India, light to moderate rainfall is forcast over Sub-Himalayan West 
Bengal and Sikkim during the week. The IMD also predicted dust storm 
conditions over West Rajasthan for next three days. 
The International Crimes Tribunal, Bangladesh chapter today issued warrants for the 
arrest of former Bangladesh Prime Minister, Sheikh Hasina and former Home Minister 
Asaduzzaman Khan Kamal in a case filed over alleged crimes against humanity during 
the July-August mass uprising. A three-member ICT bench passed the order after 
accepting the charges against them including former General of Police.  
 UTTARAKHAND – VALLEY: The Valley of Flowers National Park, a UNESCO 
World Heritage Site located in the high Himalayan valleys of Chamoli district of 
Uttarakhand, has been opened to tourists and nature lovers from today. On the 
opening day of the Valley of Flowers, 49 tourists visited this breathtaking 
destination. Entry permits are now available both offline and online. Visitors can 
make advance bookings through the official website of the Valley of Flowers 
National Park. Declared a World Natural Heritage site by UNESCO, the valley is 
renowned for its Himalayan biodiversity, rare alpine flowers, and valuable 



medicinal herbs. Each year, thousands of tourists come to witness the vibrant 
display of multi-colored flowers in full bloom. The valley was discovered by 
British mountaineer and botanist Frank Smythe.

        In French Open Tennis, Men's Doubles third round match of star 
Indian player Yuki Bhambri and his American partner Robert 
Galloway against the American pair of Evan King and Christian 
Harrison is underway.  
        In another Men's Doubles third round match, Indian-Czech 
duo Rohan Bopanna and Adam Pavlásek bowed out of the 
tournament. They lost against British-Finnish pair of Henry Patten 
and Harri Heliövaara 2-6, 6-7.  In Women's singles fourth round, 
match between Polish tennis player, defending champion, Iga 
Swiatek and former Wimbledon winner Elena Rybakina of 
Kazakhstan is also underway.        
        In Men's Singles today, defending champion, Spanish professional, 
Carlos Alcaraz will face off against big-hitting Ben Shelton of America in 
fourth round match. ICC NEW PLAYING CONDITIONS: The International 
Cricket Council will implement new playing conditions starting with immediate 
effect for Test matches in June and for white-ball games from July. A key change 
is the phasing out of the second new ball in ODIs. Currently, two new balls are 
used per innings in 50-over matches. Under the revised rules, two balls will be 
used until the 34th over, after which the fielding side will choose one to finish 
the innings. In matches reduced to 25 overs or less per side before the first 
innings starts, only one new ball will be used per team. The updated playing 
conditions also introduce changes to concussion replacements. Teams must now 
name five designated substitutes before the match, one each for wicket keeping, 
batting, seam bowling, spin bowling, and all-rounder roles.
