Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that India's aviation sector is a key
player in the global air transport industry, and today it is filled with self-
confidence. Addressing the International Air Transport Association, IATA's
81st Annual General Meeting at Bharat Mandapam in New Delhi today, the
Prime Minister said that India is emerging as a leading force in the Global
Space-Aviation convergence. Mr Modi said that the success of the UDAN
scheme is a golden chapter in Indian civil aviation, and now India has
become the world's third-largest domestic aviation market. He added that
India is not just a huge market in the global aviation ecosystem but it is
also the symbol of policy leadership, innovation and inclusive development.
Speaking on the occasion, Civil Aviation Minister K Ram Mohan Naidu
said that the government is committed to develop 50 more airports in the
next five years in the country. He said, the number of airports, which was
only 74 in the country in 2014, has now gone up to 162, including 33
international airports. Mr Naidu said, this reflects a doubling of aviation
infrastructure at an exponential pace, with the building of about eight
airports annually. The Minister added that till April this year, India's
domestic air traffic grew by 10 percent outpacing the global rate of 8
percent. He credited the UDAN scheme for this growth.



The International Air Transport Association event, which commenced
yesterday, will culminate tomorrow. The World Air Transport Summit will
focus on key issues facing the aviation industry, including the economics of
the airline industry, air connectivity, energy security, sustainable aviation
fuel production, financing decarbonization, and innovations, among others.

During the event, leaders from around the world will get to witness
India's remarkable transformation in the aviation landscape and its
contribution to the country's socio-economic development. The last annual
general meeting of IATA was held 42 years ago in 1983.

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India’s coal production and dispatch witnessed steady growth in May

of Coal said that the overall coal production in country during May 2025
reached 86.24 metric ton (MT) marking an increase over the 83.96 MT
produced in the corresponding period of the previous year. It further stated
that production from captive or commercial mines during last month stood
at 16.93 MT, registering a significant rise from 13.83 MT recorded during
the same period last year. This surge highlights the growing contribution of
captive or commercial mining to country’s overall coal output.

Meanwhile, as on 31st of May, 2025, the coal stock held by coal
companies witnessed a remarkable growth of 29.18 per cent, reaching

KUMARASWAMY-EV SCHEME
Government has notified the guidelines for a scheme to promote



manufacturing of electric passenger cars in the country, Heavy Industries
Minister H.D Kumaraswamy today informed this while briefing the media in
New Delhi. The Minister said that India is offering low import tax which is
15 percent on electric cars worth atleast 35 thousand dollars to attract big
international car brands. He added that this benefit is only available if the
companies agree to invest and manufacture electric vehicles in the country.
Mr. Kumaraswamy said that approved applicants would be required to
make a minimum investment of 4 thousand 150 crore rupees in line with
the provision of the scheme. The Minister said that Until now, Mercedes-
Benz, Kia, Hyundai and Skoda have shown interest in the scheme. On
Tesla , the minister said that Tesla has only shown interest in opening

showrooms in the country.
