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The Directorate General of Civil Aviation reviewed operations of Air India
and Air India Express in a high-level meeting held in New Delhi yesterday.
The Directorate raised concerns regarding recent maintenance-related
issues reported by Air India. The airline was advised to strengthen internal
coordination across engineering, operations, ground handling units and
ensure availability of adequate spares to mitigate passenger delays
resulting from such issues and strictly adhere to regulations.

The regulator also reviewed recent operational data for Air India’s wide-
body operations, with specific attention to the Boeing 787 fleet. In a
statement, the DGCA said that the recent surveillance conducted on Air
India’s Boeing 787 fleet did not reveal any major safety concerns.
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The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast extremely
heavy rainfall at isolated places over Meghalaya, Gangetic West Bengal,
Jharkhand, and Odisha today. Parts of Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Coastal
Karnataka, Gujarat, Konkan and Goa, Madhya Maharashtra, and north-
eastern states are also likely to witness heavy rainfall during the next 2-3
days. IMD further predicted thundersquall in parts of Madhya Pradesh
today.

Meanwhile, rain lashed in Delhi-NCR last evening, bringing much-
needed respite from the scorching summer heat. The National Capital and
adjoining NCR region are expected to experience light to moderate rainfall
till Saturday. The MeT Department has issued a yellow alert for moderate
rainfall and thunderstorms across the region for the next five days.
