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MON PM- DELEGATION MEET: Prime Minister Narendra Modi said that

Members shared their experience with the prime
minister, with the central government having already praised the work of
the seven delegations comprising over 50 persons, mostly current MPs.
Congress MP Shashi Tharoor, who led the delegation to the Americas,
praised the Prime Minister Modi for giving an opportunity in the service of
nation. Shiv Sena's Shrikant Shinde also thanked the Prime Minister and
said the delegation apprised him of the overwhelming support extended
by these friendly nations for India's resolute fight against terrorism and
India's unwavering commitment to global peace,” Meanwhile, External
Affairs Minister S Jaishankar has already met the delegations of former
parliamentarians and ex-diplomats and lauded their efforts in conveying
India's strong stand against Pakistan-sponsored terrorism.

REV.RAJNATH SINGH-DEFENCE PRODUCTION: Defence Minister

Rajnath Singh said that the government has set a target of 3 lakh crore
rupees defence production by 2029. Addressing an event on the topic
‘National Security & Terrorism’, organised in Dehradun, Uttarakhand, Mr
Rajnath Singh added that the country's exports in the sector will be
reached 50,000 crore by that time. The Defence Minister underlined that
the annual defence production, which was around 40,000 crore rupees in
2014, has crossed the record figure of 1.30 lakh rupees crore today. He
further added that government has set a target of 1.75 lakh crore defence
production by this year. The Minister said the defence exports have
skyrocketed to 23,622 crore rupees in the financial year 2024-25 and



Made-in-India defence products are being exported to nearly 100
countries. Highlighting the strategy adopted by the government to deal
with terrorism and strengthen national security, Mr Singh said the defence
sector has emerged as one of the strongest pillars of Aatmanirbhar Bharat
and the weapons and platforms used during Operation Sindoor were made
in India. He also said today, India is not only protecting its borders, but
also creating a system which is making us strategically, economically and
technically strong. Defence Minister added that earlier, India was
completely dependent on foreign defence equipment, but today India is
rapidly becoming self-reliant in defence sector. Talking about the defence
capabilities, the Minister said Indian armed forces use state-of-the-art
weapons, missiles, tanks , and platforms manufactured within the country.
He said indigenous missiles such as Agni, Prithvi and BrahMos stand ready
to give a befitting reply to the enemy.

SHAH- FLOOD PREPAREDNESS

Union Home Minister Amit Shah chaired a high level meeting in New
Delhi to review the preparedness of flood management in the country. In
the meeting, Mr Shah reviewed the long-term measures being taken to
mitigate the menace of floods in the country and the steps taken on the
decisions made in the meeting held last year. In a statement yesterday,
the Home Ministry said that Mr Shah discussed the new technologies
adopted by all agencies for flood management and expansion of their
network in the meeting. Mr Shah also that under the leadership of Prime
Minister Narendra Modi, India’s Disaster management is moving forward
with a Zero Casualty Approach. He directed National Disaster Management
Authority (NDMA) to coordinate with the State Disaster Management
Authorities (SDMAs) and District Disaster Management Authorities (DDMAS)
for ensuring dissemination of Early Warning alerts to the grassroots level.
He asked NDMA and NDRF to work towards efficient flood management in
full coordination with the states. Mr Shah also emphasized on maximum
use of space technology by various central agencies for flood control and
water management. Referring to the increasing incidence of flooding in
urban areas, Mr Shah directed all central agencies to take necessary, timely
action for flood control in these cities and prepare a comprehensive plan
for flood management in big cities.

India's senior men's football team lost 0-1 to hosts Hong Kong in a crucial
AFC Asian Cup qualifier in Kowloon last evening. Hong Kong's Stefan
Pereira scored in injury time in the 94th minute to secure the win. The
defeat jeopardises India's chances of qualifying for the 2027 Asian Cup in
Saudi Arabia and could see them drop to 133rd in the FIFA rankings.In
another Group C action, Singapore beat Bangladesh 2-1 to top the table,
while Hong Kong moved into second. With one point, India sits at the
bottom, and only the group winner will qualify for the 2027 AFC Asian Cup.
India had previously played out a goalless draw against Bangladesh.
