Speaking after inaugurating the two day “Next-Gen Geophysics 2025:
Unlocking Earth’s Hidden Treasures” conference at Geological Survey of
India Training Institute (GSITI) in Hyderabad today, the Union Minister
highlighted key initiatives, including establishment of the National Landslide
Forecasting Centre and an MoU with Italy to enhance disaster
preparedness. The minister praised GSI's 175-year legacy and urged
geoscientists to adopt cutting-edge tools like AI and quantum computing
for precise exploration. He cited the 10,300 crore rupees India Al Mission
and 6,000 crore rupees National Quantum Mission as catalysts for
innovation. Malkajgiri MP Eatala Rajender also spoke. Earlier in the day,
Kishan Reddy and Rajender inaugurated two new hydrostatic drill rigs and
the next-gen geophysics expo pavilion, which showcased advanced
geophysical tools and Alenabled exploration technologies.

ICRISAT: In a landmark achievement, scientists at the International Crops
Research Institute for the Semi-Arid Tropics (ICRISAT) have developed
ICPV 25444—the world’s first extreme heat-tolerant pigeonpea variety.



Developed using the institute’s groundbreaking speed-breeding protocol,
this cultivar(Cultivated variety) matures in just 125 days and can thrive in
temperatures as high as 45 degrees celsius. The photo- and thermo-
insensitive cultivar has been successfully tested in Karnataka, Odisha, and
Telangana, yielding up to 2 tons per hectare. This innovation marks a
turning point in pulse cultivation, enabling pigeonpea to be grown even in
the scorching summer, beyond the traditional kharif season. Talking to the
media during the field visit today, Dr Himanshu Pathak, Director General,
ICRISAT said the breakthrough is a shining example of how science, driven
by urgency and purpose, can transform farming and address pulse
shortages and climate challenges. PTC/SR

X's Axiom -4 mission tomorrow evening for a two week stay on the
International Space Station.
