the 72nd edition of the Miss World pageant held in Hyderabad last night. 
Ethiopia's Hasset Dereje Admassu stood first runner up and Poland's Maja 
Klajda was declared second runner up. The 22-year-old from Phuket stood 

out with her confidence, grace and commitment to women’s health 
awareness. She was honoured with the crown after an intense competition 

featuring over 100 contestants from across the world. Contestants from 

Martinique, Ethiopia, Poland and Thailand were the final contestants. 

Eminent actor Sonu Sood has been honoured with Miss World 
Humanitarian award for his philanthropic activities. 
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NAGALAND 
 

In a major political development in Nagaland, all seven MLAs of Nationalist 

Congress Party (NCP) have joined ruling Nationalist Democratic Progressive 
Party (NDPP), raising the NDPP's strength to 32 in the 60-member state 

assembly. Speaker Sharingain Longkumer that the seven MLAs presented 
themselves and submitted formal letters, stating their decision to merge 
with the NDPP. The Speaker noted that the merger met all constitutional 

and procedural requirements.  
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INDIAN ARMY 

 

The Indian Army is conducting trials of next-generation defence 
technologies at key locations across the country, including the Pokhran 

Field Firing Ranges, Babina Field Firing Ranges, and Joshimath. The 
Ministry of Defence in a statement said that these field trials are being 
conducted under near-combat conditions, integrating electronic warfare 

simulations to assess the performance of cutting-edge defence systems 
rigorously. Air Defence equipment demonstrations are also scheduled to 

take place in Agra and Gopalpur. The demonstrations feature a wide array 
of advanced technologies developed under the Aatmanirbhar Bharat 

initiative.  
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DEFENSE SECRETARY 

 
The Defence Ministry has initiated several measures to shorten weapon 

procurement cycle to accelerate the modernization of armed forces. 
Defense Secretary Rajesh Kumar Singh said the move will save around 69 

weeks and the 2020 procurement rules are being revised to match present 
needs. Addressing a defence conclave in New Delhi, he said, the ministry 
has already slashed the timelines for some of the processes in the 

procurement cycle. Defence Secretary said, there is a need to shift away 

from the traditional nomination-based procurement focused mostly on the 

public sector to a more competitive pricing model where both the public 
and private sector can compete for orders. He highlighted that the new 
approach is already being implemented for shipbuilding and recently for 

the  advanced medium combat aircraft (AMCA) project.  
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ALL PARTY DELEGATION 
 

As a demonstration of India's steadfast commitment to eradicating 
terrorism, seven multiparty parliamentary delegations are engaged in high-



level discussions during their official visits abroad. 

 

The all-party delegation led by NCP-SCP MP Supriya Sule which is currently 
on a visit to Ethiopia, held interaction and discussions with top Ethiopian 

lawmakers, dignitaries, African Union Commission. During the meetings, 
the delegation members underscored the continued threat of cross-border 
terrorism and deliberate attempts to sow social discord in India. They 

highlighted that Operation Sindoor, conducted by India in response, was 
calibrated, targeted and proportionate, demonstrating India's commitment 

to countering terrorism without escalating tensions. The Ethiopian side 
emphasized its own zero-tolerance policy against terrorism and condemned 

the terrorist act committed on 22 April against innocent citizens. They also 
had an interaction with an Indian community based in Ethiopia. Addressing 
the diaspora, NCP-SCP MP Supriya Sule said that the priority is given to the 

country first, followed by the state, then the party, and finally our family.  
She added that the delegation has arrived here as a unified team 

representing all parties. 

 
Another all-party delegation led by BJP MP Ravi Shankar Prasad has arrived 

in London after completing their visit to France, Italy and Denmark. Talking 
to the Media, Mr Prasad said that the delegation will maintain the stand 

effectively here. He added that they are confident that they will receive 
that support here as well, just as we have obtained support in previous 
three countries. 

 

On the other hand, a delegation led by BJP MP Baijayant Panda which is 

currently on a visit to Algeria, interacted with the Indian community in 
Algiers.The delegation observed a moment of silence to honour those who 
lost their lives in Pakistan-sponsored terror attack in Pahalgam. Another 

Delegation led by DMK MP Kanimozhi Karunanidhi has arrived in Madrid, 
Spain and was received by the Ambassador of India to Spain.   
     
 

SIKKIM FLOOD 
 
In Sikkim, road connectivity has been disrupted at many places in Mangan 

district due to landslides. Official sources said that nearly 1500 tourists 
have been stranded at Lachen and Lachung at Mangan district. Restoration 



works are being carried out on war footing by various agencies. The 

tourists have been advised to not to move out till the completion of the 

restoration works. The Teesta river is also in spate at places in Mangan 
district due to rains. Meanwhile, efforts are on to trace the nine missing 

tourists at Chungthang.

The 
weathermen has  predicted isolated to moderate rainfall accompanied with 

thunderstorm, lightning and gusty winds over Vidarbha, Chhattisgarh, 
Gangetic West Bengal, Jharkhand, Odisha, Madhya Pradesh, Bihar, Madhya 
Pradesh today. The agency has said that thunderstorm, lightning and

WORLD MILK DAY 
 

World Milk Day is being celebrated today to highlight the importance of 
milk as a global food and a key source of livelihood for millions. Globally, 

milk production is growing steadily at a rate of 2% per year, but India 

stands out with a remarkable annual growth rate of 5.7%, proudly holding 
the title of the world’s largest milk producer. With an impressive 239 million 

tonnes of milk annually, India now contributes a quarter of global milk 
production. Among India’s leading states in milk production, Gujarat stands 

tall. Contributing 7.5% to the nation’s total output, Gujarat today produces 
over 18 million tonnes of milk annually. We have a report:- 

 
“Over the last two decades, Gujarat has witnessed a phenomenal 
increase of 11.8 million tonnes in milk production, securing the 
fourth position in the country. While the national milk production 
has grown by 5.7% annually, Gujarat has outpaced this with a 
9.26% annual growth rate, thanks to consistent efforts and policy 
support.  Advanced breeding technologies like sexed semen 
dosing and IVF subsidies are also empowering farmers to improve 
cattle breeds and enhance milk yields. With the support of 
cooperative giants like Amul and the commitment of livestock 
farmers, Gujarat's dairy sector has become a powerful engine for 
rural development and economic growth. The per capita milk 
availability in the state has jumped by 38% in the last decade, 



now reaching 700 grams per day-far above the national average.

INDIA MONGOLIA EXERCISE 
 
The 17th edition of the India-Mongolia joint military exercise - Nomadic 

Elephant is underway at the Special Forces training centre at Ulaanbaatar 
in Mongolia. This edition of the exercise, which is scheduled to run from 

31st May to 13th June, is set to include an expanded range of activities 
that reflect the growing defence cooperation between India and Mongolia.  

 
The opening ceremony was graced by key dignitaries, including India's 
Ambassador to Mongolia, Atul Malhari Gotsurve, and Major General 

Lkhagvasuren Ganselem from the Mongolian side. Both dignitaries 
conveyed their best wishes to the participating troops, expressing hope 

that the exercise would foster greater cooperation and mutual 

understanding between the two nations’ armed forces. They further 
emphasised that this exercise will not only enhance the operational 

readiness of both armies but also contribute to strengthening the enduring 
India-Mongolia defence relationship. 

 
The joint drills will involve counter-terrorism operations in semi 
mountainous terrain, a critical area of operational focus given the 

contemporary security landscape. The troops will also rehearse activities 

conducted during United Nations peacekeeping operations, simulating real-

world situations where multinational forces must collaborate effectively in 
complex environments.

IPL CRICKET 

The five-time champions, Mumbai Indians, will lock horns with Punjab 
Kings  in the Qualifier 2 of the IPL 2025 at the Narendra Modi Stadium in 
Ahmedabad today. The match will begin at 7:30 PM. The winner of this 



game will face the Royal Challengers Bengaluru in the IPL final on Tuesday 

at the same venue. Mumbai Indians have won five titles so far. On the 

other hand, the Punjab-based franchise will be looking to win its maiden 
title in the competition's history. In their previous match, Punjab Kings 

suffered a 6-wicket defeat against Royal Challengers Bengaluru. Mumbai 
Indians advanced to this stage after beating the Gujarat Titans by 20 runs. 

 

FRENCH OPEN TENNIS 
 
In Tennis, Novak Djokovic and World No. 1 Jannik Sinner stormed into the 

fourth round of the French Open with commanding straight-sets victories 
last night. 

 
Djokovic, chasing a record 25th Grand Slam title, dispatched Austrian 
qualifier Filip Misolic 6-3, 6-4, 6-2 in just over two hours on Court Philippe 

Chatrier. He will next face Britain’s Cameron Norrie for a spot in the 
quarter-finals. Sinner was even more dominant, thrashing Czech Jiri 

Lehecka 6-0, 6-1, 6-2. The Italian, fresh off Grand Slam triumphs at the 

2024 US Open and this year's Australian Open, has now extended his 
major winning streak to 17 matches. He’ll next meet Russia’s Andrey 

Rublev. 
 

Third seed Alexander Zverev, last year’s runner-up, breezed past Flavio
