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WORLD BANK-POVERTY RATE
India has made remarkable progress in reducing extreme poverty,
with 269 million people moving out of it between 2011-12 and 2022-23.
According to the latest World Bank data, extreme poverty rate dropped
significantly from 27.1 percent in 2011-12 to just 5.3 percent in 2022-23.
In 2011-12, around 344.47 million people in India were living in
extreme poverty. By 2022-23, that number fell sharply to 75.24 million.
Much of this progress came from states like Uttar Pradesh,
Maharashtra, Bihar, West Bengal, and Madhya Pradesh, which together
accounted for 65 percent of India’s extreme poor in 2011-12. These states
contributed to two-thirds of the total poverty reduction over the past
decade.
