AIR TRAVEL DISRUPTIONS

Air travel across the West Asia continues to face major disruptions
after the United States launched air strikes on Iranian nuclear facilities.

Airlines are now avoiding large parts of the region’s airspace due to



growing security concerns, causing delays, longer flight times, and
increased costs.

According to flight tracking service FlightRadar24, commercial planes
are being rerouted to avoid flying over countries like Iran, Iraq, Syria, and
Israel. Instead, they are taking longer paths over safer areas such as the
Caspian Sea, Egypt, or Saudi Arabia. This change is leading to higher fuel
consumption and more expensive flight operations.

The situation in the region remains tense with increased missile and
drone attacks. Safe Airspace, an aviation risk monitoring group, warned
that the US strikes could lead to higher risks for American airlines flying

AIR INDIA HOAX

An Air India flight from the UK's Birmingham to Delhi was diverted to
Riyadh last night after a bomb threat was reported on board. The airline
today confirmed that flight AI 114 landed safely in Riyadh, where security
checks were carried out. According to flight tracking website Flightradar24,
the aircraft took off from Birmingham at 8.26 p.m. and was en route to
Delhi when it had to make the emergency diversion.

Air India later issued a statement saying that all passengers were
safe and efforts were underway to arrange their travel to their final
destinations.

The Tata Group-owned airline has recently taken steps to enhance
safety measures following a tragic crash in Ahmedabad on June 12. As part
of its response, Air India has introduced more rigorous pre-flight safety
checks and temporarily reduced the number of flights to ensure smooth
operations.

The airline also explained that factors such as airspace restrictions in
West Asia, night curfews at airports in Europe and East Asia, and general
air traffic congestion are contributing to delays and cancellations.

REV. IAEA- US STRIKES
The International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA) will hold an

emergency meeting tomorrow in light of the urgent situation in



Iran, according to the chief of the IAEA Rafael Grossi.

In a social media post today Grossi said, he is calling an
emergency meeting of agency's Board of Governors after the US
military strikes on Iranian nuclear facilities.

Meanwhile, Iran’s nuclear chief Mohammad Eslam has written to the
IAEA, saying Tehran wants an investigation into the US strikes and is
urging the watchdog to condemn the US action.

Earlier, the IAEA confirmed there has been “no increase” in radiation
levels after the US struck three nuclear sites in Iran.

In a social media post, the UN’s nuclear watchdog confirmed that no
increase in off-site radiation levels has been reported so far. It added that
further assessments will be provided as more information becomes
available. This is the IAEA's first public response since the U.S. strikes.

US STRIKES- IRAN STATEMENT

Iran has strongly condemned U.S. military attack on its nuclear
facilities, calling it a grave violation of international law and the United
Nations Charter. The Iranian Foreign Ministry labeled the strike a brutal act
of aggression and held the United States fully responsible for the
consequences.

In a statement released hours after the US strike, Iran accused the
U.S. of acting in coordination with Israel, which Iran described as a

genocidal regime. It claimed the attack targeted peaceful nuclear sites that



are under the supervision of the International Atomic Energy Agency
(IAEA).

The Iranian government urged the United Nations, its Security
Council, and the IAEA to take urgent action, calling for an emergency UN
meeting to condemn the attack and hold the U.S. accountable. It also
criticized the TAEA for alleged bias, accusing its leadership of enabling the
strike by siding with warmongering nations.

Iran warned that international silence on the matter would set a
dangerous precedent and undermine global law and diplomacy.

IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a red alert for
extremely heavy rainfall over Madhya Pradesh and Gujarat till tomorrow.
Heavy rainfall is also likely over Northwest and Northeast India for the next
three to four days.
