Prime Minister Narendra Modi concluded his successful five-nation
tour to Ghana, Trinidad & Tobago, Argentina, Brazil and Namibia. During
the last leg of his visit, India and Namibia signed two MoU in the presence
of Prime Minister Narendra Modi, on the setting up of the Entrepreneurship
Development Centre in Namibia and Cooperation in the field of Health and
Medicine. Three major announcements were also made during the visit on
launching the Digital Payment System in Namibia later this year and entry
of Namibia to the global initiatives led by India the Coalition for Disaster
Resilient Infrastructure (CDRI) and Global Bio Fuel Alliance.

Addressing the media on the sidelines of the visit, Secretary (Eastern
Region) in the Ministry of External Affairs Dammu Ravi said a gamut of
issues were discussed during delegation-level talks between Prime Minister
Modi and Namibian President Netumbo Nandi-Ndaitwah in Windhoek
yesterday. These include deepening cooperation in critical minerals,
hydrocarbons, defence cooperation, partnership in health, digital public
infrastructure, environment and capacity building. Mr. Ravi said Namibia is
the first country in the world where NPCI has done a technology
agreement with a central bank for the implementation of UPI like payment
system in the country. Both the leaders also touched upon the multilateral
issues like condemnation of terrorism and reforming of the multilateral
institutions.

Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman has underscored the need
for Non-Banking Financial Companies (NBFCs) to integrate Governance,
Risk Management, and Customer Protection as part of their core beliefs
and ethics. Addressing the NBFC Symposium 2025 in New Delhi, the
Finance Minister said, as the NBFC model matures, the focus on risk
management should increase. Ms Sitharaman highlighted that the
fundamentals of the NBFC sector are underpinned by strong capital
buffers, robust interest margins and earnings, and low levels of
impairment. She noted that asset quality has shown steady recovery since
the pandemic, with NBFC sector’s gross non-performing assets steadily
declined from 6.4 per cent in March 2021 to reach the current level of 3
per cent in March this year.

IMD WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has said that the monsoon
trough at mean sea level now extends from Amritsar to the northeast Bay
of Bengal. It passes through Chandigarh, Najibabad, Kanpur, Daltonganj,
and a low-pressure area over Gangetic West Bengal and Jharkhand. Two
upper air cyclonic circulations remain active. One is over north Haryana at
1.5 km above sea level. The other is over northwest Uttar Pradesh at 0.9
km. IMD has issued orange alert for heavy rainfall accompanied by
thunderstorms over Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh and Vidarbha for the



next three days. Heavy to moderate rainfall is also expected over northern and
eastern parts of the country till 15" of this month. The IMD said that Assam,
Meghalaya, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram and Tripura are likely to witness heavy
rainfall today. Meanwhile, monsoon showers lashed Delhi yesterday evening,
providing relief from the humidity. Between 5:30 pm and 8:30 pm yesterday,
Najafgarh recorded the highest rainfall at 60 mm, followed by Aya Nagar with
50.5 mm and Pragati Maidan with 37 mm. Waterlogging and traffic disruptions
were reported in several localities as a result of the heavy downpour. Due to
sudden weather change, several airlines have issued advisory asking passengers
to keep a check on their flight status before arriving at the airport. According to
IMD forecast, light to moderate rain with thunderstorms and lightning is
expected in Delhi over the next two days.

In cricket, Indian women’s team defeated hosts England by six
wickets in the fourth T20 International at Emirates Old Trafford to seal the five-
match series 3-1 last night. Batting first, England managed 126 for 7 in their 20
overs. In reply, India chased down the target in just 17 overs for the loss of four
wickets, with openers Smriti Mandhana contributing 32 runs and Shafali Verma
31. Led by Harmanpreet Kaur, India began the series with a dominant 97-run
victory in Nottingham, followed by a 24-run win in Bristol. England stayed alive
with a narrow 5-run win in the third match at London, before India clinched the
series in the penultimate game.
