VP INDIAN ECONOMY

Vice-President Jagdeep Dhankhar has said that India is on the right
path to becoming a trusted economy, a reliable partner in the global value
chain and a stable anchor in a volatile world. Addressing the CII-ITC
sustainability awards function in New Delhi, the Vice-President said, the
world at the moment is in turmoil and turbulence. Global configurations
show no signs of abating. Supply chain disruption is taking place. In this
disturbed scenario, Bharat is a prominent voice. Underlining the sustainable



development credentials of India, Dhnakhar said, Bharat is home to one-
sixth of humanity and world's largest economy at number four, and India is
the torchbearers of a development paradigm. He exhorted Indian industry
to become the torchbearer of the green revolution by investing in
renewable energy, green hydrogen, circular economy models, and carbon
markets. The Vice President said, Government of India has moved beyond
a government-centric approach to a whole-of-society framework. Sub-
national and local governments, civil society, private sector players and
communities, all are vital cogs in this engine of progress. But, this engine
has to fire on all cylinders if we have to achieve tangible success, he
added. Dhankar said the government is doing its bit by a number of
innovative steps, but a major part for effective transformation has to be
done by the industry. He urged industry to work very closely with
academia, training institutes, and the government to design future-ready
curricula. The Vice President exhorted India Inc. to expand its global
presence - not just in markets, but in ideas, standards, and solutions. He
also exhorted to build ‘Brand India’ on four pillars - quality, trust,
innovation, and ancient wisdom reimagined for modern relevance.

BIHAR - VOTER COVERAGE

The Special Intensive Revision of electoral rolls in Bihar has reached 66 per
cent voter coverage, with the final deadline still more than two weeks
away. As of 6 PM yesterday, over 5.22 crore enumeration forms, that is
66.16 percent of the total 7.89 crore electors in the state have been
collected since the voter list revision drive began on June 24. The Election
Commission of India has credited this progress to strong voter participation
and the efforts of nearly 78,000 Booth Level Officers, including 20,000
newly appointed ones, along with over 4 lakh volunteers helping elderly,
differently-abled, and vulnerable citizens. In addition, 1.56 lakh Booth Level
Agents appointed by recognised political parties are supporting the
exercise.

The Supreme Court yesterday permitted the Election Commission to
proceed with its Special Intensive Revision of electoral rolls in Bihar.
However, the apex court also directed the Commission to, in the interest of
justice, consider accepting key identity documents such as Aadhaar, Ration
Card, and Voter ID card during the ongoing revision process.

As part of a joint combat operation against Nipah, Scientists from
National Centre for Disease Control visited different places in Palakkad and
Malappuram districts yesterday. The team led by NCDC Joint Director
Pranay Varma visited different places in the districts. A fresh team of
scientists from the National Institute of Virology (NIV), Pune is also
expected to visit the Nipah infected places in Palakkad and Malappuram.

AXIOM-4 - NASA

NASA has announced that the return journey for Indian Astronaut
Group Captain Shubhanshu Shukla and three other crew members of
Axiom-4 mission will begin on July 14. Steve Stitch, Manager, NASA
Commercial Crew Program, told a press conference that the current target
to undock the Axiom-4 mission is July 14. A splashdown is expected several
hours after the undocking, near the coast of California in the Pacific Ocean.
Group Captain Shukla is on a 14-day mission to the International Space
Station(ISS). He became the first Indian to visit the ISS and the second
Indian astronaut after Wing Commander Rakesh Sharma, who went to
space in 1984. Group Captain Shukla did seven India-specific experiments,
and the Axiom 4 or Mission 'Akash Ganga' is the first firm step for India's
Gaganyaan human space flight mission. Group Captain Shukla's parents
have said they are very proud that he is set to return after completing his
mission. His mother Asha Shukla said we will welcome him with open arms,
warmth and 'band-baaja.

TEST CRICKET

In Cricket, Hosts England will resume their first innings' play today at
the overnight score of 251 for 4 against India on Day 2 of the third Test of
the Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy at Lord’s. The match will start at 3:30 PM
Indian Standard Time.

England ended Day one yesterday on a strong position with Joe Root
on unbeaten 99 runs and Ben Stokes on 39 runs at the crease at the
stumps. Choosing to bat first after winning the toss, England were rocked
early by Indian medium fast seam bowler Nitish Kumar Reddy, who
removed openers Ben Duckett and Zak Crawley in the same over, leaving
the home side reeling within the first hour. However, the Hosts staged a
steady recovery after a shaky start with Joe Root and Ollie Pope sharing a
vital 109-run partnership.

For India, bowlers maintained discipline on a slow surface with
Ravindra Jadeja and Jasprit Bumrah scalping one wicket each.

The five-match series is currently level at 1-1, following England’s
five-wicket victory at Headingley and India’s commanding 336-run win at



Edgbaston. England pacer Jofra Archer returns to Test cricket after a four-
year hiatus due to back and elbow injuries. For India, with Jasprit Bumrah
returning for the third match after being rested in second Test, the bowling
lineup of Visitors appears significantly bolstered.

IMD-WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to
very heavy rainfall at isolated places over East Rajasthan and Madhya
Pradesh today. Parts of Delhi, Haryana, Chandigarh, Punjab, Arunachal
Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Himachal Pradesh, Jharkhand, and Uttarakhand are
also expected to experience heavy rainfall throughout the day. The
Weather Department further predicted thunderstorms and lightning over
Uttar Pradesh, Gujarat, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, East Madhya Pradesh,
East Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, and the north-eastern states
during the 2 days. IMD said that strong surface winds are very likely to
hover till tomorrow over Andhra Pradesh, Interior Karnataka, Kerala, Mahe,
Lakshadweep, and Telangana. The Met department further added that hot
and humid weather is expected to prevail today over parts of Tamil Nadu,
Puducherry, and Karaikal.
