REV AIR INDIA CRASH-PRELIMINARY REPORT

The Aircraft Accident Investigation Bureau (AAIB) last night released
its 15-page preliminary report of the investigation into the fatal Air India
plane crash that claimed 260 lives in Ahmedabad on 12th of last month.
The report examined the sequence of events and engine behaviour leading
up to the crash of Air India flight AI 171 involving a Boeing 787-8 aircraft.

The AAIB in its report said, within seconds of lift off, engine fuel
control of the aircraft transitioned from '‘RUN’ to ‘CUTOFF’ position and
switched off, resulting in devastating air tragedy. According to the initial
probe report, one of the pilots can be heard on the cockpit voice recorder
asking the other why he cut off the fuel, to which the other pilot responded
by saying that he did not. The AAIB said, the fuel control switches were
switched on later but the deceleration in one of the engines could not be
stopped. As per the report, the flight lasted around 30 seconds between
lift-off and crash. The report mentioned that both pilots had an adequate
rest period before the flight. The report noted that there are no
recommended actions to operators of Boeing 787-8 and GEnx-1B engine
operators at this stage of the probe. It added that fuel samples taken from
the bowsers and tanks used to refuel the aircraft were tested at the
Directorate General of Civil Aviation (DGCA) Lab and were found
satisfactory. AAIB said, the investigation team will review additional
evidence being sought from stakeholders.



The Boeing 787-8 Dreamliner crashed into the hostel premises of BJ]
Medical College on the outskirts of the airport at Ahmedabad in Gujarat,
killing 241 of the 242 people onboard. One passenger survived, while
19 people on the ground also lost their lives. The plane was en route to
London Gatwick from Ahmedabad.

Meanwhile, Air India today said it is working closely with regulators
and other stakeholders, and will continue to cooperate with the authorities
in the ongoing probe into the Ahmedabad plane crash. <><><>

Ministry of Railways has undertaken a series of reforms aimed at
making the recruitment process transparent, efficient, and technology-
driven. Several candidate-friendly measures have been implemented
including a One-Time Registration (OTR) system which simplifies the
application process across recruitment cycles. The Ministry said in a
statement that for the first time, an Annual Recruitment Calendar has been
introduced from 2024 for all Group “C"” posts and Level-1 categories. This
ensures transparency and gives candidates clarity about the timeline from
notification to final examination. A strong focus has been placed on fraud
prevention and technological innovations. Aadhaar-based e-KYC, real-time
facial recognition, and photo validation are now integral to the exam
process. To support large-scale exams, the exam infrastructure has been
expanded substantially. Over 325 centers operate daily, each with a

This global honour celebrates India’s enduring cultural legacy,
highlighting its architectural brilliance, regional identity, and historical
continuity.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Culture Minister Gajendra Singh
Shekhawat and Maharashtra Chief Minister Devendra Fadnavis have lauded
the historic milestone and congratulated the people of India on this
achievement.



Spanning the 17th to 19th centuries CE, the Maratha Military
Landscapes comprise an extraordinary network of twelve forts that reflect
the strategic military vision and architectural ingenuity of the Maratha
Empire. Spread across Maharashtra and Tamil Nadu, the selected sites
include Salher, Shivneri, Lohgad, Khanderi, Raigad, Rajgad, Pratapgad,
Suvarnadurg, Panhala, Vijaydurg, and Sindhudurg in Maharashtra, as well
as Gingee Fort in Tamil Nadu.

The proposal was submitted for consideration of World Heritage
Committee in January 2024 and after a rigorous eighteen-month evaluation
process, which included several technical meetings with advisory bodies
and an on-site review by the International Council on Monuments and Sites
(ICOMQS), the Committee approved the inscription during its ongoing
session in Paris.

In Cricket, India will resume their first innings at the overnight score
of 145 for 3 against hosts England on Day 3 of the third Test of the
Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy at Lord's in London today. The match will
begin at 3:30 PM Indian Standard Time. The visitors currently trail by 242
runs, after England were bowled out for 387 in their first innings.

On Day 2 yesterday, Jasprit Bumrah claimed his maiden five-wicket
haul at Lord’s in Test cricket, dismissing half of the English side. In
response, India began their innings with Yashasvi Jaiswal departing early
after scoring just 13 runs. However, KL Rahul and Karun Nair steadied the



innings with a 50-run partnership, before Nair was dismissed for 40.
Skipper Shubman Gill also fell for 16. At stumps, KL Rahul remained
unbeaten on the back of his 19th Test fifty, with Vice-Captain Rishabh Pant
giving him company at the crease. The five-match Test series is currently
leveled up with 1-1.
