President
Murmu will give away 59 gold medals to 31 students and confer degrees
to 643 healthcare professionals on the occasion. On her second-day visit to
her home state Odisha on Tuesday, President Murmu will attend th 13th
annual convocation of Ravenshaw University and lay the foundation stone
for the redevelopment of three buildings of Ravenshaw Girls" High School
at Cuttack. She is also scheduled to grace the birth anniversary celebration
of Adikabi Sarala Das, a great Odia poet and scholar born in 15th Century
and present the Kalinga Ratna Award for 2024 at Cuttack. Elaborate
security arrangements have been made both in Bhubaneswar and Cuttack
for the visit of the President.

Indian astronaut Shubhanshu Shukla and three other crew members of Axiom-4
mission will return to earth today after spending 18 days at the
International Space Station (ISS). They departed from the orbiting
laboratory ISS yesterday onboard the SpaceX Dragon for approximately 22-
hour journey to Earth. The splashdown is expected to take place off the
coast of California in US at 3 pm IST today.

During his stay aboard the ISS, Mr Shukla conducted seven India-
specific microgravity experiments, showcasing India's growing capabilities
in space science and technology. These experiments are designed to
generate critical data for future planetary missions and long-duration space



habitation. On Sunday, NASA's Expedition Crew organised a traditional

farewell ceremony for the Axiom-4 crew. Speaking at the farewell

ceremony, Mr Shukla described his space journey as truly incredible.

inaugurated India’s second longest cable-stayed Sigandur bridge across the
Sharavathi backwaters in Sagar taluk of Shivamogga district in Karnataka
today. The bridge between Sagara and Marakutika covers 2.44 kms and is
16 meters wide. Constructed at a cost of over 470 crore rupees, this bridge
will reduce the distance from Sagara town to Sigandur where the famous
Chowdeshwari temple is situated. After the construction of the
Linganamakki dam in the 1960s, many villages in Sagar taluk had lost
connectivity. Speaking on the occasion, the minister named the bridge
after goddess Chowdeshwari devi. He informed that the length of National
highways in Karnataka has increased from 6707 kms in 2014 to 9424 kms
today. By the end of five years of Central Government tenure, he added
that five lakh crore rupees worth of road projects will be completed in the
state. The Belagavi-Hungund-Rachur corridor that will reduce the travel
distance from six to 2.5 hours will be ready by 2027, Hassan Raichur
highway expansion works will be over by December 2028, Tumkuru
Shivamogga lane by the end of this year, Mysuru Madakeri four laning and
Chitradurga-Shimoga roads by next year. At the national level, the minister
informed that Ladakh Leh road passing by Jojila tunnel will be inaugurated
next year. Surat Chennai highway development passing by six states will
be ready by next year. This will reduce the distance to Bengaluru by 280
kms and to Chennai by 320 kms. The Bengaluru Chennai Expressway will
be completed in six months and reduce the travel time between two
important cities from eight to two hours.<>

JAISHANKAR-CHINA VISIT

External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar has underlined the need for
cooperation on trans-border rivers, including resumption of provision of
hydrological data by the Chinese side. Dr. S. Jaishankar today held a
bilateral meeting with his Chinese counterpart and Foreign Minister Wang
Yi in Beijing. During the meeting, he also took up restrictive trade
measures and roadblocks to economic cooperation.

The External Affairs Minister highlighted the positive impact of peace
and tranquility in the border for the smooth development in bilateral
relations and supported continued efforts towards de-escalation and border
management. He appreciated the Chinese side's cooperation for the
resumption of the Kailash Manasarovar Yatra. The two sides agreed to take
additional steps, including travel to each other’s country and direct flight
connectivity, for facilitating people-to-people exchanges.

Delivering opening remarks during a meeting with his Chinese counterpart
Wang Yi in Beijing, Dr. Jaishankar said that India-China relations are
gradually moving in a positive direction. He said that both countries have
made good progress in the past nine months toward normalising bilateral
relations.

MANDAVIYA-MEETING

TRUMP-TARIFF-RUSSIA

US President Donald Trump has threatened to impose a secondary
100 per cent tariff on countries that import oil, gas and uranium from
Russia, saying he is very unhappy with Moscow’s intransigence in finding
an end to the war with Ukraine. Speaking to reporters with NATO
Secretary-General Mark Rutte at the White House, he gave a 50-day



deadline for the punitive tariff to take effect if Russia does not make a
peace deal with Ukraine. The tariff is directed against Russia, but if it
comes into force, India, which is racing to finalise a bilateral trade
agreement with the US, would be a collateral victim of the Washington-
Moscow standoff. Trump said he supported a proposed bill that would
impose a 500 per cent tariff on countries buying energy products from
Russia. If China and India can be forced to stop buying energy from
Russia, Washington expects it would impact Moscow’s war machine by
squeezing the funds available to it. India has defended the oil purchase
from Russia because it is needed for the development of the country, as
well as helping stabilise international oil prices.

LORD'S TEST

Ravindra Jadeja’s valiant effort went in vain as England narrowly
defeated India by 22 runs on the fifth and final day of the third Test
match of the Anderson-Tendulkar Trophy at Lord's in London last night.
Chasing a target of 193 runs set by the hosts, India were all out for 170
runs. Ravindra Jadeja remained unbeaten with 61 runs. For England, Jofra
Archer and Ben Stokes scalped 3 wickets each.

Earlier, hosts England were bowled out for 192, as Washington
Sundar scalped four wickets, while Mohammed Siraj and Jasprit Bumrah
each picked 2 wickets.

Earlier in the first innings, India were bundled out for 387, equaling
England’s first innings total of 387. Ben Stokes was adjudged the Player of
the Match.

England is now leading the five-match Test series 2-1.
