India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to very
heavy rainfall over Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand till tomorrow. Heavy
rainfall is likely over West Uttar Pradesh, Haryana, Punjab during the next
two days. Places over Delhi, Haryana, Punjab, Chandigarh, Bihar,



Chhattisgarh, Kerala, Mahe, Konkan, Goa, Maharashtra, and the
northeastern states are also expected to witness heavy rainfall during the
next 2-3 days.

NT. BANGLADESH-AIRCRAFT CRASH

At least 20 people, including the pilot, were killed and 171 people
were injured after a Bangladesh Air Force jet crashed in Dhaka’s Uttara
area this afternoon, said Inter-Services Public Relations (ISPR) of
Bangladesh. The F-7 BGI aircraft of Bangladesh Air force took off for a
training flight at 1:06 pm and crashed shortly after into Milestone School
and College campus in the Uttara area of Dhaka, according to the ISPR.

Bangladesh's F-7 is a modern variant of China's Chengdu J-7, which
itself modelled on the Soviet MiG-21. Its production ceased after China
delivered the last of 16 units of F-7 BGIs to Bangladesh in 2013. Authorities



this evening called off the operation to rescue the injured and recover the
bodies of the dead following the incident. The mission was reportedly
wrapped up at 7.30pm.

Earlier, at 1.06pm, a training aircraft of the Air Force crashed shortly
after take-off. The nose of the plane pierced the staircase of the school
building while the two wings tore through the classrooms on either side of
the stairs. The two classrooms were reportedly packed with first-graders,
reports the Daily Sun, a leading daily in Bangladesh.

Nine units of the Fire Service brought the fire under control at
2.25pm, paving the way for rescue operations. Along with the Fire Service,
Army, Air Force, BGB, and other agencies joined the rescue operations.

An emergency hotline has been launched at the National Institute of
Burn and Plastic Surgery, Dhaka following the aircraft crash. The hotline
number is 01949-043697, authorities said.

LS - INFLATION

The Government has said that it has taken a series of measures to
control inflation, with the focus on generating sustainable employment and
improving household income. Union Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman
said this in a written reply to a question in the Lok Sabha yesterday. She
said, the government took the decisions to augment the buffer stocks for
essential food items, conducted strategic sales of procured grains in the
open market, and facilitated retail sales of selected food items at
subsidized rates. Ms Sitharaman said, these steps yielded results and
consequently the average retail inflation rate declined from 5.4 per cent in
2023-24 to 4.6 per cent in 2024-25 which is the lowest in the last six years.
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
