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JPC - ONE NATION ONE ELECTION: The meeting of the Joint
Parliamentary Committee on One Nation One Election is currently
underway at Parliament House. The 39 member committee comprises 27
Members from the Lok Sabha and 12 Members from Rajya Sabha. The
meeting is a part of the broader exercise to examine the Constitution
(129th Amendment) Bill, 2024, and the Union Territories Laws
(Amendment) Bill, 2024, which aim to enable simultaneous elections to the
Lok Sabha and State Assemblies. The panel, headed by BJP MP, P P
Chaudhary is holding consultations with legal experts as part of its ongoing
delebration. In the meeting, former Chief Justice of India Justice D Y
Chandrachud and Justice Jagdish Singh Khehar will give presentation
before the committee on the issue of simultaneous election in the country.
BJP MP Anurag Thakur, Congress MP Priyanka Gandhi Vadra, Samajwadi
Party MP Dharmendra Yadav among others are attending the meeting. The
concept of simultaneous elections is not a new idea in the country.
Following the adoption of the Constitution, elections to the Lok Sabha and
all State Legislative Assemblies were conducted simultaneously from 1951
to 1967. However, this cycle of synchronised elections was disrupted in
1968 and 1969 due to the premature dissolution of some State Legislative
Assemblies.

Vice-President Jagdeep Dhankhar has said that India is on the right path to
becoming a trusted economy, a reliable partner in the global value chain
and a stable anchor in a volatile world. The Vice-President was addressing
the CII-ITC sustainability awards function in New Delhi.

The Special Intensive Revision (SIR) of electoral rolls in Bihar has achieved
66 per cent voter coverage so far, with the final deadline set for the 25th
of this month. As of 6 PM yesterday, over 5.22 crore enumeration forms,
that is 66.16 per cent of the total 7.89 crore electors in the state have been
collected since the voter list revision drive began on 24th of June.
Meanwhile, the Supreme Court yesterday permitted the Election



Commission to proceed with its SIR of electoral rolls in Bihar. However, the
apex court also directed the Commission, in the interest of justice to
consider accepting key identity documents such as Aadhaar, Ration Card,
and Voter ID card during the ongoing revision process.

Assam Cabinet, chaired by Chief Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma, has
approved several decisions aimed at addressing human-elephant conflicts,
improving healthcare regulations, and enhancing welfare schemes for
students and traditional workers.

The theme
highlights the importance of planned parenthood for a healthy outcome for
maternal and child health. On the occasion of World Population Day, Union
Health Minister, Jagat Prakash Nadda in a social media post said that the
day serves as a platform to raise awareness about family planning and
renew India’s commitment to addressing population-related challenges.
The Minister added that the Government is delivering essential family
planning services across the nation, empowering families and paving the
way for a healthier India, through public health facilities including
Ayushman Arogya Mandirs.

COAST GUARD RESCUE US VESSEL: The Indian Coast Guard rescued
two United States nationals stranded about 53 miles south of the Nicobar
Islands today.

ICG Ship Rajveer carried out the rescue operation after the US consulate in
Chennai sent a distress message about the stranded US-flagged sailing
vessel ‘Sea Angel’.

The Indian patrol vessel navigated through rough sea conditions to rescue
the US nationals.

AMARNATH YATRA: Amid intermittent downpours in the Kashmir valley,
thousands of devotees continue their pilgrimage to the holy cave shrine of
Amarnath, with the total number of yatris who have performed darshan so
far crossing the 1.45 lakh mark. 17 thousand and 22 pilgrims performed
darshan at the cave shrine yesterday, the eighth day of the Yatra which
started on July 3. With this, the cumulative figure of pilgrims who have
paid obeisance at the holy cave till date stands at 1 lakh 45 thousand and
716.

IMD-WEATHER: The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast
heavy to very heavy rainfall at isolated places over East Rajasthan and
Madhya Pradesh today. Parts of Delhi, Haryana, Chandigarh, Punjab,



Arunachal Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Himachal Pradesh, Jharkhand, and
Uttarakhand are also expected to experience heavy rainfall throughout the
day. The Weather Department further predicted thunderstorms and
lightning over Uttar Pradesh, Gujarat, Coastal Andhra Pradesh, East
Madhya Pradesh, East Rajasthan, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, and the north-
eastern states during the 2 days.
