PM - BIHAR, WB VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi is set to visit Bihar and West Bengal today to lay
the foundation stone, inaugurate, and dedicate to the nation multiple development
projects worth over 12,200 crore rupees. In Motihari, Bihar, the Prime Minister
will inaugurate development works worth over 7,200 crore rupees. These include
Software Technology Parks, four new Amrit Bharat trains, and key road
infrastructure projects. Later in the day, at a programme in Durgapur, West Bengal,
the Prime Minister will lay the foundation stone for projects valued over 5,000
crore rupees. These initiatives span crucial sectors such as oil and gas, power,
railways, and roads.
Prime Minister Narendra Modi will today inaugurate, lay foundation stones, and
launch several projects and programs that will accelerate development in various
sectors in Bihar, including railways, roads, socio-economic growth, IT, and
fisheries. The Prime Minister will launch the state of the art and affordable Amrit



Bharat Express train service, which will run daily between Rajendra Nagar, Patna
and New Delhi. He will also flag off other Amrit Bharat Express trains connecting
major cities of Bihar, Uttar Pradesh and West Bengal including Darbhanga to
Gomti Nagar Lucknow, Malda Town to Gomti Nagar and Bapu Dham Motihari to
Anand Vihar Terminal. The Prime Minister will inaugurate newly constructed
Software Technology Parks in Darbhanga and Patna. These parks will play a
significant role in promoting services and exports related to information
technology, electronic design, manufacturing, start-up and other IT sectors.
Reinforcing the commitment to women-led development, the Prime Minister will
also provide financial assistance of over 400 crore rupees to more than 61,000 self-
help groups under the Deendayal Antyodaya - National Rural Livelihood Mission.
Under the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Gramin), Mr. Modi will facilitate Grih
pravesh ceremonies for more than 12,000 beneficiaries and disburse over 160 crore
rupees through Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT) to more than 40,000 beneficiaries.
This visit will mark the Prime Minister’s Modi 53rd visit to Bihar in the last 11
years.

INDIA - PAK TRF:

India today hailed the United States' decision to designate The Resistance Front
(TRF), as a Foreign Terrorist Organization and Specially Designated Global
Terrorist. The TRF, a proxy of the Pakistan-based terrorist organization Lashkar-e-
Tayyiba, has been involved in numerous terror-related activities, including the
heinous attack on civilians in Pahalgam, Jammu and Kashmir. External Affairs
Minister Dr. S Jaishankar appreciated the US State Department and Secretary
Marco Rubio for the decision. He added that this affirms the India-US counter-
terrorism cooperation. India has consistently emphasized the need for global
cooperation in the fight against terrorism and the dismantling of terror
infrastructure. The designation of TRF is a timely and important step reflecting the
deep cooperation between India and the United States on counter-terrorism. India
remains committed to a policy of zero tolerance towards terrorism. It will continue
to work closely with its international partners to ensure that terrorist organizations
and their proxies are held accountable.

REV. DEFENCE- MISSILES

India has successfully test-fired nuclear-capable short range ballistic missiles
Prithvi-I1l1 and Agni-I from an integrated test range in Chandipur, off the Odisha
coast, demonstrating its strategic deterrence capability. The Defence ministry said
the test-firing of the missiles, conducted by the elite Strategic Forces Command,
validated all operational and technical parameters. Earlier, India had successfully



test-fired indigenously developed Akash Prime missile in Ladakh that has been
customised to operate at an altitude above 4,500 metres.

NADDA HEALTH

Union Minister for Health and Family Welfare Jagat Prakash Nadda has said that
the government is working with a holistic approach to provide preventive,
promotive and curative healtcare for a healthier India. Addressing an event in New
Delhi, Mr Nadda said that the government has built 1.77 lakh Ayushman Aarogya
Mandirs which are the first contact of any person with a health institution. He
informed that these are not only functioning in cities but also extended to remote
areas of the country. He added that the all these Ayushman Arogya Mandirs are
also equipped with teleconsultancy facilities.

It was on this day that a resolution was
moved by the then Chief Minister C.N.Annadurai in the State Assembly to rename
Madras State as Tamilnadu in 1967. Tamilnadu was formed on November 1, 1956
with the name Madras State. After Independence on 15 August 1947, the Madras
Presidency became the Madras Province. Madras State was formed on 26th
January 1950. It included Coastal Andhra, Rayalaseema which became part of
Andhra in 1953, South Canara and Bellary districts were merged with Mysore
State and Malabar District with the State of Travancore -Cochin to form Kerala in
1956

Three Elephants including two calfs died after being hit by a speeding train near
Banstala railway station in Jhargram district of West Bengal. The incident occurred
at around 3am in the intervening night today while a group of around 10 elephants
were crossing rail line. District Forest Officer Umar Imam informed the on duty
range officer to send a message to the railway authority after noticing elephant
movement near the track at around 11 pm yesterday night. It is reported that Jan
Shatabdi express hit the elephants.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast very heavy to extremely
heavy rainfall over Rajasthan and South Interior Karnataka today. The Met
department has also forecast heavy to very heavy rainfall over Coastal Karnataka,
Kerala, Mahe, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, Karaikal, West Madhya Pradesh and West
Uttar Pradesh today. Similar conditions are expected over Northeast India
including Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, East Madhya Pradesh, East Uttar Pradesh,
Himachal Pradesh and Uttarakhand. In Delhi NCR, the IMD has forecast cloudy
skies and moderate rainfall today.
