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LS - RS — ADJOURN

Lok Sabha and Rajya Sabha have been adjourned till 12 noon amid
sloganeering by the opposition members over various issues. When the Lok
Sabha met at 11 AM, Lok Sabha speaker Om Birla took up Question Hour,
the opposition members started sloganeering demanding roll back of
Special Intensive Revision in Bihar and other issues. Mr Birla appealed to
the opposition to allow Question Hour saying that it is an important
business and the opposition must participate in it. Amid the noisy scene,
Union Jal Shakti Minister Gajendra Singh Shekhawat replied to a question
related to Swachhata green leaf rating initiative. The Opposition members
continued their protest due to which the Speaker adjourned the House till
12 noon.

The Rajya Sabha was also adjourned till 12 noon following opposition
uproar. When the House met at 11 AM, two AIADMK MPs M Dhanapal and
I S Inbadurai took oath. Deputy Chairman Harivansh said that he has
received 26 adjournment notices from different political parties relating to
various issues but the notices were rejected citing ruling.

IMD WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast extremely
heavy to very heavy rainfall over East Rajasthan today. The weather
agency said that monsoon conditions are likely to be in active phase over
central India and along the west coast and adjoining ghat areas. IMD
predicted heavy to very heavy rainfall at isolated places over Uttarakhand,
West Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat Region, Karnataka, Madhya
Maharashtra, Nagaland, Manipur, Tripura, Arunachal Pradesh, Assam and
Meghalaya today. According to the IMD, Delhi, Haryana, Chandigarh,
Himachal Pradesh, Jharkhand, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Kerala, Goa,
Saurashtra, West Bengal and West Rajasthan can also experience heavy
rainfall today.

PUNJAB - 9 DEAD

In Punjab, in two separate incidents, 9 people have died while 19
were rescued in Ludhiana and Jalandhar, last night.

In Ludhiana, 6 persons including 2 children and 3 women were Killed,
4 went missing and 19 others rescued when a four-wheeler carrying these
pilgrims overturned into Sirhind Canal in Ludhiana district, last night. All of
them belonged to the village Manakwal of the district.

According to Ludhiana Deputy Commissioner, Himanshu Jain there
were 29 pilgrims returning from a religious place when their overloaded
vehicle slipped into the canal. He said search for the missing four is on.

Whereas, in Jalandhar, three out of five patients, who were
recuperating in the local civil hospital, died after their oxygen supply was
snapped, said to be due to a technical fault in the oxygen plant. Another
patient has gone serious in the morning.

Medical Superintendent Dr Raj Kumar while confirming the deaths
said the incident happened due to a technical fault that cut the oxygen
supply to the patients.

Meanwhile, the State Health Minister, Balbir Singh, who visited the
hospital has ordered an inquiry into the incident and asked for a report
within 24-hours.

DAY BARABANKI - STAMPEDE

At least two people lost their lives and 17 people were injured in a
stampede-like situation after an electric wire fell on a tin shed in
Ausaneshwar Mahadev Temple in Uttar Pradesh’s Barabanki early this
morning. The incident happened while devotees had lined up for darshan
on the third Monday of the holy month of Sawan.

Chief Minister Yogi Adityanath has expressed grief over the incident
and directed officials to ensure proper treatment for the injured. The Chief



Minister has also announced the ex gratia of 5 lakh rupees for the
bereaved families.

Barabanki District Magistrate Shashank Tripathi said that devotees
had gathered here for darshan on the third Monday of Sawan. Some
monkeys jumped onto the overhead electric wires, causing them to fall
onto the tin shed. As a result, around 19 people received electric shocks.
Some of those injured were taken to the Trivediganj Community Health
Centre, while few others were referred to a higher medical facility due to
their critical condition.

J&K - BUDDHA AMARNATH

In Jammu and Kashmir, 13-day long pilgrimage to Shri Baba Buddha
Amarnath in the Loran valley of Poonch district commenced today and will
culminate on the 9th of August on Sawan Purnima coinciding with the
festival of Raksha Bandhan. The first batch of pilgrims left Jammu from the
Bhagwati Nagar-based Yatri Niwas today amid tight security arrangements
for the Poonch district to pay obeisance at the temple. All arrangements
are in place for the devotees and heavy rush is expected likewise every
year at the Shri Buddha Amarnath Temple in Mandi area of Poonch district.
Surrounded by Loran Valley, Baba Buddha Amarnath is situated in the
bordering Poonch district and is 290 km from Jammu located 4600 feet
above sea level alongside the river Pulasti. As per the belief, the yatra of
Baba Amarnath in Anantnag, Kashmir is believed to be incomplete without
visiting Baba Buddha Amarnath.

CHINA LANDSLIDE

In China, five people have been killed after trapped in a landslide
yesterday in southwest Yunnan Province. The local authorities said that
following continuous rainfall, the landslide hit a road in Lancang Lahu
Autonomous County, burying a car with five people on board. The five
people were rescued from the rubble but all of them were already dead.
More than 80 people, including firefighters, police officers, and health and
emergency response personnel, joined the rescue operation with the help
of five excavators. Local authorities are checking for further risks and
handling the aftermath of the disaster.
