Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that there should be no hesitation in
imposing sanctions against terrorists. He said, victims and supporters of
terrorism can not be weighed on the same scale. Addressing the the
session on Peace and Security at the BRICS Summit in Brazil, Mr Modi said,
terrorism has emerged as the most serious challenge to the humanity
today. He said, the terrorist attack in Pahalgam on 22nd April was a direct
attack on the soul, identity and dignity of India. The Prime Minister said, if
any country supports terrorism directly or indirectly, it will have to to pay
the price for it. He said, BRICS member countries must speak out as a
group in one voice against terrorism and its supporters. Mr Modi said,
condemnation of terrorism must be our principle not a mere convenience.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today met with Malaysian counterpart Anwar
Ibrahim on the sidelines of the 17th BRICS Summit in Rio de Janeiro,
Brazil. Both leaders reviewed progress in various areas of India-Malaysia
‘Comprehensive Strategic Partnership’, including defence, counter
terrorism, education, trade and investment and pharma. The two leaders
also discussed India-ASEAN partnership.

TRUMP- BRICS TARIFF

US President Donald Trump has warned that his Administration will impose
an additional ten percent tariff on countries aligning themselves what he
termed as anti-American policies of the BRICS. In a social media post, he
said there will be no exceptions to this policy. Trump's remarks came after
the BRICS, a grouping of Brazil, China, South Africa and India condemned
the increase in tariffs by the US. In its meeting in Brazil, the grouping also
condemned the recent US and Israeli attacks on Iran.

Meanwhile, Trump has announced that US tariff letters and deals
with various countries from around the world will be delivered starting
today. The Trump administration's 90-day pause on higher duties is set to
expire on Wednesday.
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In Wimbledon Tennis, India’s Yuki Bhambri, alongside American partner
Robert Galloway will play in the third round of the men’s doubles in London
today. Bhambri is the only Indian player still in contention.

Meanwhile, defending champion Carlos Alcaraz staged a thrilling
comeback to defeat Andrey Rublev and advance to the Wimbledon
quarterfinals, while women's top seed Aryna Sabalenka continued her
dominant run with a straight-sets victory over Elise Mertens. Alcaraz
dropped the first set against the 14th-seeded Rublev but showcased his
trademark resilience, rallying to win 6-7, 6-3, 6-4, 6-4.
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
