FUR REV EVE RS - OPERATION SINDOOR

Union Home Minister Amit Shah today asserted that Jammu and
Kashmir will be free of terrorism under Narendra Modi government. Replying
to the discussion in Rajya Sabha on India’s strong, successful and decisive
Operation Sindoor in response to the terrorist attack in Pahalgam, the Home
Minister said strong action will be taken against terrorists and terror
infrastructure will be razed to the ground.

Mr Shah lauded the role of Armed Forces and security agencies for the
successful Operation Mahadev in which three terrorists involved in Pahalgam
terror attack were neutralised. He pointed out that the government took
stringent measures against Pakistan immediately after the terror attack,
including suspension of the Indus Water Treaty and visa facility. He added
that armed forces were given full operational freedom to destroy the terror
hideouts in PoK and Pakistan. He said over a hundred terrorists were
neutralised and terror camps of terrorist organizations were destroyed in
Operation Sindoor. The Home Minister said that Pakistan’s striking
capabilities were destroyed during Operation Sindoor and it was brought to
its knees. He said the Pakistani side approached India and pleaded with the
Indian side to stop the Operation.

He accused Congress for taking a lenient approach towards terrorism
for its vote bank and appeasement politics. Mr Shah criticised former Home
Minister P Chidambaram for seeking proof that the terrorists were from
Pakistan. He accused that Mr. Chidambaram’s statement reflects the mindset
of the Congress party which shields terror outfits.

During the Home Minister’s reply, the Opposition staged a walkout
demanding the Prime Minister’s reply on Operation Sindoor.

Earlier, participating in the discussion, External Affairs Minister Dr S
Jaishankar refuted mediation claims to stop Operation Sindoor saying that no
phone call was made between Prime Minister Narendra Modi and US
President Donald Trump from 22nd April to 16th June of this year. He said, no
world leader asked India to stop its operation. He said, during the talk with
the Vice President of America, India made its stand clear that if Pakistan
attacks, India will respond by launching a big attack.



Highlighting the success of Operation Sindoor, the Minister said, the
biggest terrorist centres in Pakistan like Bahawalpur and Muridke suffered
heavy damage. He said, destruction of Pakistani airfields and videos of
funerals of terrorists in Pakistan speak about the success of Operation
Sindoor. He lauded the performance and capabilities of the armed forces
which made the country proud. He said, the intention behind the Pahalgam
terror attack is to destroy the economy of Jammu and Kashmir which
returned to normalcy and prosperity after the abrogation of article 370.

NADDA- OPERATION SINDOOR

Commending Union Minister JP Nadda’s explanation during the
Operation Sindoor Rajya Sabha debate, Prime Minister Narendra Modi said
that the central government responded to the Pahalgam terrorist attack with
full resolve. Earlier in the day, while addressing the Rajya Sabha’s Operation
Sindoor debate, Leader of the House Jagat Prakash Nadda sketched a bold
comparison between the preceding decade (2004-2014) and the present era
(2014-2025), highlighting India’s ‘robust transformation’ in national security,
military response, and political will.

Union Minister said that Operation Sindoor was executed with precision
and power. He added that nine terrorist camps, including Bahawalpur,
Sialkot, and Muzaffarabad, were destroyed in just 22 minutes. He informed
the house that the masterminds behind the Pahalgam terror attack were
neutralised through coordinated Operation Mahadev and Operation Sindoor.
Mr. Nadda further said that major terrorist hubs - Lashkar-e-Taiba, JeM, and
Hizbul Mujahideen - were demolished in a decisive strike.

He said that the global community strongly backed India’s actions.
After the Pahalgam attack, 61 global leaders, including foreign ministers and
heads of state, condemned the incident. International experts now tout India
as a global defence model, applauding its domestic military manufacturing
and strategic autonomy.

PM KISAN INSTALLMENT

The 20th installment of the Pradhan Mantri Kisan Samman Nidhi
(PM-Kisan) scheme will be released on Saturday. In this regard, a high-level
meeting was held in New Delhi yesterday, under the chairmanship of



Agriculture and Farmers’ Welfare Minister, Shivraj Singh Chouhan. The
meeting reviewed the preparations for the event and to ensure that the
benefit reaches the maximum number of farmers. The event will be led by
Prime Minister Narendra Modi in Varanasi, Uttar Pradesh.

The Minister highlighted that under
the leadership of Prime Minister Modi, Six thousand rupees is being
transferred to farmers in three instalments under the scheme, with each
instalment issued every four months.

REV. INDIA-US TARIFF

India has taken note of a statement by the United States President
Donald Trump on bilateral trade after he announced 25 per cent tariffs on
India starting from 1st August. In a statement today, the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry said that the Government is studying its
implications. It added that the government will take all steps
necessary to secure national interest, as has been the case with other trade
agreements, including the latest Comprehensive Economic and Trade
Agreement with the United Kingdom. The Ministry said that India and the
United States have been engaged in negotiations on concluding a fair,



balanced and mutually beneficial bilateral trade agreement over the last few
months. It added that the Government attached the utmost importance to
protecting and promoting the welfare of farmers, entrepreneurs, and Micro,
Small and Medium Enterprises. Meanwhile, country's largest business
organization FICCI expressed disappointment over the decision taken by the
United States to levy 25 per cent tariff on exports from India and impose
secondary sanctions. FICCI President Harsha Vardhan Agarwal said that this
move is unfortunate and will have a clear bearing on country's exports.

AI IMPACT SUMMIT

India will host the Al Impact Summit in February 2026, highlighting its
commitment to making Artificial Intelligence (AI) accessible and beneficial for
the public good. Union Electronics and Information Technology Minister
Ashwini Vaishnaw informed Parliament that the summit aligns with Prime
Minister Narendra Modi’s vision of using technology to serve all sections of
society. The event will focus on harnessing Al to address real-world
challenges in areas such as healthcare, education, agriculture, climate
change, and governance. To support scalable innovation, the Minister said
the government is also working to expand the country’s Al infrastructure.
This includes improving access to GPU (Graphics Processing Unit) computing
power and enhancing the AIKosh Datasets Platform, which currently hosts
more than 1,000 datasets and 208 AI models.

TSUNAMI WARNING LOWERED

Tsunami warnings have been lowered across much of the northern
Pacific after a massive earthquake struck off the coast of eastern Russia near
the Kamchatka Peninsula, yesterday. The quake, one of the most powerful
ever recorded in the region, initially triggered widespread alerts in Japan,
Russia, and Hawaii. Authorities have now downgraded those warnings, and
no major damage or casualties have been reported so far. However, Chile
has raised its tsunami warning to the highest level along most of its Pacific
Coast and has ordered evacuations as a precaution.

BANGLADESH GENERAL ELECTION:

Khaleda Zia, the chairperson of the Bangladesh Nationalist Party (BNP)
and former premier, will contest the upcoming general election, her party
leader said today. BNP Vice Chairman Abdul Awal Mintoo said the
79-year-old party chief is doing well and she will contest the election.

Zia returned to Dhaka from London in May after four months of medical
treatment. She went to London in January for advanced medical care and
was admitted to The London Clinic. The BNP chairperson was lodged in the
Old Dhaka Central Jail on February 8, 2018, after the Dhaka court sentenced
her in the Zia Orphanage Trust corruption case.

During the COVID-19 outbreak, the then Sheikh Hasina-led Awami
League government temporarily released Zia from jail after 776 days through
an executive order, suspending her sentence on March 25, 2020, with
conditions that she would stay in her house and not leave the country.

On August 6 last year, after the ouster of the Hasina regime, Zia was
freed by an order of President Mohammed Shahabuddin. In March,
Bangladesh's Supreme Court upheld a High Court ruling that acquitted Zia in
a corruption case in which she was sentenced to seven years in jail by a lower
court.

IND-ENG 5th TEST

In cricket, India will look to level the five-match Anderson-Tendulkar
Test series as they face England in the final and decisive Test at the Oval
ground in London today. The match is scheduled to begin at 3:30 PM IST.
India, currently trailing 2-1 in the series, have made key change with Dhruv
Jurel coming in for the injured Rishabh Pant. Fast bowler Akash Deep is
expected to return to the playing XI, while star pacer Jasprit Bumrah is likely
to be rested. However, captain Shubman Gill has kept the final team selection
under wraps. England are also making several changes. With regular captain
Ben Stokes ruled out of the match, Ollie Pope will lead the side at his home
ground. The hosts have opted for a pace-heavy attack, recalling Gus Atkinson
and Jamie Overton after both proved their fitness in recent county games.



Jofra Archer will also miss the final Test, with team management opting to
rest him as a precaution during his gradual return to international cricket.

IMD WEATHER

Citizens in Delhi NCR woke up to a drizzle after rainfall lashed the
National Capital in the early morning hours today. The India Meteorological
Department (IMD) has forecast heavy to very heavy rainfall over Assam,
Meghalaya and Rajasthan today. The Met Department predicted similar
conditions over North East India, including Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Himachal
Pradesh, Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Odisha, Uttarakhand, West Bengal
and Sikkim today. Parts of Northwest India including Andaman and Nicobar
Islands, Gangetic West Bengal and Jharkhand are expected to witness
thunderstorms accompanied by lightning and gusty winds during the next 2-3
days.

The IMD further predicted hot and humid weather conditions in places
over Tamil Nadu, Puducherry, and Karaikal during the day.
