Prime Minister announced that citizens of Indian origin in
Trinidad and Tobago will now be eligible for Overseas Citizen of
India (OCI) cards, allowing them to live and work in India without
restrictions. He encouraged the India community to visit their
ancestral land and deepen their connection with India.

Mr Modi praised the cultural contributions of Indian
community and said it was an honour to bring with him a replica
of the Ram Mandir and holy water from the river Sarayu in
Ayodhya. Prime Minister recalled the Indian community's earlier
gesture of sending 'shilas' and sacred water for the temple's
construction.

Prime Minister Modi also praised the Indian diaspora in
Trinidad and Tobago for keeping Indian culture alive. Mr Modi
said, they left Ganga and Yamuna behind but carried Ramayana in
their heart.

Prime Minister reached Port of Spain in Trinidad and Tobago for the
second leg of his five-nation tour last night. In a special gesture, Prime
Minister was received on his arrival at the airport in Port of Spain by Prime
Minister of Trinidad & Tobago Kamla Persad-Bissessar along with members
of her Cabinet and several other dignitaries. Prime Minister was accorded a
ceremonial Guard of Honour and welcomed with special cultural
performances.

In a social media post, Mr Modi said many people from India made
their way to Trinidad and Tobago years ago. Over the years, they
distinguished themselves in several fields and are enriching the nation's
development journey. Mr Modi expressed gratitude to the local Indian
community for an unforgettable welcome in Port of Spain.

This is his first visit to the country as Prime Minister and the first
bilateral visit at the Prime Ministerial level to Trinidad and Tobago since
1999. During his two day visit, the Prime Minister will hold talks with
President of Trinidad and Tobago, Christine Carla Kangaloo, and Prime
Minister Kamla Persad-Bissessar. Prime Minister will address a Joint Session
of the Parliament of Trinidad and Tobago. The visit will impart fresh
impetus to the deep-rooted and historical ties between the two countries.

Amarnath

The annual 38 day Shri Amarnath Ji Yatra that formally commenced
yesterday (July 3) is going on smoothly, from twin routes of Pahalgam in
South Kashmir’s Anantnag district and Baltal in Central Kashmir’'s Ganderbal
district. The Yatri movement started early morning from both routes under
strict security cover. The Holy cave is known for the ice stalagmite that
forms within, resembling a Shivlinga. The Cave is situated at an altitude of
12, 756 feet in the Himalayas in Kashmir region. Over 3000 devotees were
allowed towards Chandanwari on Pahalgam route early today morning.
More than 7700 pilgrims were allowed from Baltal Ganderbal Base Camp
towards sacred Cave Shrine. Officials said over 3200 pilgrims had darshan
at Holy Cave by 10 O" Clock, who reached holy cave through Baltal
route. Yatris were seen very happy, delightful and content over all kinds of
arrangements, facilities and secure environment all along the twin
routes. Lakhs of devotees from across the country are expected to pay
obeisance this year. To ensure the smooth conduct of the Yatra, a three-



tier security grid has been implemented, with thousands of security
personnel deployed along the route. In addition to conventional measures,
Al-powered CCTV surveillance systems are monitoring key locations for
real-time threat detection. Meanwhile, a fresh batch of over 6000 pilgrims
including men, women, children, Sadhus etc, in 291 vehicles were flagged
off from Bhagwati Nagar Base Camp in Jammu today morning. These
Yatries will reach their respective Base Camps by this evening.

Sensex

The Indian benchmark indices, Sensex and Nifty, opened slightly lower
today amid lingering uncertainty over the upcoming trade deal deadline set
by U.S. President Donald Trump next week. The Sensex was down by 50
points, trading at 83,190, while the Nifty declined by 20 points to 25,384 in
early trade.In Asian markets, all major indices were trading in the red,
except for Beijing.

HEATWAVE EUROPE:

An intense early summer heatwave sweeping across Europe has claimed at
least eight lives and forced health authorities to issue widespread alerts.
The soaring temperatures have also disrupted energy operations,
prompting nuclear power plants in Switzerland and France to reduce output
or shut down completely. Spain and France were hit hardest earlier in the
week, with Spain reporting four deaths. While temperatures have slightly
eased there, the heat is intensifying in Central and Eastern Europe, raising
health concerns. France has recorded its hottest June since 2003, with two
heat-related deaths and 300 hospitalizations reported. Wildfires remain a
threat in Greece amid ongoing hot, dry conditions. In Italy, two elderly
men died from the heat on Sardinian beaches. Germany is bracing for
temperatures to hit 40°C in some regions.

WOMEN CRICKET - IND VS ENG

In Women's cricket, India will look to seal the T20I series with two
matches to spare as they take on hosts England in the third match of the
five-game series at Kennington Oval this evening. The match is scheduled



to begin at 11:05 PM IST. The Women in Blue have secured victories in the
first two matches. India’s dominant performance has also boosted their
confidence ahead of next year’s ICC Women's T20 World Cup, which will
be held in England.

BADMINTON - CANADA OPEN:

In Badminton, Kidambi Srikanth booked a spot in the men’s singles
quarterfinals of the Canada Open Super 300 tournament with a
commanding straight-game victory over Wang Po-Wei of Chinese Taipei
yesterday. Srikanth found himself on the back foot early in the first game;
however, the world No. 49 staged a spirited comeback to clinch both
games with ease. He will next face the No. 1 seed, Chou Tien-chen of
Taiwan, tomorrow. Sankar Subramanian also advanced to the last eight
after defeating Huang Yu-kai of Taiwan in straight games. He will face
Japanese shuttler Kenta Nishimoto next.

In women’s singles, India’s Shriyanshi Valishetty will take on Amalie
Schulz of Denmark in the quarterfinals this evening.
