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ED-BETTING: The Enforcement Directorate (ED) has registered an Enforcement Case

Information Report (ECIR) against 29 individuals, including Tollywood actors, television hosts,
social media influencers, and YouTubers, for allegedly promoting illegal betting applications in
breach of the Public Gambling Act, 1867. The action comes under the Prevention of Money
Laundering Act (PMLA), following five separate FIRs registered in Panjagutta, Miyapur,
Cyberabad, Suryapet, and Visakhapatnam. The case revolves around paid promotions for
platforms such as Junglee Rummy, A23, JeetWin, Parimatch, Lotus365, and others suspected to
be involved in large-scale money laundering. Those named in the ECIR include actors Rana
Daggubati, Prakash Raj, Vijay Devarakonda, Manchu Lakshmi, Praneetha, and Nidhi Agarwal;
TV and media personalities like Ananya Nagella, Siri Hanumanthu, Sreemukhi among others.
Digital creators including Harsha Sai, Bayya Sunny Yadav, Tastyteja, Rithu Chowdhary,
Bandaru Sheshayani Supritha and the YouTube channel ‘Local Boy Nani’. Kiran Goud and the
management teams behind the betting platforms have also been named. Some of the promotions
were reportedly disguised as entertainment or social service, drawing public ire and triggering
police complaints from individuals who claimed to have suffered financial losses. Following one
complainant alleging a loss of over 3 crore rupees after being influenced by YouTube adverts
featuring these personalities the ED took up the case. PN 20
