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RAINS: For the second consecutive day, the districts of Telangana, especially the
Northern parts, experienced heavy to very heavy rainfall in the last 24 hours.
Bejjur in Kumaram Bheem Asifabad recorded maximum of 236.8 mm of rainfall,
followed by Venkatapuram, in Mulugu district, with 218.5 mm. Karimnagar also

experienced heavy rainfall. Meanwhile, The India Meteorological Department



(IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall at isolated locations in several districts of
Telangana over the next 48 hours. In a daily weather bulletin issued by
Meteorological Centre today, the IMD stated that heavy rain is likely in the
districts of Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Suryapet,
Mahabubabad, Warangal, and Hanamkonda. Similar weather conditions are
expected in Adilabad, Komaram Bheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal,
Nizamabad, Khammam, Jangaon, Medak, and Kamareddy districts during the
same period. In the past 24 hours, extremely heavy rainfall was recorded at isolated
places in Kumaram Bheem and Mulugu districts. Heavy to very heavy rainfall
occurred in Karimnagar, while heavy rain was also reported from Jayashankar
Bhupalpally, Mahabubabad, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Siddipet, Sangareddy, and
Warangal districts. Rainfall was recorded at most locations across the state, the
report added. Meanwhile as the monsoon season continues to bring widespread
rainfall across the State, the Telangana Integrated Command and Control Centre
(TGICCC) has enhanced coordination among law enforcement and disaster
management agencies. In response to current IMD weather forecast and ground-
level reports, the TGiCCC has alerted Komaram Bheem-Asifabad, Mancherial,
Nirmal, and Peddapalli District Collectors concerned, Commissioners of Police
(CPs) and Superintendents of Police (SPs), TGiCCC VB Kamalasan Reddy said
today. The Multi-Agency Operations Centre (MAOC) at TGICCC is operating
24x7 and is in constant touch with district control rooms, local police units,
disaster response teams, municipal authorities and civic authorities.
