OBC: BJP Telangana State President Ramchander Rao today accused the
Congress government of manipulating the 42 per cent BC reservation by diverting
10 per cent to Muslims to appease AIMIM for political gains. Speaking to the
media in [llandu in Bhadradri Kothagudem district, Ramchander Rao said move is
facing widespread opposition from BC associations and even BC leaders within
Congress party itself. He pointed out that 50 divisions under GHMC are currently
under BC reservation, yet 35 of these were reportedly allotted to Majlis candidates
in the past, drastically reducing actual BC representation. He recalled that during
tenure of former Chief Minister late Y S Rajasekhar Reddy, 4 per cent reservation
was allocated to Muslims. Later Ramchander Rao speaking at a meeting organised
by Kothagudem Bar Association strongly pitched for implementation of Advocate
Protection Act in State, citing a rise in attacks on legal professionals. PTC/BKGM

SEETHAKKA: Panchayat Raj Minister Dr. Danasari Anasuya Seethakka today

ordered that all Field Assistants be paid equal salaries without any discrimination
and promised to extend both group insurance and health insurance benefits to
them. In a significant move, the Minister cancelled Circular 4779, which had led to
the dismissal of several field assistants in the past. She directed officials to explore
viable options for reinstating those dismissed under the circular. The Minister also
announced that a report would be submitted to the government recommending a
salary hike and a fixed time scale for the field assistants. Additionally, she
promised allowances to support transfers among the workforce, an official
statement said. Field Assistants met Minister and raise long-pending issues
unresolved for nearly a decade. After hearing their grievances assured to address

WEATHER: Light to moderate rain or thundershowers are likely to occur at

isolated places over Telangana during the next 48 hours. The Meteorological
Centre said today in its daily weather report that strong surface winds with speeds
are likely to prevail at isolated places in all districts of Telangana during the next
five days. The southwest monsoon has been weak over the State. Rain occurred at

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PONNAM: State BC Welfare Minister Ponnam Prabhakar accussed BJP state
president N Ramachandra Rao of spreading false propaganda regarding the supply
of fertilisers to the State. In a statement today, the Minister said the BJP leader was
commenting without any understanding of how fertilisers are supplied and who is
responsible for it. He pointed out that their distribution fell entirely under the
purview of the Union Government, which allocates supplies based on the
requirements of each State. Prabhakar blamed the shortage of fertilisers on the
central government’s failure to provide adequate quantities. He rejected
Ramachandra Rao’s claim that 12.02 lakh metric tonnes of urea had been supplied
to Telangana so far and clarified only 9.80 lakh metric tonnes had reached the
State.

locations in Hyderabad as part of a money laundering investigation into a sheep
rearing and distribution "scam" worth crores of rupees that allegedly took place
during the previous BRS regime, official sources said.
