Yojana to enhance agricultural productivity. The scheme aims to increase



crop diversification and sustainable agricultural practices, augment post-
harvest storage, improve irrigation facilities and facilitate availability of
credit.

Briefing media in New Delhi today after the Cabinet meeting,
Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said, one hundred
districts will be identified in the country under the scheme, which will be
based on three key indicators - low productivity, low cropping intensity,
and less credit disbursement. He said, the scheme will be implemented
through convergence of 36 existing schemes across eleven departments,
other State schemes.

REV. CCEA - NLC INDIA

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs CCEA has approved
enhanced delegation of power to NTPC from the extant guidelines of
delegation of power to Maharatna Central Public Sector Enterprises for
making investment in NTPC Green Energy Limited, a subsidiary company
and subsequently, NGEL investing in NTPC Renewable Energy Limited and
its other Joint Ventrues. This is beyond earlier approved prescribed limit of
seven thousand 500 crore rupees upto an amount of 20 thousand crore
rupees for renewable energy capacity addition to achieve 60 Giga Watt
renewable energy capacity by 2032. Information and Broadcasting Minister
Ashwini Vaishnaw said, the enhanced delegation given to NTPC and NGEL
will facilitate accelerated development of renewable projects in the country.

50 per cent landmark in green energy capacity and India is on track to fulfil
its commitment under COP26.

The Union Cabinet has adopted a resolution hailing astronaut
Shubhanshu Shukla's space journey. Group Captain Shubhanshu Shukla
landed back safely on earth yesterday from his space journey, representing
the infinite aspirations of India.

Briefing media in New Delhi today after the Cabinet meeting,
Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said, Shubhanshu
Shukla's space mission took India a step closer to realising its own space
station. He said, the Cabinet commends the Indian Space Research
Organisation and the entire community of scientists and engineers whose
relentless efforts have made this achievement possible. Mr Vaishnaw
highlighted that he conducted pioneering experiments in microgravity on
subjects such as muscle regeneration, algal and microbial growth, crop
viability, microbial survivability, cognitive performance in space, and the
behaviour of cyanobacteria. He added that these studies will deepen global
understanding of human spaceflight and microgravity science and provide
critical inputs for India’s future missions.

Panchayats and Urban Local Bodies, ensuring that every eligible citizen is
able to avail the intended benefits of these transformative schemes.

The Ministry said, since the launch of the campaign, a total of over
43 thousand camps have been conducted across various districts to
