FINAL PAR - ADJOURN

Proceedings of both the Houses today marred by the opposition
uproar leading to adjournment of the Lok Sabha and the Rajya Sabha for
the day. The opposition parties were demanding discussion on Operation



Sindoor and Special Intensive Revision initiative in Bihar and other issues.

When the Lok Sabha assembled after the second adjournment at 2
PM, opposition members again started sloganeering pressing for their
demands. The Presiding Officer urged the members to allow the House to
function and go back to their seats. The Chair assured that discussion will
be held on the issues. Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju
condemned the disruption, accusing that opposition parties that they do
not want discussion. He said, in the Business Advisory Committee meeting
held yesterday, it was decided to conduct discussion on Operation Sindoor.
He questioned the opposition's intention saying that the government is
ready for the discussion but they are engaged in disruption.

After the repeated appeal by the Chair, the opposition continued with
the sloganeering and trooped into the well. As the pandemonium
continued, the Chair adjourned the House for the day.

Earlier, when the Lok Sabha met after the first adjournment at 12
noon, the opposition members again started sloganeering on various issues
and trooped into the well. Presiding Officer Jagdambika Pal appealed to the
opposition MPs to allow the House to function but they did not pay heed to
his request. Minister of State for Parliamentary Affairs, Arjun Ram Meghwal
also requested the opposition to cooperate in smooth transaction of the
business. He said the government is ready to discuss every issue under the
rules. The Chair also said that the government is ready to allow discussion
on Operation Sindoor for which 16 hours have been allocated for the
debate as decided during the Business Advisory Committee meeting.
Amidst din, the Chair adjourned the House till 2 PM. In the morning, when
the Lok Sabha assembled at 11 AM, the Opposition MPs created ruckus in
the House. Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla appealed to the opposition to
allow Question Hour. Echoing the same view, Agriculture and Farmer
Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan also requested the protesting
members to cooperate in smooth conduct of the business as most of the
questions are related to farmers' concern.

The Rajya Sabha also witnessed similar scenes as the opposition
parties protested in the House demanding discussion on Special Intensive
Revision in Bihar and Operation Sindoor among others. When the House
met at 11 AM this morning, the opposition parties including Congress,
DMK, RID, Samajwadi Party and others started sloganeering. Deputy
Chairman Harivansh urged the protesting members to allow the House to



function, but in vain. Amid the noisy scene, the Chair adjourned the House
till 12 noon. The scene was no different when the House assembled after
the first adjournment at 12 Noon. The opposition members again pressed
for discussion on Special Intensive Revision of electoral roll in Bihar.
Presiding Officer Ghanshyam Tiwari tried to take up the Question Hour but
it was not transacted due to the opposition's continued protest. Meanwhile
the Chair also conveyed the House regarding the Home Ministry notification
about resignation of Vice President Jagdeep Dhankhar. Amid din, the Chair
adjourned the House till 2 PM. When the House assembled at 2 PM, a
similar scene was witnessed forcing the Chair to adjourn the House for the
day.

The Supreme Court today issued notices to the Centre and all state
governments on the issue of imposition of timelines on Governors and
President to act on Bills in the absence of a constitutionally-prescribed time
limit. In the aftermath of the apex court verdict in the Tamil Nadu Bills
case, President Droupadi Murmu, in May this year, had asked the apex
court to report its opinion on constitutional options available to a Governor
and President when a Bill is presented before them under Article 200 and
Article 201 of the Constitution. Earlier in April 2025, a two-judge Bench of
the Supreme Court, using its inherent powers under Article 142 of the
Constitution, resolved a standoff between the Tamil Nadu government and
Governor R.N. Ravi over the delay in granting assent to Bills passed by the
Assembly. It had ruled that Governor Ravi's refusal to approve 10 Bills in
Tamil Nadu was both "illegal and arbitrary".The top court held that once a
Bill is returned, re-passed by the legislature, and presented again to the
Governor, it is not open for the Governor to reserve it for the President’s
consideration.The court also set a three-month deadline for President to
act on the Bills passed by the legislature for a second time.

The judgment, apparently, brought Presidential actions under judicial
review by favouring a three-month deadline, promoting the President to
make a reference under Article 143 of the Constitution. Article 143 provides
that the President may invoke the advisory jurisdiction of the Supreme
Court on matters of public importance or constitutional interpretation.

These include finalization of the frame of administrative
units, collection of data through mobile apps, management and monitoring
of census activities through Census Management and Monitoring System
portal, self~-enumeration, and training of census functionaries.

REV PM VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be embarking on an official visit to
the United Kingdom tomorrow. During the two day visit, he will hold
discussions with his United Kingdom counterpart Keir Starmer and call on
King Charles III. Briefing media in New Delhi this afternoon, Foreign
Secretary Vikram Misri said Prime Minister Modi will also interact with
business leaders of both the countries. He said this will be Prime Minister
Modi’s fourth visit to the UK.

Foreign Secretary said this visit will give both leaders the opportunity
to review the entire gamut of India-UK bilateral relations and discuss ways
to strengthen it further. They will also exchange views on issues of regional
and global relevance. The India-UK Partnership was upgraded to
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership in 2021. Mr Misri said both sides



remain committed to taking this partnership to even higher levels. He said
business, tech, research, and innovation have emerged as key pillars of
bilateral cooperation.

Mr Misri stated that University of Southampton has opened a campus
in Gurugram recently. This is the first foreign university to open a campus
in India under New Education Policy. The Foreign Secretary said there are
several other UK universities that are also considering opening campuses in
India. He said India UK bilateral trade crossed 55 billion dollars in 2023-24.
The UK is also the 6th largest investor in India with accumulative
investment of 36 billion dollars. India is a large source of FDI in the UK
with accumulative investment of close to 20 billion dollars. There are
around a thousand Indian companies in the UK that provide employment.

The Foreign Secretary also said that the UK India Infrastructure
Financing Bridge, which is coordinated between NITI Aayog and the City of
London, works to avail UK expertise in mobilising finance for green
infrastructure projects and in the renewable energy sector in India. Foreign
Secretary added that in the defence sector, India and UK are seeing
regular interactions. The UK also continues to be a very large research and
innovation partner for India.

In the second leg of his visit, Prime Minister will undertake a
state visit to Maldives from 25th to 26th July on the invitation of Maldivian
President Mohamed Muizzu. Foreign Secretary said that Prime Minister will
be the ‘Guest of Honour’ at the celebrations of the 60th anniversary of the
Independence of Maldives on 26th of July. This will be Prime Minister's
third visit to Maldives, and the first visit by a Head of State or Government
to Maldives during the Presidency of Dr. Mohamed Muizzu. Mr Modi will
hold meeting with President Muizzu and inaugurate infrastructure
projects.

Foreign Secretary Misri said that Maldives is a very important
partner in India's Neighbourhood First policy and Vision MAHASAGAR. He
said India has always been first on hand to respond to the needs of
Maldives whenever it has faced crises, natural or manmade. Mr Misri said
there has been a robust political relationship bolstered by regular visits at
high levels.

India is one of the largest trading partner of Maldives. Bilateral trade is



nearly 500 million dollars. Both countries are in discussions to negotiate a
Free Trade Agreement and an Investment Treaty as well. New areas of
cooperation including renewable energy and fisheries are also being
worked on. The Foreign Secretary said India has been a traditional
development partner of Maldives executing various initiatives.

The Foreign Secretary said India also has a robust
defence and security cooperation cooperation with Maldives. He said India
continues to assist Maldives in building its capacity and train Maldives'
defence personnel. The two countries are also cooperating on the ambit of
Colombo Security Conclave. On signing of FTA document between India
and UK, the Foreign Secretary said the two sides have been in close touch
since concluding negotiations on Free Trade Agreement. He informed that
both sides are currently engaged in legal scrubbing and other last minute
formalities.

Replying to a question on Khalistani extremists, Mr Misri said this issue is a
matter of concern for India and it has been brought to the attention of UK.
He added that this is a matter of concern not only to India but its partners
as well because this impacts social cohesion and social order in these
countries as well. On a separate question, the Foreign Secretary said
discussions have also taken place between India and UK regarding
extradition of fugitives to India.
