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AXIOM-LANDING

Indian astronaut Shubhanshu Shukla and three other crew members of
Axiom-4 mission safely returned to Earth after their 18-day historic mission
aboard the International Space Station. The SpaceX Dragon spacecraft

splashed down in the Pacific Ocean off the coast of San Diego in California
this afternoon. The crew will now undergo a seven-day rehabilitation

program to adjust to Earth's gravity. Axiom-4 mission's space odyssey

began on 25th of last month when the Falcon-9 rocket carrying the Dragon



space capsule blasted off from Florida towards the International Space
Station. Group Captain Shukla is the first Indian to visit the International
Space Station (ISS) and the second Indian astronaut after Wing
Commander Rakesh Sharma, who went to space in 1984. During his stay
aboard the ISS, Mr Shukla conducted seven India-specific microgravity
experiments. These experiments are designed to generate critical data for
future planetary missions and long-duration space habitation. On Sunday,
NASA's Expedition Crew organised a traditional ceremony for the Axiom-4
crew. Speaking at the farewell ceremony, Mr Shukla described his space
journey as truly incredible. This mission, dubbed Akash Ganga, is a
collaborative effort between Axiom Space, US space agency NASA, and
Indian Space Research Organization.

Shukla as he came back on Earth after his space journey. In a social media
post, the President said, Group Captain Shukla's role in piloting of Axiom
Mission 4 to the International Space Station has created a new milestone
for India’s space exploration as well as for international collaboration in
science and technology.

HEALTH MINISTRY - STREET FOOD:
Health Ministry has rejected the media reports which claimed that the
Ministry has directed to issue warning labels on food products such as
samosa, jalebi and laddoo. In a statement, the Ministry said, these media
reports are misleading, incorrect, and baseless. It said, the Ministry had
separately issued an advisory which is an initiative towards making
healthier choices at work places. It advises about display of Boards in
various workplaces such as lobbies, canteens, cafeterias, meeting rooms to
raise awareness on harmful consumption of hidden fats and excess sugar
in various food items. These Boards are meant to serve as daily reminders
on fighting obesity, the burden of which is sharply rising in the country. It
said, the Health Ministry Advisory does not direct Warning Labels on food
products sold by vendors, and has not been selective towards Indian
snacks. It does not target India's rich street food culture.
JAISHANKAR-SCO

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar has emphasized that
Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) should take an uncompromising
position on the issues of terrorism, separatism and extremism. Dr.
Jaishankar today participated in the SCO Council of Foreign Ministers
meeting this evening in Tianjin, China. Referring to the terrorist attack in
Pahalgam, the Minister said, it was deliberately conducted to undermine
the tourism economy of Jammu and Kashmir, with the intention of sowing
religious divide. He said, the United Nations Security Council condemned
the incident and underlined the need to hold perpetrators, organizers,
financiers and sponsors of this reprehensible act of terrorism accountable.

Highlighting the current disorder in the international system, Dr.
Jaishankar said, economic instability is on the rise. He said, India has taken
several initiatives in the SCO in domains ranging from startup and
innovation to traditional medicine and digital public infrastructure. He
stressed that deepening collaboration within the SCO requires more trade,
investment and exchanges. He pointed out the lack of assured transit
within the SCO space, undermining the seriousness of advocating
cooperation in economic areas. He also stressed on promotion of the
International North South Transport Corridor (INSTC).



NIMISHA-EXECUTION
The execution of Indian nurse Nimishapriya, which was initially scheduled
for tomorrow in Yemen, has been postponed. According to the official
sources, the government has made concerted efforts in recent days to seek
more time for the family of Nimishapriya to reach a mutually agreeable
solution with the other party. Since the beginning of the case, the
government has rendered all possible assistance in the matter. Despite the
sensitivities involved, Indian officials have been in regular touch with the
local jail authorities and the prosecutor’s office, leading to securing this
postponement.
DAY- IMD WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department IMD has forecast very heavy
to extremely heavy rainfall at isolated places of Rajasthan and Jammu and
Kashmir today. According to IMD, Bihar, Jharkhand and Odisha will also
experience heavy rainfall over the next two days. Speaking exclusively to
Akashvani News, Senior IMD Scientist Dr. RK Jenamani said that orange
color warning has already been issued in these states. He added that
Madhya Maharashtra, Konkan, Goa, Kerala and Coastal Karnataka will also
witness heavy rainfall in coming days.
