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REPORT: Justice Pinakini Chandra Ghosh Commission today submitted its
inquiry report on the Kaleswaram Multi-Level Lift Irrigation Project to Irrigation
Department, Principal Secretary Rahul Bojja. The report will now be forwarded to
Chief Secretary Ramakrishna Rao for further action. The Commission, constituted
by the Telangana government on March 14, 2024, probed the structural and
operational issues in the Medigadda, Annaram, and Sundilla barrages over 15
months. During its inquiry, the panel questioned several people and recorded their
statements. The inquiry follows the sinking of piers at the Medigadda barrage in
late 2023, along with seepage problems at the Annaram and Sundilla barrages. The
government is expected to examine the findings closely before deciding on the
next course of action.

The court, however rejected the direct plea
to disqualify the MLAs. It also observed that Parliament should consider enacting a
law to ensure timely decisions in disqualification cases of party defectors. The
petitions were filed by Bharat Rashtra Samithi (BRS) working president K T Rama
Rao and several MLAs of the party and BJP Legislature Party leader Eleti
