Humpy, defeated China’s top seed Lei Tingjie in the FIDE Women’s World Cup in
Batumi, Georgia last night. In an exciting semifinal tiebreak played in both the
rapid and blitz formats, Humpy prevailed over Tingjie 5-3 to set up an all-India
title clash with her admirer, 19- year-old Divya Deshmukh. Humpy, India’s first
woman to earn the Grandmaster title, qualified for her second successive
Candidates tournament.

SEETHAKKA: State Panchayat Raj Minister Seethakka announced that 1,000

newly constructed Anganwadi buildings will be inaugurated on November 19,
coinciding with the birth anniversary of former Prime Minister Indira Gandhi, who
pioneered Anganwadi services in India. Chairing a review meeting at the
Secretariat today, Minister Seethakka directed officials to expedite construction
work to meet the deadline. The meeting was held as part of a 100-day action plan

aimed at improving Anganwadi services and combating malnutrition across the



State. The Minister said Anganwadi centers in Telangana should serve as role
models for the country and also stressed the importance of maintaining cleanliness
and safety in these centers. Seethakka said regular inspections by district officials
are essential.

KISHAN: Union Coal and Mines Minister Kishan Reddy accused Congress party
of misleading Backward Classes (BCs) with false promises and unconstitutional
reservations. Talking to media at New Delhi today, Kishan Reddy alleged that the
Congress party is deceiving BC communities by announcing a 42 per cent
reservation for them, which, he claimed, includes a 10 per cent quota for Muslims.
Referring to previous 4 per cent Muslim reservation introduced under BC-E
category during former Chief Minister late Y S Rajasekhar Reddy’s tenure, Kishan
Reddy pointed out that High Court had twice declared such reservations
unconstitutional. The Minister said if the Congress is truly committed to BC
empowerment, Revanth Reddy should resign and appoint a BC Chief Minister,” he
demanded.

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CABINET: The State cabinet meeting originally scheduled for today has been
postponed. The meeting will now be held on Monday, according to an official
statement. While the reason for the rescheduling has not been formally disclosed,
the revised date has been communicated to all concerned departments. The cabinet
is expected to take up key administrative and policy matters during the upcoming
session.

SC: The Supreme Court, in a judgment, held that there was no discrimination
against Andhra Pradesh or Telangana by Centre by conducting delimitation

exercise in Union Territory of Jammu & Kashmir without holding the same in the



Telugu States. A Bench headed by Justice Surya Kant referred to Article 170(3) of
the Constitution which mandates “readjustment of seats in the Legislative
Assembly of a State and the division of the State into territorial constituencies after
each census”. The Section 26 of the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act of 2014
was subject to Article 170(3) of the Constitution, the Bench held. Justice Kant said
delimitation in the States of Andhra Pradesh and Telangana have to be conducted
only after the census schedules in 2026. The top court dismissed plea filed by Prof.
K. Purushottam Reddy seeking directions to Centre to operationalise Section 26 of
Reorganisation Act dealing with delimitation of Assembly constituencies. DESK12
LS - RS — ADJOURN: Both the Houses have been adjourned for the day

following the ruckus created by the Opposition over various issues. When the Lok
Sabha met at 2:00 PM after first adjournment, the opposition members continued
with their protest disrupting the proceedings of the House. BJP MP Jagdambika
Pal, who was on the chair, appealed to the opposition members to go back to their
seats and allow the House to function. Despite the repeated appeal of the Chair, the
opposition continued with their sloganeering, forcing the chair to adjourn the
House for the day. Similar scene was witnessed in Rajya Sabha. The Rajya Sabha
was first adjourned at 12 noon and then finally for the day following the opposition
ruckus over various issues. When the Rajya Sabha met after first adjournment at 12
noon, Ghanshyam Tiwari, who was on the chair, tried to run Question Hour but the

opposition members continued their protest raising their demand. NSD 12
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OTT BAN: Union Government has directed blocking of 25 OTT websites and
apps showcasing obscene, vulgar and in some cases, pornographic content. The
Ministry of Information and Broadcasting noted that some content on these

platforms include sexual innuendos and in some cases long portions of sexually



explicit scenes. It also added that such content depicted obscenity and vulgarity in
several inappropriate contexts. The action was taken by Ministry in consultation
with Union Ministry of Home Affairs, Women and Child Development, Union
Ministry of Information Technology, Department of Legal Affairs, industry bodies
FICCI and CII and experts in field of women and child rights. NSD 9

OMC: The Telangana High Court has dismissed a revision petition filed by IAS
officer Y. Srilakshmi, seeking acquittal in Obulapuram Mining Company (OMC)
illegal mining case. The court upheld her status as an accused, paving the way for
the CBI to investigate her role further. In October 2022, a CBI court rejected
Srilakshmi’s discharge petition. Challenging this, she approached the High Court,
which initially ruled in her favor. However, the CBI appealed to the Supreme
Court found fault with the High Court's decision for not considering the CBI’s
arguments. The Supreme Court directed the High Court to rehear the case within
three months, ensuring both parties’ arguments were considered. After reviewing
the arguments, the Telangana High Court dismissed Srilakshmi’s revision petition,
reinforcing her involvement in the case. DESK 11
