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RAINS: Heavy rainfall continues to lash several districts in Telangana.
Venkatapuram mandal in Mulugu district has emerged as one of the most affected
regions. In a span of 24 hours, the mandal recorded a staggering 46 cm of rainfall,
according to data from the Telangana Development Planning Society (TGDPS).
With more rain expected, the district administration has activated emergency
protocols to prevent casualties and damage. State Panchayat Raj Minister Dr.
Danasari Anasuya Seethakka conducted a field inspection of flood-affected areas
in Mulugu district, leveraging past experiences to address monsoon-related
challenges. She directed the Collectors and Superintendents of Police (SPs) of
Mulugu and Mahabubabad districts to remain on high alert, ensuring timely
communication to the public. Normal life came to a halt in Karimnagar town
following incessant rainfall since Yesterday night, with 60.3 mm of rainfall
recorded till this noon. Residents largely remained indoors through the morning,
while several low-lying areas were inundated. Drainage water entered homes in
multiple localities causing distress to residents. Traffic moving towards Warangal
and Hyderabad was also affected due to rainwater overflowing on the town’s
outskirts. Meanwhile, heavy rains brought coal production to a standstill in the
Ramagundam region of Peddapalli district. Operations in four opencast projects
(OCPs) were suspended after rain water accumulated in quarries, making it
impossible to operate heavy machinery. Officials said the production of nearly
80,000 tonnes of coal was affected due to the disruption. In Hyderabad, Backward
Classes Welfare Minister Ponnam Prabhakar asked officials concerned to be on
high alert in the wake of rain forecast in the next few days. Prabhakar, who is also
Hyderabad In-charge Minister, spoke to the GHMC Commissioner RV Karnan,
Hyderabad Police Commissioner CV Anand, Hyderabad district Collector Dasari
Harichandana, HYDRAA Commissioner AV Ranganath and other officials and
enquired about the situation. He advised them to take necessary measures to avoid
inconvenience to people. Considering the heavy rain warning, the Cyberabad
Police have released an advisory suggesting companies adopt a Work-from-Home
(WFH) setup, as unrelenting rain in Hyderabad is expected to continue. In its
advisory note, the Joint Commissioner of Police (Traffic), Cyberabad, requested
companies to adopt remote working in order to guarantee public safety, alleviate
traffic congestion.

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WEATHER: The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has issued a flash
flood warning for nine districts in Telangana, cautioning of moderate to high flood
risk in the next 24 hours. Districts under the flash flood risk include Bhadradri
Kothagudem, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Peddapalli, Mancherial, Kumaram Bheem
Asifabad, Jagtial, Adilabad, Nizamabad and Kamareddy. In a separate daily
weather bulletin, the IMD has also issued heavy rainfall warnings for several parts
of the State for tomorrow. An orange alert, indicating the likelihood of heavy to
very heavy rainfall, was issued for Jayashankar Bhupalpally and Mulugu districts.
A yellow alert, warning of heavy rain at isolated places, is in effect for Adilabad,
Kumaram Bheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Mahabubabad,
Vikarabad and Sangareddy districts. Additionally, thunderstorms accompanied by
lightning and gusty winds are also expected to occur at isolated locations across all
33 districts, according to the bulletin. PN 13
ED: The Enforcement Directorate (ED) has issued fresh summons to actor Rana
Daggubati in connection with its investigation into the alleged promotion of illegal
online betting platforms. Official sources in the ED confirmed that the actor has
been asked to appear on August 11, following a request for additional time. He was
earlier directed to appear in person today. The ED has summoned several other
film and television personalities as part of its probe. Actor Prakash Raj was
directed to appear on July 30, followed by Vijay Deverakonda on August 6 and
Manchu Lakshmi on August 13. The summons were issued after the ED registered
an Enforcement Case Information Report (ECIR) earlier this month under the
Prevention of Money Laundering Act (PMLA), naming 29 individuals, including
actors, television personalities, YouTubers, and influencers.

Corporation (GHMC) workers, employees, and Self-Help Groups (SHGs) was
inaugurated by Transport Minister and district in-charge Minister Ponnam
Prabhakar at Krishna Kanth Park in Yousufguda in Hyderabad today. A large
number of GHMC workers turned up for medical check-ups and screenings.
Minister Ponnam Prabhakar also distributed health kits to the GHMC workers.
Speaking at the occasion, minister Ponnam Prabhakar said that the health camps
will be organised in all areas of Hyderabad under the auspices of GHMC. He stated
that the camps have been set up enabling people to undergo their medical tests
without needing to visit a hospital.

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ECI-VP: The Election Commission has started the process of election to the office
of Vice President following resignation of Jagdeep Dhankhar. The process
commenced after Union Ministry of Home Affairs notified the resignation of
Dhankhar yesterday. On completion of the preparatory activities, the
announcement of the election schedule to the office of the Vice-President will be
made by the Commission. Major pre-announcement activities which have already
been started include preparation of Electoral College which consists of elected as
well as nominated members of Rajya Sabha as well as Lok Sabha. According to
the poll body, the Election Commission under Article 324 is mandated to conduct
the election to the office of the Vice President.

The Presiding Officer urged
the protesting members to allow the House to function citing that an important bill
Is listed. As the pandemonium continued, the Chair adjourned the House for the
day.Similar scenes were witnessed in the Rajya Sabha. After the second
adjournment, when the House assembled at 2 PM, the opposition parties created
ruckus in the House and demanded discussion on Special Intensive Revision in
Bihar. Amid noisy scenes, Port, Shipping and Waterways Minister Sabananda
Sonowal moved the Carriage of Goods by Sea Bill, 2025 for consideration and
passing, but due to the Opposition parties’ ruckus, the discussion could not take
place. As the pandemonium continued, the Chair adjourned the House for the day.
