The return journey of Indian astronaut Group Captain
Shubhanshu Shukla and three other crew members of the Axiom-
4 mission began a short while ago. SpaceX, in its post on X,
confirmed that Dragon, the crew capsule, has separated from the
International Space Station (ISS). It said that the spacecraft will now
execute a series of departure burns to move away from the space station.
It added that Dragon will reenter the Earth's atmosphere and splash down
in around 22.5 hours off the coast of California tiomorrow.

After landing, Group Captain Shukla, along with other crew members,
will undergo a 7-day rehabilitation programme under the supervision of the
Flight Surgeons to adapt back to Earth’s gravity. Group Captain Shukla
is on a 14-day mission to the International Space Station. He became the
first Indian to visit the International Space Station and the second Indian
astronaut after Wing Commander Rakesh Sharma, who went to space in
1984. During the journey, Group Captain Shukla conducted seven India-
specific experiments. In his farewell speech aboard ISS, Group Captain
Shukla described his space journey as incredible.

JAISHANKAR-WANG YI MEET

External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar today said that India-China
relations are gradually moving in a positive direction. Delivering opening
remarks during a meeting with his Chinese counterpart Wang Yi in Beijing,
Dr. Jaishankar said that both countries have made good progress in the
past nine months toward normalising bilateral relations. He underlined that
this progress is the result of resolving friction along the border and the
ability to maintain peace and tranquillity there. Dr. Jaishankar emphasised
that this forms the fundamental basis for mutual strategic trust and the
smooth development of bilateral relations. He added that it is now
incumbent upon both sides to address other aspects related to the border,
including de-escalation.

Dr. Jaishankar highlighted that, as neighbouring nations and major
global economies, there are various facets and dimensions to India-China
ties. He underlined that measures toward normalising people-to-people
exchanges could foster mutually beneficial cooperation.

He underscored that stable and constructive ties between India and
China will not only benefit these two countries but the world as a whole.
He suggested that this is best achieved by handling relations based on
mutual respect, mutual interest, and mutual sensitivity. He further
mentioned that both sides had previously agreed that differences should
not become disputes, nor should competition ever evolve into conflict,
emphasising that the two countries can now continue to develop their ties
along a positive trajectory.

Dr. Jaishankar also mentioned that this year marks the 75th
anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations between the two
countries, and appreciated that the Kailash Manasarovar Yatra has
resumed after a gap of five years. He thanked the Chinese side for their
cooperation on this matter.

DAY IMD-WEATHER

India Meteorological Department,IMD has forecast extremely heavy
rainfall over West Bengal, Rajasthan, Jharkhand, and Odisha for the next
two days. Speaking exclusively to Akashvani News, IMD Scientist Dr.
Naresh Kumar said that two low-pressure systems are likely to form, one
over northwest Madhya Pradesh and its neighbouring areas, and the other
over the northwest Bay of Bengal and adjoining coastal regions. He said
that under this influence, heavy to very heavy rainfall will continue over
Rajasthan, Gangetic West Bengal, Chhattisgarh, Odisha, and West Madhya
Pradesh. Dr. Kumar also added that very heavy rainfall is likely to continue
over northwest India for the next few days. Delhi-NCR is expected to
witness light to moderate rainfall today.
