IVF- BREAKTHROUGH

In a remarkable breakthrough, scientists in the UK used a three-
person in vitro fertilization (IVF) technique to bring to life eight children
and spared them from genetic mitochondrial disease. The infants-four girls
and four boys, including one set of identical twins, were born using DNA
from three people. Researchers from Newcastle University in the UK said,
the babies were born to seven women at high risk of transmitting serious
disease caused by mutations in mitochondrial DNA. They said, all babies
were healthy at birth, meeting their developmental milestones. Researchers
said, the mother’s disease-causing mitochondrial DNA mutations were
either undetectable or present at levels that are very unlikely to cause
disease. The pioneering study, published in The New England Journal of
Medicine, describes the technique where the nucleus from the mother's
fertilised egg, along with the nucleus of the father's sperm, is transferred
into a healthy egg provided by an anonymous donor. Mitochondrial
donation technologies are currently regarded as risk-reduction treatments
owing to the carryover of maternal mitochondrial DNA during the
mitochondrial donation procedure.

ODISHA-JITENDRA SINGH

Union Minister of State for Personnel, Public Grievances and Pensions
Dr Jitendra Singh today said about 1,600 rules which were not Citizen-
Centric have been done away with by the Government in the last 11 years.
Inaugurating the two-day national conference on ‘Good Governance
Practices’ jointly organised by Department of Administrative Reforms and
Public Grievances of the Central Government and Odisha Government at
Bhubaneswar this afternoon, Dr Singh emphasized good governance to
simplify citizens' lives through transparency, anti-corruption measures, and



streamlined administration, leading to 'ease of governance' and 'ease of
living'. The two-day conference aims to highlight innovative practices that
have received national recognition under the Prime Minister's Awards for
Excellence in Public Administration.

BIHAR SHIVRAJ]

Union Agriculture Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan has appealed to
agricultural universities and research institutions to contribute to increasing
agricultural productivity under the Prime Minister's Krishi Dhan-Dhanya
Yojana. Addressing the fourth convocation ceremony of Dr. Rajendra
Prasad Central Agricultural University in Pusa, Samastipur in Bihar today
the Union Agriculture Minister stated that 100 districts have been selected
under this scheme to enhance agricultural production and productivity,
with the Union Cabinet approving it yesterday. Mr. Chouhan urged the
university’s students and researchers to work for the welfare of farmers.
He mentioned that districts in Bihar have also been included under the
Krishi Dhan-Dhanya Yojana. Mr. Singh stated that the government’s goal is to
increase production and reduce costs. He added that the government is also
providing assistance for losses incurred in agricultural production. He said that India
has become self-reliant in rice production, exporting basmati rice worth 50,000 crore
rupees.

REV MEA NIMISHA PRIYA

External Affairs Ministry today said the Nimisha Priya case in Yemen is a
sensitive matter and the government of India has been offering all possible
assistance in the case. Addressing media in New Delhi this afternoon,
Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said, India has provided legal
assistance and appointed a lawyer to assist the family. He said,
government has also arranged regular consular visits and been in constant
touch with the local authorities and the family members to resolve the
issue. This included concerted efforts in recent days to seek more time for
the family of Nimisha Priya to reach a mutually agreeable solution with the
other party. The spokesperson said, the local authorities in Yemen have
postponed carrying out her sentence scheduled for 16th of this month. He
said, New Delhi continues to closely follow the matter and render all
possible assistance. He added that they are also in touch with some
friendly governments.



Replying to a query on UK-India Free Trade Agreement,
the spokesperson said, talks are progressing well and the next round of
talks is scheduled for February in Delhi. He added that the leaders of both
sides want this FTA to be concluded within this year.

On NATO Secretary General Mark Rutte’s statement, the
spokesperson said India is closely following the developments. He
reiterated that securing the energy needs of the people is the overriding
priority for India. He said, government is guided by what is available in the
markets, as well as by the prevailing global circumstances. He cautioned
against any double standards on the issue.

On deportations from the US, Mr Jaiswal said, a total of 1563
Indians have been deported from the US so far. This figure pertains to the
period from 20th January to 15th July. The spokesperson said, most have
come via commercial flights. On 16 Indians missing in Russia, Mr Jaiswal
said, India is in regular touch with Russian authorities, both in New Delhi
as well as in Moscow. Responding to a question on India's stance on
Israeli airstrikes in Syria, the spokesperson said, New Delhi is closely
following developments in Syria. He said, India wants peace and stability to
return to the country as soon as possible.

DAY AMARNATH YATRA

In Jammu and Kashmir, Shri Amarnath Ji Yatra has been temporarily
halted due to bad weather conditions. Official sources confirmed that in
view of heavy rainfall along the Baltal and Pahalgam routes the authorities
have decided to suspend Amarnath Ji Yatra for today. No yatra convoy has
been allowed to move from the Jammu Base camp towards Kashmir.
Around two lakh fifty thousand pilgrims had darshan of Shiv Lingam at Holy
Cave Shrine during past 14 days till last evening.

Meanwhile, Indian Army has come to the immediate rescue of
hundreds of Amarnath Yatris stranded due to a landslide triggered by
relentless rainfall in the higher reaches of Jammu and Kashmir. Around 500
Yatris were safely accommodated in Army tents and nearly three thousand
additional pilgrims took shelter in nearby langars set up between Brarimarg
and Z Morh.
