ARMY-OPERATION SINDOOR

Deputy Chief of Army Staff (Capability Development and
Sustenance), Lieutenant General Rahul R Singh today emphasised that the
strategic messaging by the leadership during Operation Sindoor was
unambiguous. Delivering the inaugural address at a seminar on New Age
Military Technologies in New Delhi, Lieutenant General Singh highlighted
that the planning and selection of targets during Operation Sindoor were
based on extensive data collected through technology and human
intelligence. He added that a total of 21 targets were initially identified, and
in the final hour, a considered decision was made to engage nine of them.
He said that that considered decision was taken to adopt a tri-services
approach to send the right strategic message. He further said that 81
percent of the military hardware acquired by Pakistan has been sourced
from China. He remarked that China possibly seen this as an opportunity to
test its weapons against various other systems.

Union Minister for MSME, Jitan Ram Manjhi, today stated that the
MSME Ministry has created over 28 crore employment opportunities in the
past 10 years.
