The Prime Minister said that increasing farmers' produce and
income is the government's top priority. He said, under the PM-
Kisan Samman Nidhi Yojana, nearly 3.5 lakh crore rupees have
been disbursed to farmers so far.

It
includes automatic signalling between Samastipur-Bachhwara rail line,
doubling of Darbhanga-Thalwara and Samastipur-Rambhadrapur rail line.
Mr Modi also flag off four new Amrit Bharat trains between Rajendra Nagar
Terminal, Patna to New Delhi, Bapudham Motihari to Delhi, Darbhanga to
Lucknow and Malda Town to Lucknow to improve connectivity in the
region. The Prime Minister also released 400 crore rupees to over 61
thousand Self-Help Groups in Bihar under Deendayal Antyodaya Yojna-
National Rural Livelihoods Mission. Mr Modi also hand over keys to some
beneficiaries as a part of Griha Pravesh of 12 thousand beneficiaries and
released over 160 crore rupees to 40 thousamd beneficiaries of Pradhan
Mantri Awaas Yojana-Gramin.

SC- JUSTICE VARMA



Sitting High Court Judge, Justice Yashwant Varma has petitioned the
Supreme Court challenging his indictment by the three-member in-house
committee in the cash-discovery row. The writ petition filed before the
Apex court also sought to quash the communication forwarded by then
Chief Justice of India Sanjiv Khanna to the President and then Prime
Minister to take action against Justice Varma. As per the petition, the in-
house panel acted in a pre-determined manner and denied Justice Varma a
fair opportunity to defend him. The petition has been filed before the
Supreme Court at a time when the government is reportedly preparing to
initiate removal proceedings against Justice Varma, with an impeachment
motion likely to be tabled during the Monsoon Session of Parliament.

The then Delhi High Court Judge, Justice Varma is at the centre of
controversy surrounding the alleged discovery of a huge pile of cash from
the storeroom at his residence in New Delhi. Following the cash-discovery
episode, Justice Varma was repatriated to the Allahabad High Court and an
in-house probe was set up to probe the allegations. According to the probe
committee report, both direct and electronic evidence confirmed that the
storeroom was under the covert or active control of Justice Varma and his
family.
