Prime Minister Narendra Modi concluded a productive meeting with
Argentine President Javier Milei yesterday. The visit marked the first
bilateral visit by an Indian Prime Minister to Argentina in 57 Years. The two
leaders held a brief one-on-one meeting, followed by delegation-level talks
covering the full spectrum of bilateral ties. They agreed to enhance
cooperation in key sectors including trade & commerce, technology,
defence, space, health, and pharmaceuticals and further deepen the
strategic partnership between the two countries. A Report on major
themes of the discussions:

"Considering the potential opportunities for both the nations,
Prime Minister requested Argentina’s support in expanding the
India-MERCOSUR preferential trade agreement. Highlighting its
strength in affordable and quality medicines, India called for
easing of entry requlations for Indian pharma companies.
Argentina confirmed that it will allow imports for medicines

having US FDA or European EMA approvals. Cooperation in energy
and critical minerals was a key focus. With vast reserves of shale




gas, oil, and lithium, Argentina is seen as a reliable partner in
powering India’s growing clean enerqy and industrial needs.
Collaboration in Space Sector., multiple use cases for drones and
sports management were also discussed. President Milei showed
keen interest in India’s UPIL, and both sides agreed to facilitate a
central bank visit for studying its role in monetary policy. Prime

Minister thanked Argentina for their support following the
Pahalgam terror attack. Prime Minister also invited President Milei

to visit India. Manish Shiva, Akashvani News, Buenos Aires.”

Before departing from Buenos Aires, Prime Minister paid floral tribute
at the busts of Mahatma Gandhi and Gurudev Rabindranath Tagore. The
next stop in his 5-nation tour is Brazil - to attend the 17th BRICS Summit in
Rio followed by a State Visit to Brasilia.

Gill's belligerent 161 and fifties from KL Rahul, Rishabh Pant and Ravindra
Jadeja helped India post 427 for six in their second innings before
declaring it. India pushed England completely on the back foot by the end
of play on Day 4 at Edgbaston, Birmingham last night.

In reply, England got off to a poor start in the chase of 608 runs as
they were reduced to 72 for 3 by Stumps. Mohammed Siraj removed Zak
Crawley before Akash Deep sent Ben Duckett and Joe Root packing. Ollie
Pope with 24 unbeaten and Harry Brook with 15 unbeaten were at the
crease at the draw of stumps.

REV. TEXAS-FLOODS

In the United States, at least 43 people were killed and 27 children
are missing following flash floods in Texas, prompting massive rescue
efforts. The dead include 15 children. Many were asleep when the
Guadalupe River rose more than 26 feet in less than an hour in the early
hours of Friday. Officials in Kerr County said, 27 children are missing from
a Christian youth camp located along the river. Some 850 people have
been rescued so far. Weather forecasts suggest that more rain and,
potentially, more flooding could be on the horizon for the area. Among the
areas most severely hit by the floods were mobile homes, summer camps
and camping sites where many had gathered for 4 July holiday
celebrations. Texas Governor Greg Abbott said he has signed an expanded
disaster declaration to boost search efforts. US President Donald Trump
has said his administration is working closely with local authorities to
respond to the emergency.

UTTARAKHAND MANSAROVAR YATRA

In Uttarakhand, Chief Minister Pushkar Singh Dhami today flagged off
the first group of the Kailash Mansarovar Yatra from Tanakpur in
Champawat district.

The group which started from Delhi reached its first stop Tanakpur
yesterday evening. The group consists of around 50 pilgrims from various
states including Gujarat, Delhi, Rajasthan, Maharashtra, Uttar Pradesh,
West Bengal, Telangana and Chhattisgarh.

On this occasion, the Chief Minister said that all arrangements have
been made for the safety and convenience of the pilgrims.

19 pandemic that the Kailash Mansarovar Yatra has resumed from
Uttarakhand.

AMARNATH ACCIDENT
At Chanderkot Langer site in Ramban, the last vehicle of the
Pahalgam convoy of Amarnath yatra lost control and collided with stranded



vehicles, damaging four vehicles and causing minor injuries to 36 Yatris.
The District Administration promptly shifted the injured to District Hospital
Ramban for treatment. The yatris were later moved to other vehicles to
continue their journey safely.

Following the accident, LG Sinha has directed the officials concerned
to implement comprehensive safety measures for vehicles of pilgrims
undertaking Shri Amarnath Ji Yatra and ensure safety checks at all key
locations and uninterrupted availability of food and medicines at Yatra
route.

WORLD BANK - INDIA

World Bank has placed India among world’s Most Equal Societies.
According to the World Bank, India’s Gini Index stands at 25.5, making it
the fourth most equal country in the world, after the Slovak Republic,
Slovenia and Belarus. The Gini Index is a simple yet powerful way to
understand how income, wealth or consumption is equally distributed
across households or individuals in a country.

India falls into the “moderately low” inequality category, which
includes Gini scores between 25 and 30. India is only a fraction away from
joining the “low inequality” group, which includes countries like the Slovak
Republic with a score of 24.1, Slovenia at 24.3, and Belarus at 24.4. Apart
from these three, India has a better score than all the other 167 countries
for which the World Bank has released data.

India’s score is much lower than China’s 35.7 and far lower than the
United States, which stands at 41.8.

India’s journey towards a more equal society is reflected in its Gini
Index over the years. The index was measured at 28.8 in 2011, and
reached 25.5 in 2022. This steady shift shows that India has made
consistent progress in combining economic growth with social equity.

AMIT SHAH - GUJARAT

Union Home and Cooperation Minister Amit Shah today laid the
foundation stone of the country's first cooperative university, Tribhuvan
Sahakari Vishwavidyalaya, at Anand, Gujarat. During the program, Mr. Shah
said that in the last four years, the Ministry of Cooperation has launched 60
new initiatives. The Ministry of Cooperation was established to instill hope
in the lives of crores of poor and rural people.

Mr. Shah added that about 40 lakh workers have joined the
cooperative movement. He said that this university will do work like policy
making, data analysis, cooperative development strategies and research in
the cooperative sector. Besides, this university will not only prepare
cooperative employees but also dedicated cooperative leaders like
Tribhuvan Bhai, who will study and lead the cooperative sector.
