The Centre has decided to constitute a high-level technical committee to examine
concerns around the Polavaram Banakacherla Link Project (PBLP) and other pending
inter-state water issues between Telangana and Andhra Pradesh.

The move follows a high-level meeting chaired by Union Jal Shakti Minister C R Patil with
both Chief Ministers N Chandrababu Naidu of Andhra Pradesh and A Revanth Reddy of
Telangana in New Delhi, yesterday.

The Jal Shakti Ministry said the committee, comprising senior officials and technical
experts from both states and the Centre, will collaboratively assess outstanding issues and
recommend equitable and technically viable solutions to ensure equitable and efficient
water sharing. During the meeting, key issues concerning water management were
deliberated upon.

At the meeting both the states agreed on the installation of telemetry devices for
real time monitoring of water flows in the Krishna Basin. They also agreed that immediate
measures would be taken to address the maintenance issues to safeguard Srisailam dam.
Both states also agreed that the office of Krishna River Management Board would be
shifted to Vijayawada/Amravati. During the meeting, it was also decided to constitute a
committee comprising senior officials and technical experts from both states and the
central government. This committee will work collaboratively to study the outstanding
concerns and suggest viable solutions

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has that the government is committed to bringing a
significant change in the lives of farmers, and the Prime Minister Dhan-Dhaanya Krishi
Yojana is another crucial step towards that goal.

In a post on X social media platform, PM Modi said that this will not only increase crop
production in the districts that have been lagging in the agricultural sector but also boost
the income of our food providers.

The Union Cabinet has approved the “Prime Minister Dhan-Dhaanya Krishi Yojana” for a
period of six years, beginning with 2025-26 to cover 100 districts.

The scheme draws inspiration from NITI Aayog’s Aspirational District Programme, a first of
its kind focusing exclusively on agriculture and allied sectors.

The scheme aims to enhance agricultural productivity, increase adoption of crop
diversification and sustainable agricultural practices, augment post-harvest storage at the
Panchayat and block levels, improve irrigation facilities and facilitate availability of
long-term and short-term credit, according to the official statement.

The scheme was announced as part of the Budget proposals for 2025-26 to develop 100
districts under “Prime Minister Dhan-Dhaanya Krishi Yojana”.

The scheme will be implemented through convergence of 36 existing schemes across 11
Departments, other state schemes and local partnerships with the private sector.

As many as 100 districts will be identified based on three key indicators of low productivity,
low cropping intensity, and less credit disbursement.

On the decision of Cabinet approval of enhanced delegation of power to NTPC Ltd for
investing in NTPC Renewable Energy Ltd.

and its other joint ventures or subsidiaries with an outlay of up to 20,000 crore rupees,
Prime Minister Modi said this move is a boost to India's efforts to strengthen renewable
energy capacity.

Renewable Energy projects will also generate direct and indirect employment
opportunities to the local people at construction stage as well as during operations and
maintenance (O&M) stage.

UIDAI- AADHAR DEACTIVATION

Unique Identification Authority of India (UIDAI) has taken proactive measures to maintain
accuracy and integrity of the Aadhaar database by deactivating Aadhaar numbers of deceased
persons. Under the measures, UIDAI has collaborated with the Registrar General of India to access



1.55 crore death records for Aadhaar deactivation.

The Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology in a statement said that the
Registrar General of India (RGI) has provided approximately 1.55 crore death records to UIDAI of
24 States and Union Territories using the Civil Registration System (CRS). After due validation,
around 1.17 crore Aadhaar numbers have been deactivated. It added that a similar exercise is
continuing with non-CRS States and Union Territories. About 6.7 lakh death records have been
received so far, and deactivation is in progress.

UIDAI has also launched a new service 'Reporting of Death of a Family Member' on
myAadhaar Portal last month, for deaths registered in 24 States and Union Territories presently
using Civil Registration System. The Ministry said that this portal allows individuals to report the
death of their family members.

UIDAI is also exploring the possibility of sourcing death records from banks and other
Aadhaar ecosystem entities maintaining such information. The agency is taking support of State
Governments in identifying the deceased Aadhaar number holders.
