LS - OPERATION SINDOOR 

 Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that no world leader has 
asked India to stop the Operation Sindoor. Mr. Modi's remarks came amid 

the opposition’s accusation of agreeing to ceasefire with Pakistan under US 
pressure. He said it was the Pakistani side who urged India to stop 
Operation Sindoor pleading that they cannot suffer any longer. He said, 

during the talk with US Vice President, India made its stand clear that if 
Pakistan attacks, India will respond by launching a big attack. 

 Responding to the special discussion on Operation Sindoor in Lok 
Sabha, Prime Minister said, India destroyed the terror camps situated deep 

inside Pakistan during the Operation. He said, India gave a befitting reply 
to Pakistan after the Pahalgam terror attack and the Indian Armed Forces 
took revenge for 22nd terror attack in just 22 minutes. He stressed that 

India showed to the world that it will not bow down to nuclear blackmail of 
Pakistan. He said, India has made it clear through Operation Sindoor that if 

there is a terrorist attack on India, it will respond in its own way. He 

emphasized that India will not see terrorist-supporting governments and 
terror masterminds as two separate entities. 

 Mr. Modi said the world witnessed the strength of self-reliant India 
during the Operation and drones and missiles made in India exposed the 

capabilities of Pakistani arms and ammunition. He said, country’s forces 
executed the planned operation with precision during Operation Sindoor 
and Pakistan was powerless to stop it. He added that Pakistan's airbases 

and assets have suffered heavy damage in the operation. The Prime 

Minister accused the Congress for not supporting the country on Operation 

Sindoor. He said, India got the support of all the countries during 
Operation Sindoor but did not support the valour of the Armed Forces. He 
said that India is moving ahead at a fast pace towards self-reliance, but 

Congress is importing issues from Pakistan. The Prime Minister said, the 
Congress party has never had a clear vision for the country's national 

security and weak governance under Congress-led governments resulted in 
the loss of many civilian lives in terrorist attacks. 

 Earlier, the Home Minister Amit Shah said that as part of the 
investigation, the team engaged with family members of the victims, 
tourists, pony operators, photographers, and local residents. He said, more 

than one thousand individuals were questioned and based on the inputs 
gathered, composite sketches were prepared. Mr Shah said that 

subsequently on 22nd June, two individuals - Bashir and Parvez - were 
identified as those who had harboured the terrorists. 
 The Home Minister said the country's security forces not only 

eliminated the terrorists but also targeted those who sent them. Mr Shah 

added that the day Lashkar-e-Taiba claimed responsibility for the attack, 

the government gave the responsibility of delivering justice to the country's 
armed forces. He said, Operation Sindoor was launched on 7th May and 
carried out between 1:04 AM and 1:24 AM. He said nine terror sites in 



Pakistan were destroyed in this Operation and more than 100 terrorists 

were neutralised. Mr Shah said that no Pakistani civilians were killed in this 

attack and the targets were 100 kilometres inside Pakistan. He emphasised 
that the Narendra Modi government has a policy of Zero Tolerance against 

terrorism.  
 Mr Shah criticised former Home Minister P Chidambaram for seeking 
proof of the terrorists being from Pakistan, giving clean chit to Pakistan. He 

stressed that Operation Sindoor has unmasked Pakistan in front of the 
entire world. He hit out at the Opposition for politicising everything, saying 

that Pakistan had no option but to surrender as its striking capabilities were 
destroyed during Operation Sindoor. He said Pakistan's DGMO called 

India's DGMO on 10th May and a ceasefire was announced after that. He 
stressed that war has several consequences and everything has to be 
taken into account. 

 Participating in the discussion, Leader of Opposition in the Lok Sabha 
Rahul Gandhi attacked Pakistan saying that a heartless attack was 

organised and orchestrated by Pakistan. He said, during Operation Sindoor, 

the opposition stood like a rock with the government. He attacked the 
Centre for reaching out to the Pakistani government just 22 minutes after 

launching Operation Sindoor and allegedly conveying that Pakistani military 
sites would not be targeted. He accused the Centre for lack of will to fight. 

 K Kanimozhi of DMK said Mr Shah criticised the Opposition and made 
it sound like they are less patriotic but DMK has never failed the nation. 
She added that the Opposition parties had extended their support to the 

government following the Pahalgam terror attack. Akhilesh Yadav of 

Samajwadi Party raised questions over the ceasefire announcement made 

during the Operation Sindoor accusing what pressure led to ceasefire. He 
said, Pahalgam incident has proved that a security lapse can prove 
detrimental for the safety of citizens. He said, what steps are being taken 

by the government to ensure the safety of the citizens in the future. He 
lauded the role of the Armed Forces during Operation Sindoor. Congress 

leader Priyanka Gandhi also lauded the role of the Armed Forces. She 
questioned why the Pahalgam terror attack happened on 22nd April, 

accusing that the government failed to maintain the security in Jammu and 
Kashmir. She said, when the terror incident happened there were no 
security forces there. She said, despite being the tourist hotspot, no 

medical facilities were available on the incident site.  
 Shiv Sena's Shrikant Shinde thanked the NDA government for giving 

him the opportunity to lead a delegation to different countries as part of 
global outreach against terrorism following Operation Sindoor. He said 
every country he went to said that India is playing a huge role in 

sensitising on terrorism and termed this as proof of India's successful 

foreign policy. Sayani Ghosh of TMC questioned how terrorists could reach 

a tourist place but police could not reach there on time. She termed the 
Pahalgam terror attack as a grave security lapse and criticised the 
government for intelligence failure. She expressed pride at the 



professionalism and precision with which airstrikes were carried out under 

Operation Sindoor.  

 Participating in the debate, Nishikant Dubey of BJP said the NDA 
government values every citizen and no terrorists will be spared. He 

expressed confidence that PoK will become part of India. A Raja of DMK 
alleged that inspite of an internal security report by RAW and IB, there 
were no security personnel at Pahalgam. He claimed that none of the 

countries, be it G20 or BRICS, officially passed any resolution supporting 
India and condemning Pakistan. ET Mohamed Basheer of IUML said India 

was held in high regard and world leaders had very high regard for India. 
He questioned whether India enjoys the same status today and claimed 

that India's stature is diminishing. 
 KC Venugopal of Congress said it is clear that the people behind the 
Pahalgam terror attack want to divide the country in the name of religion. 

He alleged third party involvement in the ceasefire between India and 
Pakistan claiming this has never happened in the history of India. 

Shiromani Akali Dal's Harsimrat Kaur Badal said the strikes between India 

and Pakistan had to cease because the people living in border areas were 
suffering. She said it is the people who suffer whenever wars happen. 

Samajwadi Party's Dimple Yadav said the government should take 
responsibility and accountability for the Pahalgam terror attack. She said 

the incident was a huge security lapse. She also asked why the 
announcement of the ceasefire was made by the US President.  
 After the Prime Minister's reply the House was adjourned to meet 

again at 11 AM today.  

              

 
REV. NEW  RS- OPERATION SINDOOR 
            The Rajya Sabha today took up special discussion on India’s 

strong, successful and decisive Operation Sindoor in response to the 
terrorist attack in Pahalgam. Initiating the discussion, Defence Minister 

Rajnath Singh congratulated the Indian Army and security forces for 
eliminating three terrorists in Jammu and Kashmir who brutally killed 26 

innocent people in the Pahalgam. He stressed that the objective of the 
Operation Sindoor was to destroy terrorist hideouts and to send a clear 
message that India adopts a zero tolerance against terrorism. He added 

that Operation Sindoor’s role is highly important in shaping the country's 
future. 

           Mr. Singh said, terrorists were considering India a soft target, but 
under the leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi a strong message 
was sent to terrorists that their hideouts will be destroyed if they take the 

lives of innocent people. He said, in retaliation to cowardly attack on 

tourists in Pahalgam, the Indian Armed Forces gave a befitting reply to 

Pakistan and killed more than 100 terrorists. 
 The Defence Minister reiterated that if Pakistan will dare any 
misadventure in the future, the country will not hesitate to resume 



Operation Sindoor. He said that India will never bow down to Pakistan’s 

nuclear blackmail and other war tactics. Mr Singh added that the 

government has taken steps to strengthen the armed forces by giving 
them freedom for emergency procurement to deal with any emergency 

situation. 
    Speaking about defense export, Mr Singh said that the defence products 
made in the country  are being exported to nearly 100 countries this year 

and the defence  export has touched 30 thousand  crore rupees which is 
expected to touch 50 thousand crore rupees by 2029. 

           Participating in the discussion, Leader of Opposition in the Rajya 
Sabha Mallikarjun Kharge questioned the government for the 

announcement of ceasefire during the Operation Sindoor. Accusing the 
government for intelligence failure, Mr. Kharge said, Uri, Pulwama, and 
now Pahalgam attack showed the intelligence failure. He also questioned 

the government for being unable to apprehend the terrorists who were 
responsible for the Pahalgam terrorist attack. Mr Kharge said Union Home 

Minister Amit Shah should take responsibility for the security lapses that 

led to the terrorist attack in Pahalgam.  
           Responding to Karghe’s allegations, the Defence Minister 

emphasized that the ceasefire announcement was not made under any 
pressure and no talks were held between US President Donald Trump and 

Prime Minister Narendra Modi.  
 Tiruchi Siva of DMK accused the government of not responding to 
questions of opposition on operation Sindoor. He said, the demand of of 

convening a special session was also not accepted. He asked for fixing the 

responsibility for Pahalgam terror attack.   

 Sanjay Singh of AAP said, his party will appreciate the valour and 
courage of Indian Armed Forces again and again but he will question the 
government over Operation Sindoor. He asked who is responsible for the 

Pahalgam terror attack. 
 Y V Subba Reddy of YSRCP said that Operation Sindoor has become 

a symbol of India’s strategic, precision and brave revenge of counter 
offensive. He said that Prime Minister Narendra Modi has rightly pointed 

that trade , talks and terror can not go together and water and blood also 
can not flow together. He said, his party also supported the government’s 
move to send seven  separate delegations to visit important and key 

partner countries carrying India’s strong message of zero tolerance against 
terrorism.   

 Subhasish Khuntia of BJD lauded the valour and capability of Indian 
Armed Forces during Operation Sindoor and paid tributes to those killed in 
Phalagam terror attack. He said, the success of Operation Sindoor not only 

reflects the commitment of armed forces towards national security but also 

shows the commitment towards entire humanity. 

 Participating in the discussion Dr M Thambidurai of AIADMK said that 
through Operation Sindoor, the Indian Armed Forces targeted nine terrorist 
infrastructure sites in Pakistan and PoJK. He said, the operation  



highlighted country’s technological capabilities. He said that Operation 

Sindoor has sent a clear message to Pakistan as no further acts of

NASA-ISRO’s NISAR 
 The 27-hour and 30-minute countdown for NASA-ISRO Synthetic 

Aperture Radar (NISAR), slated for launch tomorrow will begin this 
afternoon at 1410 hours IST. NISAR is the first joint satellite mission of the 
Indian Space Research Organisation (ISRO) and US’ National Aeronautics 

and Space Administration (NASA). NISAR will be launched by ISRO’s 

Geosynchronous Satellite Launch Vehicle’s (GSLV)-F16 from Satish Dhawan 

Space Centre (SDSC SHAR) in Andhra Pradesh’s Sriharikota at 1740 hours 
IST, tomorrow. The NISAR mission is the first time a GSLV rocket is being 
used to place a satellite in sun-synchronous polar orbit, signalling ISRO’s 

growing technical sophistication in supporting diverse space missions. A 
report: 

 
 The NISAR satellite mission is the first dual-band radar 
satellite and GSLV’s first launch into 743-km Sun-Synchronous 
Orbit with an inclination of 98.4 degrees.  It is a groundbreaking 
collaboration between ISRO and NASA, showcasing strong 
technical cooperation between the two space agencies' technical 
teams for over a decade.  This joint Earth observation mission 
aims to track changes on land and ice, detect natural disasters, 
and provide critical data for climate studies and disaster response.

 The mission sets a global benchmark for Indo-US scientific 
collaboration and demonstrates India's commitment to global 
welfare and Earth observation.

LS - EXPORT

supply chains, and boost export competitiveness. Mr Prasada noted that 
through these regular and strategic trade agreements, India is emerging as 

a reliable and resilient partner in the evolving global trade architecture. 

 
RS - MANIPUR PREZ RULE 

 The Business Advisory Committee has allotted two hours for 
consideration of resolution for extension of President rule in Manipur for a 

further period of six month with effect from 13th August 2025. Deputy 
Chairman of Rajya Sabha Harivansh announced this in Rajya Sabha today. 
Home Minister Amit Shah will move a statutory resolution in the Upper 

House in the ongoing Monsoon Session of Parliament to extend President’s 

Rule in the state. Manipur was placed under President’s Rule on 13th 

February this year following the resignation of Chief Minister N. Biren 
Singh.

intimidate and silence the Baloch people despite the protest calling for the 
release of BYC leaders and an end to enforced disappearances. The 

ongoing protest calls for the release of BYC leaders and putting an end to 
enforced disappearances in Balochistan. Despite the ongoing protests, a 
15-year-old Baloch teenager was forcibly disappeared by Pakistani security 

forces from Kech district in Balochistan. The BYC has urged journalists, 
human rights defenders, democratic forces, and people to support the 

Baloch people.
