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JAISHANKAR- QUAD MEETING 

 External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar will participate in the Quad 
Foreign Ministers’ Meeting in Washington DC, United States today. In a 
statement, the Ministry of External Affairs stated that the Quad Foreign 
Ministers will build upon the discussions held during the last meeting of the 
Foreign Ministers, which took place in Washington on January 21 this year. 
They will exchange views on regional and global developments, particularly 
those concerning the Indo-Pacific, and review the progress made on 
various Quad initiatives in the run-up to the Quad Leaders’ Summit, which 
will be hosted by India. The statement said, the Ministers are also expected 
to deliberate on new proposals aimed at advancing the shared vision of a 



free and open Indo-Pacific. 

 U.S. Secretary of State Marco Rubio will host the meeting, which will 
also be attended by Australia’s Foreign Minister Penny Wong and Japan’s 
Foreign Minister Iwaya Takeshi.

He said that social change and a new landscape of 
development have emerged in the country since the Narendra Modi 
government came into power. He said that cooperation is the only option 
for generating employment for every individual in the country. Mr Shah 
said that with sensitivity, cooperation must be revitalized for the welfare of 
millions of small farmers and rural people in the country because there are 
immense opportunities in this sector.  
 He  said that Narendra Modi government’s goal is that within the next 
five years, there should not be a single village in the country without a 
cooperative, and the cooperative database should be used to achieve this 
goal. Union Minister of Cooperation also urged the  every state should have 
at least one cooperative training institution affiliated with the Tribhuvan 
Sahkari University. He said,  very soon, the National Cooperative Policy will 
also be announced, which will be effective from 2025 to 2045.He said that 
under the National Cooperative Policy, each state’s cooperative policy will 
be formulated according to the cooperative conditions of that state and 
specific goals will be set.  He said, State Cooperation Ministers should work 



together with Agriculture Ministers to promote natural farming, so that 
both public health and the well-being of the earth are ensured.

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JAISHANKAR- UN EXHIBITION 

 External Affairs Minister Dr. S. Jaishankar has said that terrorism 
anywhere is a threat to peace everywhere. He pointed out that any state 
sponsorship must be exposed and must be condemned. Speaking at the 
inauguration of the exhibition on 'The Human Cost of Terrorism' at the UN 
Headquarters in New York, Dr. Jaishankar said that terrorism is the 
antithesis of what the UN stands for and when terrorism is supported by a 
state against its neighbour, and when the bigotry of extremism drives a 
whole host of illegal activities, it is imperative to call it out. He said, the 
world must come to some basic concepts: no impunity to terrorists, no 
treating them as proxies, and no yielding to nuclear blackmail. He further 
said that the United Nations Security Council issued a strong condemnation 
of the horrific act of terrorism in Pahalgam and demanded that its 
perpetrators be held accountable and brought to justice. He also 
underlined the shared and urgent responsibility of the global community to 
combat terrorism in all its forms and manifestations.  

 The Minister inaugurated the exhibition at the United Nations 
Headquarters in New York on highlighting the need to expose state 
sponsorship of terrorism. It portrays 40 years of terrorism from the 1985 
downing of Air India flight by Canada-based terrorists to the Pahalgam 
killings. The 29 incidents on display take a panoramic view of the horrors 
across continents, from the 9/11 attack on the US and the London 
bombings in 2005 to the 2003 Baghdad attacks, and the Crocus City Hall 
killings last year in Moscow. <>

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IMD- RAINFALL JULY 
 The India Meteorological Department- IMD has forecast that the 
monthly average rainfall over the country as a whole during the month of 
July, 2025 is most likely to be above normal exceeding the 106 percent of 
the Long Period Average (LPA). During a virtual press conference Director 
General of IMD Dr. Mrutyunjay Mohapatra stated that most  parts of the 
country are likely to experience normal to above-normal rainfall. He said, 
however, most parts of Northeast and East  India and many areas of 
extreme South Peninsular India and some areas of Northwest India are 
likely to receive below normal rainfall during the month of July this year. 
 The Southwest Monsoon set in over Kerala on 24th May  against the 
normal date of 1st of June which is the earliest onset in 17 years after 
2009 when it was on 23rd May. The Southwest Monsoon covered the 
entire country on 29th June June which is nine days ahead of its normal 
date of 8th July. Dr Mohapatra said that the country as a whole received 
180 millimeter rainfall in June this year which is above the normal range of 
165.3 millimeter. He said, however, less than normal rainfall was witnessed 
in East and Northeast India with only 272.9 mm against the normal range 
of 328.4 mm. He said, In July 2025, monthly average maximum 
temperatures are expected to remain normal to below normal in many 
regions, except northeast India and some areas of the northwest, east and 
southern peninsula where they are likely to be above normal.
