Speaking at a news
conference in Washington, he emphasised that India-US ties are built on
mutual interests, not on third countries. He said we should stop defining
ourselves based on others and big relationships like India-US are based on
shared benefits, trade, investment, technology, energy, and mobility.

Dr Jaishankar also dismissed US President Donald Trump’s claim that
he helped broker a ceasefire between India and Pakistan after Operation
Sindoor. He said, the record is clear, the ceasefire was negotiated directly
by the military officers of both countries.
